from the CM residence on
Tuesday evening by uniden-
tified criminals.
Amrendra Prarap Singh,

the agriculture minister and
BJP MLA from Ara, said,
“Police lapse is evident. Po-
lice officers are not sincere in
discharge of  their duties.”
The Union minister, RK

Singh, said, “Area’s all offi-

cers should be suspended. It
is the result of  negligence of
the police’s apathy. Fix the re-
sponsibility. The government
should give top priority to
maintenance of  law and or-
der and crime control.”
Singh was union home secre-
tary before joining the BJP.
Gopal Narain Singh, the

senior BJP MP and former
president of  party’s state
unit, said, "We had expected
Nitish Kumar would control
crimes, but he failed us."
The BJP Rajya Sabha mem-

ber, Vivek Thakur, said, “The
criminals have a free run in
Bihar. Police have failed in
curbing the crimes as inci-
dents of  bank loot, dacoity,
rape and kidnapping are re-
ported daily.”
Leader of  opposition, Te-

Nitish faces attacks
from BJP, Opp 

BJP protest for
C’garh farmers

After party state in-charge D
Purendeshwari pulled up
Chhattisgarh BJP leaders re-
cently, the latter seem to have
turned quite active. On
Wednesday, BJP leaders and
workers staged a statewide
protest against the Congress
government. They organised
rallies in support of  state
farmers facing problems dur-
ing the paddy procurement
process. They termed Con-
gress claims of  simplifying
paddy procurement a failure.  
BJP state president Vish-

nudeo Sai, who was leading
the protest in Jashpur dis-
trict, alleged that Congress
government's anti-farmer
face was exposed. He said by
blaming the Central govern-
ment it cannot mask its own
failures, a party press release
said. Former CM and nation-
al vice president Dr Raman
Singh, speaking to the media
at Rajnandgaon, accused the
Baghel government for the
difficulties faced by the farm-
ers and said it was because
the Congress is busy giving
excuses when it comes to ful-
filling its promises. Leader of
Oppn Dharamlal Kaush ik
said at Bilha (Bilaspur) the
crop land area has been re-
duced and fake fertilizers,
seeds and pesticides are wide-
ly causing loss to farmers. 

NEEDLING BEFORE THE JAB
“This is the initial lot of  supply of  vaccine doses and will be

continuously replenished in the weeks to come. Therefore, any
apprehension being expressed on account of  deficient supply is
totally baseless and unfounded," it added.
Tope told The Free Press Journal, “Eight lakh health work-

ers are to be vaccinated first and vaccine shots will be admin-
istered at 350 centres. The two vaccines, namely the Cov-
ishield and Covaxin are completely safe.
“Two days ago, I had planned 511 vaccination centres. But at

Tuesday's meeting, the Central Government and the health
ministry advised not to vaccinate on such a large scale. There-
fore, the number of  vaccination centres have been reduced
from 511 to 350. 100 people will be vaccinated at each vaccina-
tion centre. Thus, we intend to vaccinate 35,000 people on the
first day,” he said.
Tope expressed hope about receiving further consignments

of  vaccines in the coming days. He said, “We will consider giv-
ing vaccines to critical patients on a priority basis.” He also
cautioned that the vaccine might have minor side-effects.
“There is no harm in allowing lawmakers to get vaccinated.

But ethically speaking, first priority should be given to health
and frontline workers.” He requested all the registered health
workers not to refrain from taking the vaccine.
Tope said that two hospitals in Maharashtra, Cooper Hospi-

tal and the other, a district hospital in Jalna would be able to
interact directly with the Prime Minister. “I will try to be pres-
ent at the Jalna hospital and take up with the PM various is-
sues relating to the vaccination and coronavirus contain-
ment,’’ he added.
The minister said “Everyone in the cabinet should be vacci-

nated only after the health workers and frontline workers are
vaccinated. So let's take care of  others first, then take care of
ourselves.”  He has appealed to the people not to fear vaccina-
tion, but go for it. 

Inevitable awaits Trump
But his once seemingly unbreakable grip on Republicans is

eroding as leaders run out of  patience -- and look to a post-
Trump rebuilding of  their party.
Vice President Mike Pence threw Trump a lifeline on Tues-

day, saying he would not invoke the 25th Amendment that al-
lows him and the Cabinet to strip a sitting president of  his
powers.
Trump, who has been stripped of  his social media mega-

phones by Twitter and Facebook, and finds himself  increas-
ingly ostracized in the business world, is struggling to keep
his poise. On a quick trip to Texas on Tuesday he visited the
US-Mexico border wall, which he regards as one of  his biggest
achievements. But the brief, low-energy speech he made there
did nothing to arrest his rapidly sliding momentum.
His insistence that his infamous speech to the crowd had

been "totally appropriate" and that he bore no blame for the
mayhem that followed infuriated allies and opponents alike.
Earlier in the day, the Democrat-controlled US House of  Rep-

resentatives passed a resolution urging Vice President Mike
Pence to invoke the 25th Amendment to remove the president
from office. The resolution was voted by 223 to 205 votes, most-
ly on party lines, with one Republican voting in favour of  the
resolution and another five abstaining.  The resolution called
upon Pence to mobilise the Cabinet to activate the 25th
Amendment to remove the president from office.
The 25th Amendment, adopted more than 50 years ago in the

wake of  President John F Kennedy's assassination, provides
a mechanism for the succession of  the president for his or her
replacement in the event he or she proves unfit to serve. Un-
der the amendment, the vice president and a majority of  ei-
ther the Cabinet or some other body designated by Congress
may remove the president from office.
The vote came after Pence, a Republican, wrote to House

Speaker Nancy Pelosi that he would not invoke the 25h
Amendment. "Under our Constitution, the 25th Amendment
is not a means of  punishment or usurpation. Invoking the
25th Amendment in such a manner would set a terrible prece-
dent," Pence said in a letter to Pelosi, a Democrat.

83 Tejas jets to join fleet
The HAL has already set up second line manufacturing facili-

ties at its Nasik and Bengaluru Divisions. "The decision taken
will considerably expand the current LCA ecosystem and help
in creating new job opportunities," the minister said.

Wicketkeeper Rishabh Pant batted with his usual flair to

score an aggressive 97 and play a part in India's spirited show
in Sydney but could not keep after taking a blow in the first in-
nings of  the Test.

Centre for criminalisation of adultery...
Issuing notice on the Centre’s application seeking a clari-

fication,  Justice Rohinton Fali Nariman, who was heading
a bench  comprising Justice Navin Sinha and Justice K. M.
Joseph, said that since  the clarification has been sought
on a decision by a constitution bench, it would be better if
it goes before a five-judge bench.
The court has directed the registry to place the matter be-

fore Chief  Justice Sharad A. Bobde for appropriate orders.
The top court had said in its 2018 judgment that Section

497 is a denial of  the constitutional guarantees of  dignity,
liberty, privacy and sexual autonomy which are intrinsic
to Article 21 of  the Constitution.
"Mere adultery can't be a criminal offence. It is a matter

of  privacy. Husband is not the master of  a wife. Women
should be treated with equality along with men," then
Chief  Justice Dipak Misra had said in his judgment, also
speaking for Justice A.M.Khanwilkar.
Section 497 of  the IPC says: "Whoever has sexual inter-

course with a person who is and whom he knows or has
reason to believe to be the wife of  another man, without
the consent or connivance of  that man, such sexual inter-
course not amounting to the offence of  rape, is guilty of
the offence of  adultery."
Adultery was punishable by a maximum five years in jail

or fine or both, before the 2018 judgment.

Farm law copies consigned to Lohri bonfire
Some wondered if  they ought to take the drastic decision

of  not sowing the new crop in June, if  the government re-
mains adamant.
They said they burnt copies of  the farm laws to vent their

anger towards the unjust behaviour of  the government.
They said their leaders had clearly opposed the Supreme
Court's order to form a panel as they want nothing less than
a rollback of  the farm laws.
The Kisan Ekta Morcha said the agitation will continue

with a peaceful demonstration on the Republic Day, the con-
tours of  which will be announced a day after the scheduled
government-farmer talks on Friday.
