IN ANOTHER blow for Indian wrestling, the
United World Wrestling on Thursday sus-
pended the country for failure toconductelec-
tions.

Indian  Olympic
Association’s acting
CEO Kalyan Chaubey
confirmed the devel-
opment, whichmeans
that even though
India’s wrestlers will
still participate in the
World Champmnshxps next month it'll be as
neutrals and not under the national flag.
Moreover, in case India's wrestlers finish on
top of the podium, the national anthem will
notbe played.

Theworld body haswritten to the IOA, in-
forming them about the decision. “The I0A
has received a communication and will de-
cide the future course of action, including the
selection of teams for the World
Championships,” an official said.

The selection trials for the World
Championship were to be held in Patiala on
August 25 and 26. However, the fate of the
eventis now unknown.

The UWW had threatened to suspend
India back in June when it issued a strongly-
‘worded statement condemning the treat-
ment and detention of the protesting
wrestlers.

Baku: Shotgun shooting runs in her fam-
ily, and trap exponent Rajeshwari
Kumari showed why she is among the
best in the country when she earned a
seventh 2024 Paris Olympic quota place
by finishing fifth in the ISSF World
Championship here on Thursday. The 31-
year-old, daughter
oflegendary shot-
gun shooter and
one of the top
sports administra-
tors the country
has produced,
Randhir Singh,
made it to the fi-
nals in an ex-

tremely tough field but bad luck forced
her to miss out on a medal. Rajeshwari
alsobecame the second trap shooter after
Shagun Chowdhary to ever earn an
Olympic quota in women's trap. In a
heartbreak for the shooter, she could
score only 19 out of 30 shots in the final.
Despite the below-par score in the finals,
Rajeshwari was elated at having clinched
the Olympic quota. "lam feeling great.It's
unbelievable.It's finally done. It's done for
the country. | mean | wish I could win a
medal but this is great. Paris...," said
Rajeshwari after the final.

The superstar footballer, who secured a
multi-million dollar deal with the Saudi
club, will play at the Balewadi Sports
Complex in Pune, which will be
Mumbai City's ‘home’ for the ACL after
the Andheri Sports Complex - their ac-
tual home - did not meet the require-
ments.
