Kolkata: The government
has expanded the scope of
credit guarantees by raising
the upper debt limit for eligi-
bility by tenfold and broad-
ened it to include 26 worst hit
sectors in a determined push
to revive companies ravaged
by the Covid-19 triggered
lockdown and protect em-
ployment.

Boosted by the success of its
first round of credit guaran-
tees in reducing bankers'
worries, it has been extended
tofirmsinthehealthcare sec-
tor for bank loans under the
guarantee scheme and 26
stressed sectors as listed out
by the K.V. Kamath Commit-
tee. The scheme would re-
main operational till March
2021 providing along runway
for companies to reorganize
themselves and the govern-
ment scrapped the revenue
cap to be eligible for the guar-
antee scheme.

“These measures would
substantially increase the
universe of companies that
can potentially avail guaran-
teed credit to continue with
their business operations de-
spite macro challenges that
persist,” said Siddhartha Sa-
nyal, chief economist at
Bandhan Bank.

Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman launched a stim-
ulus package that included
the expansion of the popular

companies amid squeezed
cash flows. Disbursements
under the credit guarantee
scheme was Rs1.521akh crore
till October this year, which
was higher than gross bank
credit growth of Rs 1.2 lakh
crore between May and Octo-
ber, rating company CARE
estimates.

More units are set to bene-
fit from the decision to end
size-based discrimination
while it kept the cap on the
total debt of the borrower to
ensure that the government
scheme is more for the
needy than for giant compa-
nies which have the where-

ondly, the earlier cap on an-
nual turnover of companies
eligible to avail this scheme
of Rs 250 crore has also been
done away with.

Banks will also have the el-
bow room to offer additional
credit up to 20% of outstand-
ing as on February 29. The
loans will be collateral free
while there would be no up-
per ceiling on turnover for
availing of the facility. The
tenure of the additional cred-
it under the scheme would be
five years including one year
of moratorium on principal.
This is a slightly larger time-
line than what the earlier

provide a much needed relief
by helping entities to sustain
employment, meet liabilities
and liquidity support to the
MSME sector, finance minis-
ter Nirmala Sitharaman
said. Firms in the MSME sec-
tor will also be benefitted as
they provide goods and ser-
vices to these stressed enti-
ties. The 26 sectors include
power, construction, iron &
steel, roads, real estate, trad-
ing wholesale, textiles, chem-
icals, consumer durables or
FMCG, non-ferrous metals,
pharma, logistcis, gems &
jewellery, cement, auto com-
ponents, hotels, mining, plas-
tic products manufacturing
and automobile manufactur-
ing.

Interest rates chargeable
under this has been capped at
9.25 percent for banks and 14
percent for Non-Banking Fi-
nance Companies.

“It would need to be seen
