The court appointed an
assessor to evaluate the
damage caused so as to
decide Ranaut's claim for
compensation. The High
Court also came down
heavily on Shiv Sena MP
Sanjay Raut over his tirade
against Ranaut. The
Bollywood actor termed
the decision as a "victory of
the democracy". But in the
ruling, the bench of
Justices S J Kathawalla and
R I Chagla also advised
Ranaut to observe restraint
while expressing herself.
The BMC started
demolition of alleged
unauthorised construction
at Ranaut's Palli Hill
bungalow on September 9
following a controversy
over her tweet comparing
Mumbai to Pak-occupied-
Kashmir. She moved the HC
on the same day, seeking to
declare the action illegal.
The High Court stayed the
BMC's action but by then a
part of Ranaut's bungalow
had already been pulled
down.

Following Ranaut's
tweet, Sanjay Raut had
threatened to teach her a
lesson. Soon thereafter the
BMC issued a stop- work
notice under section 354 A
of the Municipal
Corporation Act. It rejected

PM should also implement

treatment': Priyanka on
farmers' protest

New Delhi, Nov 27 /--/ Congress leader Priyanka Gandhi
Vadra today took a dig at Prime Minister Narendra Modi
over attempts to stop farmers from marching to Delhi over
farm laws, saying the prime minister who is worried about
'one nation, one election' should also implement 'one nation,
one treatment'.

Priyanka's attack on the prime minister came a day after
Modi advocated 'one nation, one election' system and a
single voters' list, saying polls taking place every few
months hinders development. Posting a video on Twitter of
water cannons being used on protesting farmers, she said:
"To suppress the voice of  farmers -- Water was rained on
them. Roads are being dug up to stop them." "But the
government is not ready to show or tell them that where
MSP being a legal right is written," the Congress leader
said in a tweet in Hindi. The Prime Minister who is
concerned about 'one nation, one election', should also
implement "one nation, one treatment", the Congress
general secretary in-charge Uttar Pradesh said.

The Delhi Police on Friday used tear gas shells and
water cannons to stop farmers from entering the national
capital. Punjab farmers, representing over 30 farm bodies,
have announced they will march to Delhi through several
routes -- Lalru, Shambhu, Patiala-Pehowa, Patran-
Khanauri, Moonak-Tohana, Ratia-Fatehabad and Talwandi-
Sirsa to protest against new farm laws. Farmers have
assembled near the borders in tractor-trolleys laden with
rations and essentials for their proposed Delhi march.

Farmers' bodies said they will hold a dharna wherever
they are stopped from moving towards the national capital.

Demolition at Kangana's bungalow
illegal, smacks of malice: Bombay HC
 'Victory of democracy', says Bollywood star

Ranaut's reply and next day
part of the bungalow was
demolished. The photos
from the site, documents on
record and the chain of
events showed that the
BMC's action was
" p r e d e t e r m i n e d , "
"malafide," (with dubious
intentions) and in breach of
a citizen's rights, the High
Court said on Friday. "The
manner in which the action
was carried out leaves no
doubt that using section 354
was unauthorized, bad in
law and aimed at
preventing the petitioner
from taking recourse to
preventive legal action," the
bench said.

" I r r e s p o n s i b l e
statements made by a
citizen in an individual
capacity, however
distasteful, are best ignored
....Illegal and colourable
action/s on part of the state
or its agencies vis--vis a
citizen, is far too serious and
damaging to society to be
overlooked," the High Court
said. Whether it is
unauthorized construction
or irresponsible statements
hurting the sentiments, no
action against the
individual by anyone,
"much less by the state, can
lie except within the four
corners of  law", the HC said.
"By no means, colourable
exercise of power or resort
to threats, use of muscle
power and/or causing of
injury by unlawful means to
such person or to his/her
property, can be permitted
in any civil society....Such
actions are the very

antithesis of  the rule of  law,"
the bench said.

Commenting on Raut's
role, the court said that the
Sena leader "without being
bothered that the rule of  law
should always prevail, was
determined to teach a lesson
to the Petitioner (Ranaut)".
"Such conduct does not befit
a leader like Shri Raut, who
is also a Parliamentarian," it

said. The BMC's stop-work
notice to Ranaut was illegal,
it said, and quashed it. Such
a notice could be issued only
in cases of ongoing illegal
construction, but in this case
the alleged illegal
construction was already in
existence, the HC observed.
"The court is convinced that
the notice dated 7th
September, the action of

demolition following it on
9th September 2020 are
actuated by malafides, and
in any event, involve a clear
malice in law," it said.

The court permitted
Ranaut to make the
bungalow habitable again in
accordance with sanctioned
plans, and to apply to the
BMC to get regularised any
portions that might not be
authorized. The High Court,
however, also said it did not
"countenance unauthorized
construction," and it also
disapproved of "loose and
irresponsible statements
against any individual,
authority or Government.
"We do not accept as true
any of the statements/
allegations made by the
petitioner through her
tweets with regard to the
alleged prevailing
atmosphere in the state or
the state Police, or against
the film industry. "....the
Petitioner should be better
advised to exercise
restraint when as a 'public
spirited person', she airs her
views regarding issues of
public importance on social
media platforms," the
bench said.

After the court ruling,
Ranaut tweeted: "When
individual stands against
the government and wins,
it's not the victory of the
individual but it's the
victory of  the democracy.
Thank you everyone who
gave me courage and thanks
to those who laughed at my
broken dreams. It's only
cause you play a villain so I
can be a HERO." (PTI)

withdrawn.

They also said that
the farmers, mainly from
Punjab, reached Delhi
after "much struggle",
facing teargas shells,
water canons and
lathicharge by police at
various border points
along their way to the
national capital. The
farmers, who tried to
enter the city as part of
their 'Delhi Chalo' march,
clashed with police at the
Delhi-Haryana Singhu
border earlier in the day,
prompting the force to

them. It was later that
the farmers were allowed
by authorities to enter
Delhi and hold peaceful
protests at the Nirankari
ground in Burari.

The AAP stands in
support of the farmers'
demands, the party's
Punjab in-charge and
Tilak Nagar MLA Jarnail
Singh said."Till these
three dark laws are not
rolled back, the farmers
will continue their
protest, and the AAP
stands in support with
them," he stated.

AAP Burari MLA
Sanjeev Jha, who along
with party volunteers has
gone to the Singhu border
to receive farmers, earlier
in the day met Delhi
Police officials and asked
them to ensure farmers

do not face any hardships
during their
demonstration at the
Nirankari ground in his
constituency.

Jha said that he also
met farmers'
representatives and
assured them that he will
try his best to ensure
farmers do not face any
kind of problems. AAP
spokesperson and
Rajinder Nagar MLA
Raghav Chadha
welcomed the farmers
and said the party will
take care of all necessary
arrangements.

"We welcome farmers
to Delhi. We will take care
of all the farmers and
make necessary
arrangements for them.
Farmers you fearlessly
raise your voice, we stand
with you," Chadha said.

Rajya Sabha MP Sanjay
Singh also extended his
support to the farmers.
"The farmers have been
allowed to protest in
Delhi after so much
struggle.

They were lathi-
charged, teargas was
used on them and when
all means of the
government failed then
they were given
permission. Why has the
government pushed the
meeting date till
December 3, the farmers
are struggling now why
wait till then," he said.

AAP MLA from
Rithala Mohinder Goyal
said a kitchen has been
started in his
constituency to provide
food to farmers.

"From tomorrow
morning, the Rithala

Vidhan Sabha will make
arrangements for food
for 1 lakh farmer
friends," Goyal tweeted,
posting pictures of the
community kitchen.
Party members led by
MLA Jarnail Singh also
staged a protest near the
prime minister's
residence at Lok Kalyan
Marg. They claimed that
they were briefly detained
by police.

The party's Chandni
Chowk MLA Parlad
Singh Sawhney tweeted
that the AAP welcomes
farmers in Delhi and "we
will take full care of the
farmers and make all
necessary arrangements
for them". "We stand with
them in this battle,"
Sawhney, who is a
prominent Sikh leader of
the AAP, said. (PTI)

Liberty across human eras is as
tenuous as tenuous can be: SC

NEW DELHI, NOV 27 /--/ Liberty across human eras is as
tenuous as tenuous can be and becomes a casualty in the
absence of vigilance by citizens, the cacophony of the
media or observance of  rule of  law in the "dusty corridors of
courts", the Supreme Court said today.

These observations were made in the judgement by
which the apex court extended the interim bail granted to
TV anchor Arnab Goswami and two others in a 2018
abetment to suicide case. The apex court also said that it
was the duty of  the courts to ensure that the criminal law
does not become a weapon for the selective harassment of
citizens . In a 55-page judgement, a bench of Justices D Y
Chandrachud and Indira Banerjee dealt with various
aspects including the importance of human liberty and the
role of the court and said that their doors cannot be closed
for those oppressed by state actions. The doors of this court
cannot be closed to a citizen who is able to establish prima
facie that the instrumentality of the state is being
weaponised for using the force of  criminal law," said Justice
Chandrachu, who wrote the verdict.

"Our courts must ensure that they continue to remain
the first line of defense against the deprivation of the
liberty of citizens. Deprivation of liberty even for a single
day is one day too many. We must always be mindful of  the
deeper systemic implications of our decisions, he said.
Highlighting legal dogma that bail is rule and jail is an
exception, the bench hoped that the courts will exhibit
acute awareness to the need to expand the footprint of
liberty and use the approach adopted by the apex court as a
decision-making yardstick for future cases involving the
grant of bail. Liberty across human eras is as tenuous as
tenuous can be. Liberty survives by the vigilance of her
citizens, on the cacophony of the media and in the dusty
corridors of  courts alive to the rule of  (and not by) law. Yet,
much too often, liberty is a casualty when one of these
components is found wanting, it said.

"Courts must be alive to the need to safeguard the public
interest in ensuring that the due enforcement of criminal
law is not obstructed.  (PTI)

said in a statement here.
Clashes broke out at multiple
places and Delhi's borders
resembled a virtual battle
zone with restless crowds of
farmers, mostly from Punjab
and Haryana, milling
around and a sea of police

personnel keeping them at
bay. Drones circled the air
and plumes of smoke from
teargas shells could be seen
from far. Referring to use of
water cannons and tear gas
against the protesting
farmers, Hooda said the BJP-
JJP government in Haryana

has tried to "suppress a
peaceful movement of
farmers in a dictatorial
manner". "In a democracy,
every citizen and every
section of the society has the
constitutional right to
peaceful demonstration for
their demands. (PTI)
