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RUN-UP TO RAM TEMPLE INAUGURAL

Preparations for Ayodhya a
bIessmg for religious goods

he Sangh Parivar and dozens
Tof its affiliates are devoting

themselves to urging Hindus
across India to celebrate January 22,
the day Prime Minister Narendra
Modiwill consecrate theRam temple
in Ayodhya, as a “nationai festival®.

They are exhorling people to
watch the Jive telecast of the cere-
mony on television, visit nearby tem-
pies to light lamps, and take part in
“shobha yatras” or processions
planned fortheday intheirlocalities.

On Tuesday, the Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP)-tuled Uttar Pradesh
became the first state in the country
to declare January 22 a holiday for
schools and colleges. UP and some
other BJP state governments have
announced that the sale of alcohol
andmeat wili not be permittedon the
day. The Vishva Hindu Parishad
(VHP) hasaskedHinduslivingabroad
to visit temples on the day.

The event is set to have economic
spinoffs, with the sale of religious
merchandise reporting an increase.
Manufacturers of brass artefacts in
UttarPradesh’s Moradabad, calledthe
“brass city”, have reported receiving
demands for statues of Ram and Sita.
In Delhi’s Sadar Bazar, the national
capital’'s wholesale hub, traders say
models of the Ram temple, saffron
flags depicting the shrine and related
“gift items™ were the {lavour of the
season and competing with tricolour
sales forRepublic Day.

Praveen Khandelwal, general sec-
retary of the Confederation of All
India Tradets, said the Ram temple’s
construction and for[hcommg con-

ecration had, d “I

pro-
spectsofmillionsof rupees, especially
benefitting small manufacturers,
traders and cottage industries”.
“Manufacturers and traders of
Ram temple models, photographs,
brassartefacts and gift items made of
cardboard and pine wood have seen
asharpincrease insales,” he said, add-
ingthatprinters of religiousliterature,
banners, flags and tees, and even the
music industry had benefitted.

welfare associations and market
bodies are in a rush to rent LED video
walls to install in housing societies,
markets and public places for devo-
tees to watch the live telecast of the
consecration ceremony

According to Virender Babbar,
whoheads the DelhiSound and Light
Welfare Association, the demand for
sound systems, tents, LED walls and
even “wedding brass bands” had
gone up.

“We estimate events will be orga-
nised in 15,000 temples across Delhi
and another 10,000 or so in markets
and localities. The BIP’s block com-
mittees have booked sound systems,
LED walls, and tents since it is the
winter season. Shobha yatras are
likely tostart from January 16 and the
BJP has hired brass bands for these,”
Babbartold BusinessStandard.

He, however, wondered whether
January 22 might take away from the
enthusiasm usually reserved for the
RepublicDaycelebrationson January
26. “So far, the bookings for sound siys-
tems for January 26 are not as much
as those for January 22.”

“We are blessex] tobe living in this
time and tobe celebrating the return
of Shri Ram to Ayodhya,” said Umang
Mehta, one of the organisers.

On Tuesday, UP Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath became the latest
among the Sangh Parivar leadership
to encourage people to celebrate
January 22 as a “national festival”,
announcingthatschools and colleges
in the state would remain shut.
“Considering the significance of the
consecration ceremony ofthe eagerly
awaited new idol of Shri Ram Lalla in

a holiday in educational institutions
onJanuary22,” an official releasesaid.
Fortheconvenienceof touristsvis-
itingAyodhya, the CM instructed the
administration toinstall multilingual
signage across the city, including in
all languages from the Sth Schedule
ofthe Constitution and the six ofticial
languages ofthe United Nations.

He also directed oflicials to ins-
cn'be verses from the Ramcharitma-
nas on the highways from Lucknow,
Prayagraj and Gorakhpur leading up
to Ayodhya. More than 500 social
media influencers will undertake a
month-long 4,500 km yatra tracing
the routetaken byl.ordRam toreturn
toAyodhya from Tamil Nadu afterthe
end of his exile. The Ramotsav Yatra
will traverse Tamil Nadu, Kamnataka,
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and
Uttar Pradesh.

Classical singer Ustad Rashid Khan, aged 55,
passed away in a city hospital on Tuesday after
valiantly battling cancer for over fouryears. The
maestro, who is survived by hisson, two daugh-
ters and wife, left an enduring legacy with soul-
stirring notes, his melodious voice echoing
through time with an indelible imprint on the
rich heritage of Hindustani music.

Possibly the last living legend of Rampur
Sahaswangayaki(style of singing),RashidKhan
{pictured) was recognisedas the 31st generation
of Sangeet Samrat Mian Tansen, as detailed on
his official website.

Known for his mastery in the “Vilambit
Khayal” gayaki, he captivated millions of
Hindustani vocal classical music enthusiasts for
more thanthree decades.

Born in Badayun, Uttar Pradesh, his initial
training was under his matemnal grand-uncle,
Ustad Nissar Hussain Khan. In April 1980, he
relocated to Kolkataat the age of i0when Nissar
HussainKhan moved there with hisgrandfather.
Rashid Khan's debut concert took place when
he was just 11, and by 1994, he had gained rec-
ognition as a musician.
