However, the civic body does
not have such a provision.

“It does not even decide the amount
of transit rent although this is fairly
easily done depending on the ready
reckoner rates for a given year and the
given area. The MCGM instead leaves
it to the developer and the society; if
there is one, and this process invari-
ably leads to ambiguity and confusion.
It sometimes causes conflicting claims
amongst eligible occupants,”
bench said.

Like other planning authorities, the
BMC should also have in place a sys-
tem of biometric identification and
Aadhaar-based identification so that

the

people do not “illicitly traffic in rehab

units”.

Even from the perspective of the de-
veloper, this lack of supervision is
more than just annoying, the court
said. The bench said that if the devel-
oper knows the amount of transit rent
payable and knows that he is required
to deposit that amount in advance then
the developer too has clarity and cer-
tainty about the financial aspects of
the project.

Boost for societies PMOC asks 334 societies to submit audits
opting seli-redvpt

Maharashtra issued a Gov-
ernment Resolution (GR) on
Tuesday removing hurdles
for societies that are opting
for self-redevelopment, an-
nouncing a single window
clearance system within a
specified time limit of three
months.

Societies across the state
that opt for self-redevelop-
ment should expect to get
the nod within three
months of submission of
documents.

The GR stated that the
Mumbai District Central
Cooperative Bank will be
the nodal agency for the
Mumbai Metropolitan Re-
gion and the Maharashtra
State Cooperative Bank will
be the nodal agency for the
rest of Maharashtra. These

will provide finance for self-
development projects.

In May, Deputy Chief
Minister Devendra Fad-
navis had announced the
government’s plans to ease
processes for self-redevelop-
ment projects. In July, the
government said societies
choosing self-redevelop-
ment will pay not more
than Rs100 in stamp duty
while allotting flats in
the newly constructed
building.

In another move, the gov-
ernment had also asked offi-
cials to issue deemed con-
veyance for self-redevelop-
ment projects within 30
days of the application.
However, not a single pro-
posal has been received by
the Maharashtra Coopera-
tive Department from such
housing societies for the

Survey finds alarming increase in the number of dilapidated buildings in Panvel

The Panvel Municipal Cor-
poration (PMC) has issued
notices to 334 buildings that
were found in dangerous
condition in a recent survey,
and asked them for copies
of the structural audits.

This is a sharp rise in the
number of dilapidated
buildings under the PMC’s
jurisdiction, from around
150 last year.

The survey also found di-
lapidated buildings in a City
and Industrial Development
Corporation (CIDCO) hous-
ing project.

Of the 334, 29 were at Vas-
tu Vihar and Celebration
housing societies, developed
by CIDCO around 10 years
ago.
