ISLAMABAD: (AGENCY)

Talks between the International Monetary Fund and
Pakistan will resume virtually on Monday, a Pakistani
official said, as the two sides look to reach a deal to unlock
funding critical to keep the cash-strapped south Asian
country afloat. The two could not reach a deal last week
and a visiting IMF delegation departed Islamabad after
10 days of talks, but said negotiations would continue.
Pakistan is in dire need of funds as it battles a wrenching
economic crisis.

"Duration (of the talks) cannot be confirmed but we
intend to wrap these up at the soonest," Finance
Secretary Hamed Yaqoob Sheikh told Reuters in a text
message, confirming that talks were resuming on
Monday. Talks centre around reaching an agreement on
a reforms agenda under the country's $6.5 bailout pro-
gramme, which it entered in 2019. An agreement on the
ninth review of the programme would release over $1.1
billion. Pakistan's foreign exchange reserves held by the
central bank have fallen to $2.9 billion, barely enough to
cover three weeks of imports. 

US Tells Its Citizens To
"Depart Russia Immediately"

MOSCOW: (AGENCY)

The United States has told its citizens to leave Russia
immediately due to the war in Ukraine and the risk of
arbitrary arrest or harassment by Russian law enforce-
ment agencies. "U.S. citizens residing or travelling in
Russia should depart immediately," the U.S. embassy in
Moscow said. "Exercise increased caution due to the risk
of wrongful detentions." "Do not travel to Russia," the
embassy said. The United States has repeatedly warned
its citizens to leave Russia. The last such public warning
was in September after President Vladimir Putin
ordered a partial mobilisation. 

SINGAPORE: (AGENCY)

Undeterred by heavy rain,
nearly 20,000 people joined
Singapore's Deputy Prime
Minister Lawrence Wong to
mark the restoration and
consecration of the coun-
try's oldest Hindu temple,
built nearly 200 years ago
by early Indian migrants.

The Sri Mariamman
Temple, a national monu-
ment, was unveiled to the
public after a year-long
restoration on Sunday. The
Singapore dollars 3.5 mil-
lion (USD 2.6 million)
restoration involved 12 spe-
cialist sculptors and seven
metal and wood artisans
from India who worked on
the sanctums, domes and
ceiling frescoes. The tem-
ple's original colour scheme
and structure have been
retained.

"This is part of living in
multicultural Singapore,
where the whole communi-
ty comes together to cele-
brate each other's cultural
and religious milestones,"

Wong wrote in a Facebook
post on Sunday.

"Rain in the morning
did not dampen the spirits
of about 20,000 people here
to celebrate the
Consecration Ceremony of
the Sri Mariamman Temple
today! Glad to take part in
the ceremony," he said.

The one-year restora-
tion was led by Chief
Sculptor Dr K
Dakshinamoorthy who is
also the restoration advisor

to the Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowments of
Tamil Nadu. Wong was
joined at the ceremony
early on Sunday by Minister
for Communications and
Information Josephine Teo,
Transport Minister S
Iswaran and Member of
Parliament Murali Pillai, as
well as migrant workers
from southern India. The
migrant workers were seen
sharing the experience with
their families overseas via

video calls. Migrant worker
Jagadheesh Ramamoorthy,
40, said he appreciated the
efficient crowd control.

Noting the presence of
religious leaders from other
faiths, Teo said, "This
demonstrates very clearly
the multiracial, multicultur-
al and multi-religious har-
mony that we have been
able to maintain, and we
must make every effort to
uphold it. "The temple has
become very much part and

parcel of the local commu-
nity," she added. Iswaran
described the ceremony as
a "fitting celebration", with
Singapore lowering its
Disease Outbreak Response
System Condition
(Dorscon) from yellow to
green from Monday.
Dorscon green indicates
that Covid-19 is now con-
sidered mild and poses min-
imal disruption to daily life.
Devotees thronged the
streets surrounding the
temple in Chinatown early
on Sunday to witness the
milestone, the sixth conse-
cration ceremony, also
known as the Maha
Kumbabishegam, held
every 12 years.

Tears of joy and devo-
tees clad in ponchos were
common sights at the event,
which went on in full swing
despite the morning down-
pour. Groups of Hindu
priests climbed the Raja
Gopuram, or grand
entrance tower of the tem-
ple, and the six vimanams,
or temple towers.

Microsoft-backed OpenAI
has kept its hit ChatGPT app
off-limits to users in China
but the app is attracting
huge interest in the country,
with firms rushing to inte-
grate the technology into
their products and launch
rival solutions.

While residents in the
country are unable to create
OpenAI accounts to access
the artificial intelligence-
powered (AI) chatbot, vir-
tual private networks (VPN)
and foreign phone numbers
are helping some bypass
those restrictions.

At the same time, the
OpenAI models behind the
ChatGPT programme,
which can write essays,
recipes and complex com-
puter code, are relatively
accessible in China and
increasingly being incorpo-
rated into Chinese con-

sumer technology applica-
tions from social networks
to online shopping.

The tool's surging pop-
ularity is rapidly raising
awareness in China about
how advanced U.S. AI is and,
according to analysts, just
how far behind tech firms
in the world's second-
largest economy are as they
scramble to catch up.

"There is huge excite-
ment around ChatGPT.
Unlike the metaverse which
faces huge difficulty in find-
ing real-life application,
ChatGPT has suddenly
helped us achieve human-
computer interaction," said
Ding Daoshi, an independ-
ent internet analyst and for-
mer director of Beijing-
based consultancy Sootoo.
"The changes it will bring
about are more immediate,

more direct and way quick-
er." OpenAI or ChatGPT
itself is not blocked by
Chinese authorities but
OpenAI does not allow
users in mainland China,
Hong Kong, Iran, Russia
and parts of Africa to sign
up. OpenAI has never pub-
licly explained those restric-
tions and did not respond
to Reuters' request for com-
ments. In December,
Tencent Holdings' WeChat,
China's biggest messaging
app, shut several ChatGPT-
related programmes that
had appeared on the net-
work, according to local
media reports, but they
have continued to spring
up. Dozens of bots rigged to
ChatGPT technology have
emerged on WeChat, with
hobbyists using it to make
programmes.

Thousands of Israelis
protested outside parlia-
ment Monday against the
government's controversial
judicial reform plan, which
aims to give lawmakers
substantially more control
over the supreme court.

The measures, which were
inching towards approval
through a series of prelimi-
nary votes inside the cham-
ber, have provoked wide-
spread criticism and
charges that they would
give the legislative branch
nearly unchecked authority.
Outside Israel's parliament,
the Knesset, thousands ral-
lied, waving Israeli flags
and placards that read
"Save Israel democracy"
and "The whole world is
watching". In a rare nation-
al address late Sunday
focused on the reform plan,
President Isaac Herzog

warned that Israel was "on
the verge of legal and social
collapse".

Herzog, who holds a
largely ceremonial role,
urged Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu's
hardline right-wing govern-
ment to pause the legisla-
tive process and hold talks
with the opposition in
hopes of reaching a com-
promise.

"I am appealing to you
with a request not to intro-
duce the bill for its first
reading," Herzog said.

But the committee
tasked with reviewing

Justice Minister Yariv
Levin's proposal was
approving sections of the
legislation on Monday
and a first reading of the
bill could be held later in
the day. Three plenum
votes are required before
a bill becomes law.
Netanyahu and his allies

say the reforms are neces-
sary to correct a power
imbalance between elected
representatives and the
nation's top court.

His government wants
to give the government de
facto control over supreme
court nominees, a role cur-
rently held by a mixed panel
of politicians, judges and
bar association members.

Levin's plan would also
give parliament the power
to override supreme court
decisions through a simple
majority vote. 

ISTANBUL: (AGENCY)

The death count from last
week's earthquake in
Turkey and Syria rose
above 35,000 on Monday, as
rescue teams started to
wind down the search for
survivors and the aid effort
shifted to hundreds of thou-
sands of people made home-
less. Eight days after the 7.8-
magnitude tremor, Turkish
media reported a handful of
people were still being
pulled from the rubble as
excavators dug through
ruined cities. The con-
firmed death count rose to
35,224 as officials and
medics said 31,643 people
had died in Turkey and
3,581 in Syria after the
February 6 earthquake, the
fifth deadliest since the
start of the 21st century.

The United Nations has
decried the failure to ship
desperately needed aid to
war-torn regions of Syria
and warned that the toll is
set to rise even higher as
experts caution that hopes
for finding people alive dim
with each passing day.
"Send any stuff you can
because there are millions
of people here and they all
need to be fed," Turkish
Interior Minister Suleyman
Soylu appealed to Turks late
Sunday. In
Kahramanmaras, close to
the epicentre, 30,000 tents
have been installed, 48,000
people are sheltering in
schools and another 11,500
in sports halls, he said.
While hundreds of rescue
teams were still working,
efforts had ended in seven

parts of the province, he
added. In Antakya, clean-up
teams started to evacuate
rubble and erect basic toi-
lets as the telephone net-
work started to come back
in parts of the town, an AFP
reporter said.

The city was patrolled
by a strong police and mili-
tary presence which
authorities deployed to pre-
vent looting following sever-

al incidents over the week-
end. Turkish Vice President
Fuat Oktay late Sunday said
108,000 buildings were
damaged across the quake-
hit zone with 1.2 million
people being housed in stu-
dent accommodation and
400,000 people evacuated
from the affected region.

Aid packages, mainly
clothes, were opened and
spread across the streets in
Hatay province, according
to NTV. One video showed
aid workers throwing
clothes randomly into a
crowd as people tried to
grab whatever they could.

A convoy with supplies
for northwest Syria arrived
via Turkey, but the UN's

relief chief Martin Griffiths
said more was needed for
millions whose homes
were destroyed.

"We have so far failed
the people in northwest
Syria. They rightly feel
abandoned. Looking for
international help that has-
n't arrived," Griffiths said on
Twitter. In many areas, res-
cue teams said they lacked
sensors and advanced

equipment, leaving them
reduced to carefully search-
ing the rubble with shovels
or only their hands.

"If we had this kind of
equipment, we would have
saved hundreds of lives, if
not more," said Alaa
Moubarak, head of civil
defence in Jableh, northwest
Syria. Supplies have been
slow to arrive in Syria,
where years of conflict have
ravaged the healthcare sys-
tem, and parts of the coun-
try remain under the con-
trol of rebels battling the
government of President
Bashar al-Assad, which is
under Western sanctions.

But a 10-truck UN con-
voy crossed into northwest

Syria via the Bab al-Hawa
border crossing, according
to an AFP correspondent,
carrying shelter kits, plastic
sheeting, rope, blankets,
mattresses and carpets.

Bab al-Hawa is the only
point for international aid
to reach people in rebel-
held areas of Syria after
nearly 12 years of civil war,
after other crossings were
closed under pressure from
China and Russia.

The head of the World
Health Organization met
Assad in Damascus on
Sunday and said the Syrian
leader had voiced readiness
for more border crossings
to help bring aid into the
rebel-held northwest.

"He was open to con-
sidering additional cross-
border access points for
this emergency," WHO chief
Tedros Adhanom
Ghebreyesus told reporters.
"The compounding crises
of conflict, Covid, cholera,
economic decline and now
the earthquake have taken
an unbearable toll," Tedros
said a day after visiting
Aleppo. While Damascus
had given the all-clear for
aid convoys to go ahead
from government areas,
Tedros said the WHO was
still waiting for a green light
from rebel-held areas
before going in. Assad
looked forward to further
"efficient cooperation" with
the UN agency to improve
the shortage in supplies,
equipment and medicines,
his presidency said. He had
also thanked the United
Arab Emirates for provid-
ing "huge relief.

ANTAKYA: (AGENCY)

Rescuers pulled a woman
alive from the rubble of a
collapsed building in
Turkey on Monday, broad-
caster CNN Turk reported, a
week after a major earth-
quake struck Turkey and
Syria killing more than
33,000 people.

Sibel Kaya, 40, was res-
cued in southern Gaziantep
province, some 170 hours
after the first of two quakes
struck the region, the
report said. Rescue workers
in Kahramanmaras had
also made contact with
three survivors, believed to
be a mother, daughter and
baby, in the ruins of a build-
ing. With chances of finding
more survivors growing
more remote, the toll in
both countries rose above
33,000 on Sunday and
looked set to keep growing.
It was the deadliest quake
in Turkey since 1939.

On Sunday, rescue
teams from Russia,
Kyrgyzstan and Belarus
pulled a man alive from a
collapsed building in
Turkey, about 160 hours

after the quake struck,
Russia's Ministry of
Emergency Situations said.
"Rescue work to remove
the man from the rubble

lasted more than four
hours," the ministry said on
the Telegram messaging
platform, alongside a video
showing rescuers taking a
man from rubble and carry-
ing him away.

"The work was carried
out at night with a risk to
life coming from a possible
collapse of structures." In a
central district of one of the
worst hit cities, Antakya in
southern Turkey, business
owners emptied their
shops on Sunday to prevent
merchandise from being

stolen by looters.
Residents and aid

workers who came from
other cities cited worsening
security conditions, with

widespread accounts of
businesses and collapsed
homes being robbed.

Turkish President
Tayyip Erdogan has said the
government will deal firmly
with looters, as he faces
questions over his response
to the earthquake ahead of
an election scheduled for
June that is expected to be
the toughest of his two
decades in power. The
quake is now the sixth most
deadly natural disaster this
century, behind the 2005
tremor that killed.

With chances of
finding more survivors
growing more remote,
the toll in both coun-
tries from Monday's
earthquake and major
aftershocks rose above
33,000 and looked set
to keep growing. It was
the deadliest quake in
Turkey since 1939.

In a central district of
one of the worst hit cities,
Antakya in southern
Turkey, business owners
emptied their shops on
Sunday to prevent mer-
chandise from being stolen
by looters. Residents and
aid workers who came
from other cities cited
worsening security condi-
tions, with widespread

accounts of businesses and
collapsed homes being
robbed. Facing questions
over his response to the
earthquake as he prepares
for a national election that is
expected to be the toughest
of his two decades in power,
President Tayyip Erdogan
has said the government
will deal firmly with looters.

In Syria, the disaster hit
hardest in the rebel-held
northwest, leaving home-
less yet again many people
who had already been dis-
placed several times by a
decade-old civil war. The
region has received little aid
compared to government-
held areas. "We have so far
failed the people in north-
west Syria," United Nations
aid chief Martin Griffiths
tweeted.
