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India gets first-ever export
order for BrahMos missiles

PRESS TRUST OF INDIA
New Delhi, January 28

INDIA GOTITS first-ever export
order for BrahMos missiles on
Friday when the Philippines’
defence ministry signed $374-
million contract with BrahMos
Aerospace Private Limited to
supply an undisclosed number
of missiles,militaryofficials said.

The BrahMos Aerospace Pri-
vate Limited (BAPL), an India-
Russian joint venture, produces
the supersonic cruise missile
BrahMos that can be launched
from submarines,ships,aircraft,
or from land platforms.

The $374-million contractis
to supply shore-based anti-ship
BrahMos missiles to the Philip-
pines’Navy,officials noted.

In a statement, the defence
ministrysaid,“TheBAPLsigneda
contractwiththe Department of
National Defence of the Republic
of Philippines on January 28,
2022, for supply of shore-based
anti-ship missile system to
Philippines.

“The BAPLis a joint venture
company of the Defence
Research and Development
Organisation (DRDO). The con-
tract is an important step for-
ward for Government of India’s
policy of promoting responsible
defence exports,’itadded.

India has already deployed a
sizable number of the BrahMos
missiles and other key assets in
several strategiclocations along
the Line of Actual Control with
China in Ladakh and Arunachal
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Philippines signs $374-million contract for shore-based
anti-ship BrahMos missiles for its navy

Pradesh. Shambhu Kumaran,
Indianambassadortothe Philip-
pines,on Friday said hewas truly
privileged to witness history in
the making.

“Signing of the Brahmos
acquisition contract by Philip-
pines defense secretary Delfin
Lorenzana today marks a deci-

India pursues independent
foreign policy, says MEA

INDIA PURSUES AN indepen-
dent foreign policy that also
applies to its defence acquisi-
tions and supplies which are
guided by its national security
interest, the external affairs
ministry said on Friday, a day
afterthe US expressed concern
over New Delhi’s S-400 missile
system deal with Russia.

MEA spokesperson
Arindam Bagchi also said that
while Indiahasa comprehen-
sive global strategic partner-
ship with the US, it shares a
special and privileged strategic
partnership with Russia.

Bagchi was replying to a
query about the comments by
the US state department that
Russia selling the S-400 air
defence missile system to

India“shinesaspotlight onthe
destabilising role” Moscow is
playing in the region and
potentially beyond as well.
uring a daily press briefing
on Thursday in Washington,
US state department
spokesperson Ned Price also
said, “When it comes to
CAATSA sanctions . We
haven”t madeadetermination
with regard to this transaction,
butit’s somethingwe continue
to discuss with the govern-
ment of India given the risk of
sanctions for this particular
transaction under CAATSA”
CAATSA is a tough US law
that was brought in 2017 and
authorises the administration
to impose sanctions on coun-
tries that purchase major
defence hardware from Russia.
When asked about the
issue,Bagchi told reporters “we

pursue an independent for-
eign policy.This also applies to
our defence acquisitions and
supplies which are guided by
our national security interest”.

In October 2018, India
signed a $5 billion deal with
Russia to buy five units of the
S-400 surface-to-air missile
defence system, despite a
warning from the then Trump
administration that going
ahead with the contract may
invite US sanctions.

India has asserted that its
decisions are based on its
national interest to protect its
national security.

The US has been urging all
countries to avoid major new
transactions for Russian
weapon systems, Price said,
amidst escalating tensions
between Washington and
Moscow over Ukraine.

THE ELECTION COMMISSION
(EC)hasseized drugsworth ¥75
crore from Punjabin therun-up
toassembly elections.

EC sources said drugs worth
%74.64 crore were seized under
the expenditure monitoring
process in Punjab up to Thurs-
day, followed by Manipur
(¥65.54 crore), Uttar Pradesh
(¥25.54 crore), Uttarakhand
(%4.03 crore) and Goa (%0.98
crore). The poll authority has
made seizuresworth 240 crore
from the five poll-bound states
inthe form of cash,liquor,drugs,
freebies and precious metals.

The commission also held
meetings with chairpersons of
Central Board of Direct Taxes
and Central Board of Indirect
Taxesand Customsanddirector
general of Narcotics Control
Bureau to tighten the monitor-
ing process in these states.

“Apart from above men-
tioned seizure figures ... the
agencies seized drugs worth
%109 crore in Punjab and more
than eightlakhlitres of liquorin
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Uttar Pradesh,in run up toelec-
tions,’a source said.

Uttar Pradesh has topped in
liquor seizures as poll authori-
ties have seized alcohol worth
X15.99 crore followed by Punjab
(X7.43 crore),Goa (32.26 crore),
Uttarakhand (¥1.54 crore) and
Manipur (329 lakh).

The authorities have seized
318.86 crore in cash from UP,

As per official data of the
state agriculture department
against the last year's sowing
of six lakh hectare, 5.8 lakh

hectares of sowing has been
done in the current 2021-22
season. Despite a couple of
spells of unseasonal rain, pro-
ductivity of potato crops would
be higher considering the cold
wave across the North Gujarat
region, says a senior official
with the agriculture depart-
ment.

"Last year, potato stockists
had to suffer losses due to the
second Covid-19 wave. Due to
the pandemic situation, they
couldn't dispose of the com-
modity at the desired rate. We
are awaiting estimates of
potato crops in other major
potato growing states includ-
ing Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and

West Bengal.Potato growersin
these states havealso faced the
challenge of unseasonal rain.
By the second week of Febru-
ary, the scenario of potato crop
in India will be clear," says
Sagar Mali, who is potato
grower, traderand cold storage
owner. It is worth mentioning
that Gujarat ranks 4th in the
production of potatoes after
Uttar Pradesh,West Bengal and
Biharwhich are having a share
of 30 per cent, 22 per cent and
10 per cent in India's total
potato production respec-
tively. Gujarat has around 7
percent share in India's total
potato production of nearly
600 lakh MT.
