Doctors Save Chhattisgarh Boy After Airborne Rescue Mission

(Standard Post Bureau)

A 12-year-old boy from
Raipur, Chhattisgarh, was
suffering from a rare
infection that led to severe
symptoms such as high
fever, seizures, and brain
pressure,  eventually
rendering him unable to
recognize even his own
parents. Initially admitted to
a local hospital in Raipur,
his condition worsened,
prompting the doctors
there to contact KIMS
Cuddles Hospital in
Kondapur, Hyderabad for
advanced care.

Dr. Parag Dekate, the
Clinical Director of the

Pediatrics Department and
Head of the Pediatric ICU
at KIMS Cuddles, provided
details of the case. "The
boy was experiencing
severe fever, seizures, and
increasing brain pressure.
The local doctors reached
out to us for better
treatment options. Upon
our arrival in Raipur, the
boy's condition had
deteriorated further with
increased seizures, low
blood pressure, and
difficulty breathing. We
immediately intubated him
to stabilize his breathing,
administered medications
to control the brain

pressure and seizures, and
then airlifted him to
Hyderabad.One of our
pediatric ICU Consultant
Dr.Tarun assisted during

complete air transport. He
was admitted here for 9
days. During this period,
his brain pressure spiked,
and he had more seizures,

but we managed to treat all
these complications with
appropriate medications.
The infection he had,
known as Rickettsial with

infection, is extremely rare
in the Raipur region and
was resusted in  brain
condition called MERS. He
also developed issues with
his liver and Kidneys, which
we treated successfully. On the
fourth day of his stay, we
removed him from the
ventilator, and by the ninth
day, he was fully recovered and
discharged."Dr. Avinash and
DrKalyan  (Pediatric
Intensivist) emphasized the
KIMS Cuddles' capability
to handle critical cases
from any part of the
country, especially where
advanced medical facilities
may not be available.

VATS surgical intervention saves life
of bullet-injury patient from Balaghat

A 26-year-old patient from Ba-
laghat, critically injured by a
chest bullet wound, was suc-
cessfully treated at KIMS-
Kingsway Hospital. After ini-
tial treatment in Gondia, the
patient was referred for ad-
vanced care and surgical in-
tervention. Despite life-threat-
ening conditions, the patient
was saved by the critical care
team and thoracic trauma spe-
cialist Dr Sushil Lohiva,

bilisation of blood pressure,
oxveenation and pain man-
agement were reguired. Fol-
lowing shock resuscitation,

Dr Lohiva performed a sur-
gical procedure that ulti-
mately saved the patient’s life.

The initial surgery used
VATS (Video-Assisted Thora-
coscopic Surgery), a mini-
mally invasive technigque that
avoids large chest incisions.
Small incisions allowed an
advanced camera system to
explore the chest cavity, con-
trol bleeding and stabilise the
patient. This approach re-
duced pain, recovery time and
risks compared to traditional
thoracotomy.

After the initial surgery, a
critical issue arose: lymph
leakage from the damaged
thoracic duct, crucial for
lymph transport, which could

have been fatal if untreated.
Dr Lohiva performed a second
thoracoscopy to clip the tho-
racic duct and stop the leak-
age.

The patient's condition im-
proved significantly and he
was discharged in stable con-
dition. Perioperative critical
care was managed by senior
intensivists Dr Rajan Barokar,
Dr Virendra Belekar, Dr
Rashmi Agrawal and their
team.

Intensive post-operative
care ensured continued sta-
bility and recovery. Dr Sheetal
Avadh and the anesthesia
team provided specialised
anesthesia for the minimally
invasive surgery.
