Minister Narendra Modi on Thursday reiterated India’s
commitment to ensuring safe habitats for its tigers
and nurturing tiger-friendly eco systems. In a series of
tweets, the prime minister said India’s strategy of tiger
conservation attaches topmost importance to involving
local communities. “We are also inspired by our centuries
old ethos ofliving
in harmony
with all flora
and fauna with
whom we share
our great planet,’
Modi said.
Greeting wildlife
lovers, especially
those who are
passionate about
tiger conservation on International Tiger Day, Modi
noted that India is home to over 70 per cent of the tiger
population globally. “We reiterate our commitment to

ensuring safe habitats for our tigers and nurturing tiger-
friendly eco-systems,” he said. India is home to 51 tiger
reserves spread across 18 states and the last tiger census
of 2018 showed a rise in the tiger population, he said.
Modi also pointed out that India achieved the target of
doubling of tiger population four years ahead of schedule
of the St. Petersburg Declaration on tiger conservation.
International Tiger Day is marked on July 29 with an aim
to promote a global system for protecting the natural
habitats of tigers and to raise public awareness and
support for tiger conservation issues.
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National Gallery of Australia to hand over 14

artefacts, many of which were ‘looted’ from India

This is the fourth time the NGA has given
the Indian government antiquities it
bought from Subhash Kapoor, who was
arrested in October 2011 in Germany
over idol smuggling charges. The National
Gallery of Australia (NGA), in its single
largest repatriation of art, has decided
to return another 14 artefacts to the
Indian government after concluding that
many of these were likely to have been
stolen or illegally removed from India,
reported ABC News. The artworks, worth
nearly $3 million, include six sculptures,
six photographs, a painted scroll and a
processional standard.

The collection is composed largely of
“religious and cultural artefacts”, including
some dating back to the 12th century.
According to The Guardian, the Canberra-
based National Gallery of Australia had
purchased 13 of the works from the
disgraced art dealer Subhash Kapoor and
one from another dealer, William Wolff.
NGA director Nick Mitzevich confirmed
that it is believed that six of the artworks
were likely looted from India. As quoted
by ABC News, Mitzevich said that although
the ownership of two other items could
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not be traced, they would also be returned
to India as the NGA had “no faith in
Kapoor's ethics.” “We have strengthened
our processes and have zero tolerance
now for any inconsistencies in the
provenance of a work of art,” he said, and
added, “This is another step towards us
building an ethical approach to managing
our collections.” Meanwhile, Mitzevich has
said that the works were set to be returned
to the Indian government within months,
AFP reported. “It's a relief that they can be
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returned to the Indian people, and it's a
resolution for the National Gallery to close
a very difficult chapter of our history,” he
added. This is the fourth time the NGA has
given the Indian government antiquities
it bought from Kapoor, who was arrested
in October 2011 in Germany over idol
smuggling charges and is still an undertrial
in India. Kapoor has denied all charges. In
September 2014, then Australian Prime
Minister Tony Abbott returned a 900-year-
old Shiva sculpture allegedly smuggled by

Kapoor, during Prime Minister Narendra
Modi’s visit to the country. Following this,
the NGA returned another five artworks
it purchased from Kapoor, including a
third-century rock carving and a series
of exquisite stone sculptures. Once the
latest batch of 13 artefacts are returned to
India, the Australian gallery will only hold
three of the 22 works it has purchased
from Subhash Kapoor. Meanwhile, High
Commissioner of India to Australia,
Manpreet Vohra, expressed his gratitude
to Australia and the NGA for their decision
to return these extraordinary pieces of art.
Over 30 years, Kapoor is believed to have
traded in over hundreds of crores worth of
antiques, including statues and paintings,
many of them now believed to be stolen.
His gallery, Art of the Past, was located at
the heart of Manhattan's art circle, and
Kapoor himself was a celebrated donor of
art and the toast of openings in New York
and other major art capitals. Many of the
antiquities Kapoor dealt in dated back to
the 11th and 12th centuries, when the
Chola dynasty presided over a flourishing
of Hindu art in Tamil Nadu. Since Kapoor's
arrest in 2011, the United States has also
returned several hundreds of artefacts.

“We
have been friends ever since joining politics and have
maintained a cordial relationship even when we were
in different parties. | will convey this to higher-ups
in the party and the issue will be resolved,” Bommai
said. A day earlier, Shettar had announced he would
like to opt out of the ministerial race. "Yediyurappa
is our tallest leader under whom all of us grew in
politics. | had worked as a minister under him earlier
as well and hence had no issues becoming a minister
in his cabinet. However, Bommai has worked in my
cabinet as a minister earlier and it would not be nice
for me to work now in his cabinet.

Hence, I have opted out,” the 65-year-old had
said in Bengaluru. Shettar was the industries and
commerce Minister in the previous Yediyurappa-
led cabinet. Meanwhile, in his first trip outside
Bengaluru as the CM, Bommai visited the graves
of his father S R Bommai, former chief minister,
and mother Gangamma in Hubballi-Dharwad to

pay tribute to them. The memorials are located at
Amargol in the middle of the twin cities. Bommai
also visited the Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS)
office ‘Keshav Kunj' located in the city. Further,
Bommai stated that he would make “honest efforts”
to develop infrastructure and industries in the twin
cities, by taking recommendations from Union
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Pralhad Joshi and
Shettar among others. Later, Bommai is scheduled
to visit flood-affected areas in the state in Yellapur,
Karwar, and Ankola located in Uttara Kannada
district. He will assess the damages caused by
floods that followed incessant rains during the last
fortnight and inspect steps taken by the authorities
after meeting MLAs and top officials during the day.
Karnataka ministerial race: Eshwarappa says ready
to be ‘either Dy CM or minister’.

From IBC Amendment to Juvenile Justice
Amendment : Amid din, Parliament
clears important bills without debate

Over the last week, both Rajya Sabha
and Lok Sabha witnessed a series
of adjournments as Opposition
MPs raised slogans demanding
discussions on the Pegasus snooping
scandal, the Centre's contentious
farm laws, inflation and several
other issues. Amid protest by
Opposition leaders, the government
pressed ahead with legislative
business, passing multiple
significant bills without discussion.
Over the last week, both Rajya Sabha
and Lok Sabha witnessed a series
of adjournments as Opposition
MPs raised slogans demanding
discussions on the Pegasus
snooping scandal, the Centre's
contentious farm laws, inflation and
several other issues. Despite the
impasse between the government
and Opposition, the Lok Sabha on
Wednesday passed the Insolvency
and Bankruptcy Code (Amendment)
Bill, 2021 without discussion.
When the names were called of 20
Opposition members who had given
notices for a statutory resolution
seeking disapproval of the bill, the
leaders did not respond as they had
gathered in the Well of the House.
Later, the bill was passed. The bill is
set to replace the IBC Amendment
Ordinance 2021  promulgated
in April which introduced pre-
packs as an insolvency resolution
mechanism for micro, small and

medium enterprises (MSMEs) with
defaults up to Rs 1 crore. Even as

protests intensified, Lok Sabha
speaker Om Birla was able to hold
Question Hour. However, as soon
as Rajendra Agarwal replaced him
in the Chair, the protests got louder
and some Opposition leaders started
tearing up papers and throwing
them in the air. The Treasury
benches later demanded action
against the MPs responsible for
causing the disruption. Meanwhile
in the Rajya Sabha, the Juvenile
Justice Amendment Bill, 2021, too,
was passed in less than half-an-
hour amid protests without any
deliberation or debate. The bill aims
to expedite the adoption process

by transferring the power to issue
adoption orders from civil court to
the district magistrate. On Monday,
the Lok Sabha passed the Factoring
Amendment Bill and National
Institute of Food Technology Bill
in the same manner. Soon after
the bill was passed in 12 minutes,
the National Institute of Food
Technology Entrepreneurship and
Management Bill, piloted by the new
food processing minister Pashupati
Paras, was taken up and later passed
in just 7 minutes. The Monsoon
Session of Parliament has witnessed
protests as the government and
the Opposition sparred over the
Pegasus controversy and a number
of other issues.
