Patidar, not Kohli to lead Roval Challengers Bengaluru in IPL 2025

NEW DELHI: Rajat Patidar
was unveiled as the skipper
of Royal Challengers Benga-
luru (RCB) on Thursday. Itisa
good sign that franchises in the
Indian Premier League (IPL)
are willing to back homegrown
talent and not bank on foreign-
ers as leaders alone. At 31 and
a seasoned star for RCB, Rajat
has been the quiet sort with
the RCR. In terms of the fran-
chise’s popularity and massive
fan base, RCB generates huge
interest. They are yet to win
the IPL title even once, but
still connect with the masses
in Bengaluru and globally.
For those who follow a
thing or two about auction
and strategies, when Rajat was
retained at a price of Rs 11
crore, it suggested how much
the team values him as a player
and someone who can lead.
On Thursday, RCB launched
Rajat in lavish style, so typical
of a side which had been pro-
jected first by business tycoon
Vijay Mallya. There was a lot
of gossip if Virat Kohi would
return to lead RCB. That was
a bit weird as Kohli has done it
all. And as the RCB think-tank
explained on Thursday, there is
no need to assign a leadership
role to Kohli since he always

Emotions run
high as Everton
and Liverpool
share spoils

LONDON: Four goals, four
red cards and a last-gasp equal-
iser that will go down in Eng-
lish football lore.

It was quite the wild ride
in the 120th and final Mersey-
side derby at Goodison Park on
Wednesday.

Bverton captain James Tar-
kowski smashed a shot into the
roof of the net in the eighth
minute of stoppage time to
secure a dramatic 2-2 draw
with Liverpool in the Premier
League. It was virtually the last
kick of the game, sparking wild
celebrations inside one of Eng-
lish football’s most venerable
and atmospheric stadiums,
which will be demolished at
the end of this season.

“Amazing to score and what
an amazing night;” said Tar-
kowski, whose rare goal will be
remembered as one of the great
moments in Goodison Park’s
long history.

The “Grand Old Lady” —as
the stadium is fondly called by
the locals —hasbeen Everton's
home since 1892. The club is
moving to a new 52,888-capac-
ity venue at Bramley-Moore
Dock on Liverpool's waterfront.

Tarkowski’s strike denied
Liverpool a victory that would
have lifted the leaders nine
points clear atop the league.
Instead, Liverpool’s advantage
over Arsenal is seven points
after 24 games. Beto put Ever-
ton ahead in the 11th minute —
the striker celebrated by hitting
LeBron James “Silencer” move
— before Alexis Mac Allister
equalized in the 16th by head-
ing home a right-wing cross
from Mohamed Salah, who put
Liverpool in front in the 73rd
with his league-leading 22nd
goal of the campaign.

Then came Tarkowski’s
amazing — and, to some, fit-
ting — intervention, with his
goal only awarded after a long,
agonizing video review for a
potential offside in the buildup.

“I just saw the ball going
wide and thought, Last minute,
why not?” Tarkowski said. “Tt
managed to fall to me and Ilet
it rip” After the final whistle,
Everton midfielder Abdoulaye
Doucoure appeared to cel-
ebrate in front of Liverpool’s
fans and was confronted by Liv-
erpool substitute Curtis Jones,
leading to a melee involving
more players, officials, stewards
and even police officers.

Gambhir clears air around

Iyer, says he is crucial to plans

AHMEDABAD: India head
coach Gautam Gambhir has
rubbished speculation that
Shreyas Iyer was being side-
lined from the ODI set-up
despite his brilliant form, say-
ing that the consistent right-
hander was always in the
“scheme of things” and will
be an important player in this
month’s Champions Trophy.

Iyer displayed excellent
form during the just-concluded
3-0 ODI series sweep against
England, hitting a counter-
attacking 36-ball 59 in the
opener when India were 19/2
chasing 249 in Nagpur, and
scoring 44 and 78 in the next
two games.

After the opening match, he
created quite a stir by stating
that he got into the side only
after Virat Kohli had to sit out
of the game because of a sore
knee. This led to speculation
that he would be dropped for
Kohli in the next two games.

“He wasn't supposed to be
benched throughout the series.
We wanted to give Yashasvi
(Jaiswal) a go in the first game
and see what he can bring on
the table because he was in (a)
really good form in Australia,”
Gambhir said.

Iyer was preferred over
Jaiswal eventually and Gambhir

described him as an “important
player” in the side.

“Tknow that you can't judge
someone (Jaiswal) by one
innings.

“Someone missing out
opportunity could be a great
opportunity for someone else
as well, that is how sport goes.
Hopefully, these guys (Rana,
Arshdeep and Mohammed
Shami) can deliver and put
their hand up and do the job
for the team,” he said.
