2 The Company is mainly engaged in financing activities which constitutes a single business segment,
3 Exposures to Amit Fal Ventures Private Limited {AJVPL] and Its subsidlarles:

The Company in the earlier years, has given Corporate Guarantees to the lenders of AFVPL and It’s wholly owned subsidiary — Gat} Bhasmey Umited —

aggregating to Rs. 31,336.71 Lakhs. During 2019 — 20, certain lenders of these entities Have invoked the Guaranteas and raised daims on the Company
aggregating to Rs. 22,499.59 Lakhs. The Company has made a provision of As, 7,798.91 Lakhs on am estimated basis considering the disputed nature of the
claim and unlawful Invacation of the Carporate Guarantee.

4 Exposures to Mahendra Investment Advisors Private United (MEAPL}:
As at June 30, 2020, the Campany Is having a carrying value of advances given to MIAPL Rs. 4194.52 Lakhs. These advances include the fair value of
31,799,385 equity shares in Gati Limited held by the Company, invoked by the lenders of MIAPL given as guarantee by the Company. Falr Value of the said
shares Invoked by the company, as on the date of invocation aggregating te Rs, 2378.12 Lakhs. Further the Company has interest receivable and TDS|
receivable amounting to Rs. 224.89 and Rs. 98.48 Lakhs respectively as on June 30, 2020. Out of the sald interest receivable and TDS receivable, tha
Company could realise an armount of As. 35 Lakhs and Rs. 30,85 Lakhs respectively subsequent ta June 30, 2020.
Management of the Company is expecting te recover the above sald balances in it’s entirety and is of the opinion that no provision /s warranted at this
moment.

a) During the year 2015-2016, the Company tock a loan of As.5 Crores from Godavad Commercial Services Private Limited [Godavari] on the security of
10,00,000 equity shares of Gati Limited held by the Company, These shares re-pledged by Godavar with a third party, with the consent of the Company.
The said shares were invoked by the third party in the year 2016-2017 on default by Godavari without there being any default by the Company. The

Company took necessary legal recourse for restoration of the pledged shares and in terms of the settlement arrived at, Godavarl agreed to restore the said
invoked shares, During earlier year, Godavarl restored 22,000 shares and balance 3,67,000 shares were yet to be restored, In view of the J

agreement and further |ltigation raised by the Company, the said $67,000 equity shares in Gati Limited have been continued to be disclosed as *

Investments”,
b} During the year 2015-2016, the Company has pledged 1,580,000 shares of Gati United held by the Company as Investments in favour of IDFC Bank
Umited {IDFC) for facilities availed by M/s Gati Infrastructure Private Limited {GIPL] on receipt of Letter of Comfort fram M/s Amrit Jal Ventures Private
Umited (AJVPL] being the holding company of GIPL. The said shares were invoked by [GFC in the year 2016-2017 due to default made by GIPL. The

Company alsa has taken necessary legal recourse for the restoration of the Invoked shares. GIPL, AJVPL and the Company entezed Inte a tripartite
agreement for restoration such invoked shares ta the Company. However, such restoration will take place only after GIPL repays all its dues to term loan
lenders. SinceGIPLis earning cash profits, the Invoked 1,530,000 equity shares in Gati Uimited have been continued te be disclosed as " Investments",

¢} During the year 2014-2015, the Company has pledged 805,000 equity shares of Gati Limited held by the Company as Investments in favaur of IFCI
Ventures Limited (IFCIV) for facilities avaifed by M/s Amrit Jal Veatures Private Limited (AIVPL) . AIVPL had repaid the said ioan, the Company had made
request to IFCIV for release of pledged shares. However, during the year ended March 31, 2018, IFCIV invoked the said shares and transferred the same ta
Green ladia Ventures Fund (GIVF) for certain dues payable by AIVPL, The Company has taken nacessary legal recourse for the restoration of the invoked
shares. In view of the above, the invoked 805,000 equity shares in Gati Limited have bean continued te he disclosed as " Investments".

Liability for sale of shaves of other entitles given as guarantee for the loans avalled by the Company:
Curing the year 2018 - 19 and 2019-20, the Company availed borrowlngs from three lenders and by way of an amendmant loan agreement, arranged the
certain shares held by Mahendra Kumar Agarwal & Sons HUF and Manish Agarwal Benefit Trust (Guaranters} as an additional security for the said

borrowings. The said lenders, due to defawits by Company have sold these shares and recovered their respective dues fully, As a result of this sale of shares
given as an additional security, the Company has recognised the Fair Value of shares sold on the date of sale as interest free amount payable to said
Guarantors — As, 279,60 Lakhs,
Golng Concern:
The Company has incurred a total comprehensive less of As. 131.33 Lakhs for the quarter ended lune 30, 2020 and the Company was having a negative
networth of As. 4,439.03 Lakhs. Que to adverse developments in the entities te whom the company has advanced loans / given ¢

tees fi
made, the Company had incurred these losses and adversely affect the future Income from operations. These factors substantially affected the operations|
of the Company and indicate uncertainties relating to the golng concern status of the Company. Management of the Company is in the process of
identifying various alternatives / new areas to venture inta for reviving the company, In view of the same, financial statements of the company have been

prepared on going concern basis.
The Company has not recognised the interest expenses on certain borowings aggregating to Rs. 20.37 Lakhs for the quarter ended June 30, 2020 In view of
the litigations with the respective lenders

Petition before NCLT, Hyderabad:
During the year, three sharehoiders of the Company filed a petition before National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT),Hyderabad Bench, against the Companyt
and the gement alleging oppression of minority

shareholders and mi

ie of affairs of the Gampany with regard to investments and loans
and advances to certain related parties. In the said petition, the petitioners also induded the statutory auditors of the Company regarding reporting
requirements of said transacti The G ¥ and the dents have taken necessary measures to contest the petition before the Honourable NCLT
Bench and the hearings are in progress.
In terms of the Covld 19 regutatery package of the RB! issued from time to time ,the company has aveiled the moraterlum of 6 months for the term lgan
availed by the company from a financial institution.The company has net granted anymoratorium to any of its borrowers,
There reralns a high level of uncertainty about the impact and time required far the ecanomic activity to normalise.The extent to which the Covid 19

epidemic will impact the business and financial results at this juncture dependent on future developments which are highly uncertain.

Independent Auditors’ Review Report on Unaudited Standalone Quarterly and Year to date Financial
Results of TCI Finance Limited pursuant to the Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure

Requirements) Regulations, 2015.

To The Board of Directors
TCI Finance Limited

1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of unaudited standalone financial results of “TCI
Finance Limited” (“the Company”) for the three months ended June 30, 2020 (“the statement”)
attached herewith, being submitted by the Company pursuant to the requirement of Regulation 33 of
the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 (“Listing Regulations”) as
amended.

2. This preparation of the statement is the responsibility of the Company’s Management and approved by
the Board of Directors has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement

principles laid in Indian Accounting standards 34 “ Interim Financial Reporting” prescribed under Section
133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with relevant rules thereunder and other accounting principles
generally accepted in India. Our responsibility is to express a conclusion on the Statement based on our
review.

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standards on Review
Engagement(SRE) 2410 ‘Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor
of the Entity’, issued by Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A review of interim financial
information consists of making inquires, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting
matters and applying analytical and other review procedures. This Standard require that we plan and

perform the review to obtain moderate assurance as to whether the Statement is free from material
misstatements. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with
Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would become
aware of all significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an
audit opinion.

4, Basis for qualified Conclusion:
We draw attention to:
a. Note 3 of the accompanying statement regarding claims on the Company by the lenders of Amrit

Jal Ventures Private Limited and Gati Infrastructure Bhasmey Power Private Limited aggregating to
Rs. 25619.80 Lakhs due to invocation of corporate guarantee given by the Company. Against the
said liability the Company, considering the disputed nature of claim and unlawful invocation of
Corporate Guarantee made a provision of Rs. 7798.91 Lakhs during the year 2019-20, which
resulted in non-recognition of the claim to the extent of Rs. 17,820.89 Lakhs. This in our opinion is
not accordance with Indian Accounting Standards and generally accepted accounting principles.
Accordingly, the reserves are overstated by Rs.17,820.89 Lakhs.

b. Note 4 of the accompanying statement regarding exposures to Mahendra Investment Advisors
Private Limited (MIAPL) in the form of Inter Corporate deposits (ICD’s), interest receivable and TDS
receivable aggregating to Rs. 4,507.89 Lakhs. In view of the negative networth in the standalone
financial statements of MIAPL, we are unable to comment on the recovery of amounts due from
MIAPL

c. Note 5 (b) of the accompanying statement regarding the investments in equity shares of a Company
held in Gati Limited pledged as security for the credit facilities availed by Gati Infrastructure Private
Limited (GIPL) on receipt of letter of comfort from Amrit Jal Ventures Private Limited. The lenders
of GIPL have invoked the pledge and same were disclosed as “Investments” as at June 30, 2020 for
the reasons stated in the said note. Considering the uncertainty relating to recoverability of the said

investment, we are unable to comment on the impact if any on the loss for the year and reserves
and carrying value of investments at this stage.

d. Note 5 (c) of the accompanying statement regarding the investments in equity shares of the

Company held in Gati Limited pledged for the facilities availed by Amrit Jal Ventures Private Limited

(AJVPL). The lenders of AJVPL have invoked the pledge and same were disclosed as “Investments “

as at June 30, 2020 for the reasons stated in the said note. Considering the uncertainty relating to
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recoverability of the said investment, we are unable to comment on the impact if any on the loss
for the year and reserves and carrying value of investments at this stage.

e. Note 7 of the accompanying statement regarding preparation of the standalone financial
statements by the management on a going concern basis for the reasons stated therein. In the
absence of sufficient and appropriate evidence and the liabilities devolved on the Company upon
invocation of guarantees by the lenders of other entities, we are of the opinion that preparation of
standalone financial statements on a going concern is not appropriate. Hence, we are unable to
comment on the effect on carrying value of assets and liabilities had the financial statements been

prepared not as a going concern.
f. Note 8 of the accompanying statement regarding non recognition of interest expense of Rs. 20.37

Lakhs for the quarter ended June 30, 2020 for the reasons stated there under. Consequently total
comprehensive loss for the quarter is lower by Rs. 20.37 Lakhs

Qualified Conclusion:
Based on our review conducted and procedures performed as stated in paragraph 3 above, except for
the matter mentioned in the Basis for Qualified Conclusion mentioned here in above, nothing has come
to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement, prepared in accordance
with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian Accounting Standard
and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, has not disclosed the information required
to be disclosed in terms of Regulation 33 of the SEBIt (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements)
Regulations, 2015, as amended, including the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or that it contains
any material misstatement.
