Adani Ports loses KLP over Myanmar military links

Norwegian pension fund KLP
is divesting from Adani Ports
and Special Economic Zone
Limited on the grounds the
company's links with the
Myanmar military breached
the fund's responsible invest-
ment policy, KLP said on
Tuesday.

Adani Ports, India’s largest
port operator, has been under
scrutiny from international
investors over its project to
build a container terminal in
Yangon on land leased from a

Myanmar military-owned
conglomerate.
A military coup in

Myanmar on Feb. 1 and an
ensuing crackdown on mass
protests in which hundreds

have been Kkilled has drawn
international condemnation
and sanctions on military fig-
ures and military-controlled
entities. “Adani's operations
in Myanmar and its business
partnership with that coun-
try's armed forces constitutes
an unacceptable risk of con-
tributing to the violation of
KLP's guidelines for respon-
sible investment,” KLPsaid in

a statement to Reuters.

A spokesperson for the
Myanmar military did not
answer calls from Reuters
seeking comment.

KLP, Norway's largest pen-
sion fund, had an investment
worth nine million crowns
($1.05 million) in Adani Ports
at the time of its decision, it
told Reuters.

It was divesting because

the container terminal is
being built on land owned by
the Myanmar military and
that there is an "imminent
danger" the armed forces
could use the port to import
weapons and equipment, or as
anaval base.

"In this way, the port could
be used by the army to con-
tinue its violations of human
rights," KLP said.

to appoint key executives in engineering,
flight safety, operations and security. It will
have to update all operations manuals and
undergo a regulatory audit before securing
permission to start operations.

Security clearance of new board members
and vetting of shareholding would also be
done by the government to ensure that effec-
tive control rests with the Indian promoters.

The consortium has shortlisted Sudhir
Gaur, former head of Jet Airways operations
and training, and a few other executives in
senior operational roles. Gaur has been work-
ing with Nepal Airlines following the closure
of Jet. With the passing of the resolution plan,
the insolvency process of Jet has come to an
end. Now, a monitoring committee, compris-
ing representatives of banks, the consortium
and resolution professional Ashish
Chhawchharia will oversee the functioning of
the company for the next 90 days.

While the consortium will be responsible
for negotiations with airports and suppliers,
the committee will function as a quasi-board
and look after all corporate actions and compli-
ances.

The new board of the airline will take over
on the effective date

which has been set at 90 days from the
passing of Tuesday’s order. The consortium
will also have to pay a performance bank guar-
antee of around %100 crore and meet other
conditions.

When Jet Airways shut down in 2019, it
had around 9,000 employees. Currently, it has
over 3,000 staff members, including 175 in the
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The consortium has shortlisted Sudhir
Gaur, former head of Jet Airways
operations and training, and a few other
executives in senior operational roles.
Gaur has been working with Nepal
Airlines following the closure of Jet
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asset preservation team. These comprise engi-
neers, technicians and senior executives,
including chief strategy officer Rajesh Prasad
and legal head Gautam Acharya, among
others. They have been working closely with
the resolution professional for the revival of
the airline.

As a part of the resolution plan, the con-
sortium has proposed to

transfer employees to a ground handling
subsidiary called AGSL and retain only
around 50 staff members in the airline. The
employees will also get 0.5 per cent stake in
the airline, according to the plan. The tribunal
ruling on these matters is not yet known.

“We, the employees, have been waiting in
good faith for over two years. We are eagerly
looking forward to flying the Jet colours again
soon and the commencement of training will
be the first step in that direction,” said Captain
Sonica Chhabra, who has been with the airline
since Day One.

India's antitrust watchdog on
Tuesday ordered an investi-
gation into allegations that
Alphabet Inc's Google abused
its Android operating sys-
tem's position in the country's
smart television market.

The Competition
Commission of India (CCI),
which last year began looking
into a case filed by two law-
yers against the US tech giant,
said its initial review found
Google had breached certain
anti-competitive laws.

The CCIsaid that based on
information available, includ-
ing submissions made by
Google, it was "convinced that
a case is made out for direct-
ing an investigation" by the
CCI director general.

Google has denied wrong-
doing. In a statement on
Tuesday, it said the emerging
smart TV sector in India was
thriving in part due to
Google's free licensing model
and said Android TV com-

peted with several well-estab-
lished TV operating systems.

"We are confident that our
smart TV licensing practices
are in compliance with all
applicable competition laws,"
a company spokesperson
said.

Smart TVs, or WiFi-
enabled TVs with apps for
streaming services, are
increasingly popular. Data
from Counterpoint Research
shows 8 million smart TV sets
were sold in India in 2019,
with three in five based on
Googled€™s Android system.

Kshitiz Arya and
Purushottam Anand, two
Indian lawyers who filed the

case, told Reuters they wel-
comed the probe, saying
Google had restricted the
development of many virtual
goods and services.

The case will be Google's
third ongoing antitrust inves-
tigation in India, where it
faces a probe into its pay-
ments app and Android
mobile operating system.

Reuters reported last week
that an investigation into the
smart TV case was likely soon.

The CCI in June 2020
began looking into allegations
that Google engages in anti-
competitive practices by cre-
ating barriers for firms want-
ing to use or develop modified
versions of Android for smart
TVs, such as Amazon Fire
TV's operating system.

The CCI order said Google
occupied the "most signifi-
cant" position in the relevant
market of smart TVs and the
initial probe had shown the
U.S. firm curbed the ability of
device-makers to sell devices
operating on alternative ver-
sions of Android.
