Guwahati HC asks State Govt to file detailed affidavit on police encounters

Guwahati: The Gauhati High
Court on Tuesday asked the Assam
Government to file a detailed affi-
davit on the police encounters that
have been taking place since BJP
returned to power in the state in
May 2021.

Hearing a public interest lit-
igation filed by advocate Arif Md
Yeasin Jwadder, a High Court
Bench comprising Chief Justice
Sudhanshu Dhulia and Justice
Soumitra Saikia asked Assam
Advocate General Devajit Lon

Saikia to submit the detailed affi-
davit related to the encounters.

“The Home and Political
Department will prepare and file
the affidavit," the Advocate
General told PTI.

The High Court has fixed
January 25 for the next hearing of
the case.According to Jwadder, the
Court asked the Principal
Secretary(Home) or Additional
Secretary (Home) to file the
detailed affidavit on the alleged
fake encounters .

Noted rights activist Indira
Jaising argued in the case on
behalf of the petitioner.

Jwadder claimed that Saikia
informed the Court that magiste-
rial probes were being conducted
about the encounters, but Jaising
countered that no such informa-
tion is available.

Jaising urged the Court to
direct the state to upload the FIRs
on their website if the cases have
been registered.

Earlier on January 3, the

Gauhati High Court had asked the
Assam government to furnish all
case details of the encounters.
Besides the Assam
Government, Assam Police DGP,
state Law and Justice Department,
National Human Rights
Commission and Assam Human
Rights Commission have been
named as respondents in the peti-
tion. Jwadder in his petition
sought an enquiry by an inde-
pendent agency like CBI, SIT or
police teams from other states

under the supervision of the
Court.The petitioner also sought
a judicial enquiry by a sitting
Judge of Gauhati High Court and
monetary compensation to the
victims' family after due verifica-
tion. Jwadder claimed in the PIL
that more than 80 “fake” encoun-
ters between Assam Police and the
alleged accused had taken place
since May 2021, when Chief
Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma
took charge. It had resulted in 28
deaths and more than 48 injuries.

SFT protests activist’s
killing, boycott of
classes declared

Schools and colleges across Kerala remained shut on Tuesday as
activists of the CPI(M) controlled SFI had declared boycott of
classes to protest against the murder of Dheeraj, an engineering
college student in Idukki on Monday. The student community in
the college bade a tearful farewell to Dheeraj as his body was taken
by ambulance to Thaliparamba in Kannur for final rites.

Dheeraj was allegedly murdered by Congress workers outside
the campus even as the students were electing their representatives
for the academic year. Nikhil Pylee, a Congress leader who was
arrested by Idukki Police reportedly told the investigating team that
it was he who stabbed Dheeraj which resulted in the death of the
student. Interestingly, the election held on Monday and boycott of
classes witnessed on Tuesday were in violation of a Kerala High
Court verdict of February 2020 which had banned strikes, satya-
grahas, demonstrations and party based elections in campuses.

“Learning is the fundamental right of students. Campuses are
places for creating dialogues and discussions. They should not
become venue of protests,” the Kerala High Court had ruled while
disposing a series of petitions filed by more than 20 college man-
agements challenging the legality and constitutionality of campus
politics. Zacharia Stephen, president, St Thomas Group of
Educational Institutions, Pathanamthitta, who was one of the peti-
tioners, told The Pioneer that the February 26, 2020 verdict is valid
for all educational institutions in the State.
