WHO have challenged changes
made to Article 370 of the Con
stitution on their contention
that the provision which
granted special status ta [&K

“transitional’in any headnote or
‘marginal nate to the Article. But
‘temparary’and‘special’are used
in the marginal notes. And 370
specifically uses the expression
temporary...

The Opposition said adele-
pation of MPs which visited
Manipur over the weckend
saw “the extreme devastation
and hardships faced by the
peaple, including women and
children, and apprised the
country of the grim and con
cerning situation in the state”.
“The impact of the violence
has been devastating, with
more than 200 lives lost, over
500 injuries, and more than
5,000 houses gutted in arson-
related incidents. A staggering
number of over 60,000 people
are displaced, living in dire
conditions in reliel camps
across the state. The delegation
visited relief camps in three
different conflict-affected ar-
eas, including Churachandpur,
Moirang and Imphal, where
they interacted with the af
fected people,”it said

THE FINANCE MINISTRY has
launched a one-time settle-
ment Scheme Vivad se Vish
was - Il to settle domestic
contractual disputes where
one of the parties is either the
government or an organisa
tion weorking under its con
trol. The last date for submit-
ting claims under the
scheme, which was an-
nounced in the Budget for
2013-24, is October 371,
2023, the ministry said. Un-
der the scheme if Court
awards passed on or before
April 30, 2023, the settle-
ment amount offered to the
contractor will be up to 85%
of the net amount awarded/
upheld by the court. For Arbi-
tral awards passed on or be-
fore January 31, 2023, the
settlement amount offered is
up to 65% of the net amount
awarded, the ministry said.
Government e-Marketplace
has developed a dedicated
web-page for implementa
tion of this scheme.

Eligible claims shall be
processed through GeM. For
non-GeM contracts of Min-
istry of Railways, contractors
may register their claims on
IREPS.

Ensure no hate speech, violence at protest rallies: SC

THE SUPREME COURT
Wednesday directed police and
authorities of Haryana, Delhi
and Uttar Pradesh to ensure
there are na hate speeches
against any community inral-
lies organised by Hindu groups
protesting against Monday's
communal clashes in Nuh in
the Mewat region of Haryana.

Hearing an urgent applica-
tion filed in a pending case
concerning hate speech, a

bench of |ustices Sanjiv
Khanna and § VN Bhatti also
directed them to make sure
there is noviolence ordamage
to property and ta deploy ade
quate palice ar paramilitary
force wherever required.
“Authorities, including the
palice, will make use of CCTV
cameras where inslalled or
make video recording in all
sensitive areas wherever re-
quired and the CCTV footage
and video will be preserved,”
the bench said in its order.
Ttalsa asked its Registry to

communicate the arder to the
standing counsel for Uttar
Pradesh, Haryana and NCT
Delhi.

Appearing for the appli-
canl, Senior Advocate CU
Singh said there was a call for
alarge number of protestsand
vatras in the National Capital
Region {NCR) over the com
munal clashes.

When Justice Khanna
asked if they are processions
or rallies in which speeches
etc will be made, Singh said
the word given is “pradar

shan”and that these rallies are
happening at 23 places in
elhi

He said some events were
held Wednesday morning
and five events were sched
uled for the evening. To a
query from the bench, he said
hate speeches were made at
some events. Singh said there
were Supreme Court orders
in October 2022 and January
2023, directing authorities o
take action against hate
speeches, The bench said
there cannot be any quarrel

on the praposition that hate
speech vitiates peace.

It then asked Additional
Salicitor General § ¥ Raju, who
appeared for the Centre, to get
in touch with authorities to
ensure there is compliance
with the order and there is no
hate speech. “Autharities are
aware of this. They will have to
take action, they will certainly
do;” Justice Khanna said, ask-
ing the law officer to get in
touch immediately with the
authorities to ensure there is
nountoward incident.
