Nothing to suggest

Tharoor drove wife to
suicide, says court

INITS Wednesday order discharg-
ing Congress MP Shashi Tharoor
in the death of his late wife
Sunanda Pushkar, a Delhi court
said that "in the absence of spe-
cificallegations and sufficient ma-
terial”, the accused "cannot be
compelled to face the rigmaroles
of a criminal trial".

"No doubt a precious life was
lost. But in the absence of specific
allegations and sufficient material
tomake out the ingredients of the
various offences and on the basis
of which the court could, at this
stage, presume that the accused
had committed the offence, the
accused cannot be compelled to
face the rigmaroles of a criminal
trial,” Special Judge Geetanjali
Goelsaid in the order that was up-
loaded on Thursday.

Pushkar was found dead inthe
suite of a luxury hotel in Delhi on
January 17,2014. The Delhi Police
initially registered an FIR against
unknown persons on charges of
murder on January 1, 2015.
Tharoor was later booked under
IPCSections498A (husband or his
relative subjecting a woman to
cruelty)and 306 (abetment to sui-
cide).

Additional Public Prosecutor
Atul Kumar Shrivastava had in
hearings stretching over twoyears
made the case that Tharoor had
subjected Pushkar to mental and
physical cruelty and that he had
abetted her suicide.

To constitute an offence under
Section 306 (abetment to suicide),
the prosecution has to prove that
the deceased died by suicide and
the accused abetted the commis-
sion of suicide.

Tharoor's lawyer, senior advo-
cate Vikas Pahwa, had argued that

of death was not definite, it would
not attract Section 306.

This was a point that went in
Tharoor's favour, as the court
noted that "none of the (medical)
reports onrecord confirm that the
deathinthe present case was sui-
cidal".

In its first report, the
Psychological Autopsy Board — a
Board of independent doctors set
up by the Ministry of Health on
the request of the investigating
agency — had stated that the
death was not homicide or suicide
whileinits second report, it stated
that the deceased had "suicidal
ideations but did not state that it
was a suicide nor there is any
other material to confirm the
same". The courtsaid thatas such,
"none of the Boards had con-
firmed that the death was a sui-
cide".

The court noted that the "pros-
ecutionitself has taken the stance
at one point that it was a homici-
dal death and at another that the
death was a suicide".

It said that "even if it is pre-
sumed that the deceased had sui-
cidal ideations and she had com-
mitted suicide or caused grave
injury or danger to life, limb or
health as per the case of the pros-
ecution”, there is nothing, even

part of the accused of such a na-
ture as was likely to drive the de-
ceased to commit suicide...”

The prosecution had largely
relied on the fact that Pushkar sus-
pected her husband wasinvolved
inan extra-marital affair, however,
the court held that "it cannot be
said that the same would amount
to mental cruelty”.

The prosecutor had men-
tioned various instances where
Tharoor allegedly treated Pushkar
cruelly, however, the court held
that the "prosecution has not
brought anything on record to
show that the accused had pro-
voked, incited or induced the de-
ceased to commit suicide”.

The court had perused the
statements made by Pushkar's
son and her two brothers and
stated that they did not "state
about any physical cruelty nor did
any of the other witnesses".

The court perused a statement
by Pushkar's close friend who
stated that the deceased showed
her some bruises on herbody and
alleged that Tharoor had hit her.
The court observed that even this
witness "did not believe her".

The court also observed that
there was “nothing whatsoever to
even prima facie” show thatan of-
fence under the section of murder
is attached in the case.

While the police had first reg-
istered a case of murder only to
drop it in the chargesheet, two
years into the argument on point
of charge, the state prosecutor, ar-
guing on point of framing of
charges, had asked the court to
prosecute Tharoor for abetment
tosuicide or “alternatively” frame
murder charges against him.

OVER SEVEN years after
Congress MP Shashi Tharoor's
wife Sunanda Pushkar was
found dead, it has still not been
established whether it was a
case of homicide or suicide. This
lack of clarity could also be seen
in the police investigation, who
first registered a case of murder
before they dropped the section
in their chargesheet.

Two years into the argument
on point of charge, another u-
turn took place when the state
prosecutor, arguing on point of
framing of charges, had asked
the court to prosecute Tharoor
for abetment to suicide or "al-
ternatively” frame murder
charges against himin the death
of his late wife.

However, Special Judge
Geetanjali Goel,in her order dis-
charging Tharoor on
Wednesday, observed that there
was "nothing whatsoever to
even prima facie" show that an
offence under section of murder
is attached in the case.

The court had come to this
conclusion after perusing a re-
port submitted by a medical
board constituted by the
Ministry of Health. It said the
"investigation was proceeding
on the premise that it could be
a homicidal death because of
the presence of an injection
mark. However, this mark was
due to the presence of a cannula
(a thin tube inserted into the
body cavity to administer med-
ication) at KIMS, Trivandrum"
during Pushkar's treatment.

The court had said the board
also "ruled out possibility of
death from lidocaine and re-
marked that in the absence of
definitive evidence of any other
chemical agent, including in-
sulin, it was not possible to com-
ment on whether the above
mentioned agents were the

cause of death".

It said the board further
stated that no definite opinion
could be given "regarding defi-
nite cause of death”, whether it
was homicidal, suicidal, or acci-
dental. The court also noted that
the chargesheet itself stated that
"Alprazolam was not considered
to be a homicidal drug”.

On the injection mark found
on Pushkar's body, the court said
that in normal circumstances,
the mark disappeared after 72
hours though it remained in the
case of the deceased. It, how-
ever, held that on that basis it
cannot be inferred that an injec-
tion had been given to Pushkar
to inject some poisonous sub-
stance.

The AIIMS autopsy board
had maintained that the cause
of death was poisoning and due
to excessive ingestion of
Alprazolam. The court held that
it had not stated about the
"death being homicidal or suici-
dal or accidental".

The Board, constituted by
the Director General of Health
Services, had also stated that no
definite opinion could be given
in this regard, the court said.

The court stated that the
Psychological Autopsy Report
submitted in 2017 had also
ruled out that the cause of death
could be homicide. It observed
that even the SIT had found the
same to be "in consonance with
the medico-legal, histopatho-
logical, and other oral, circum-
stantial, electronic evidence
brought forth during the course
of investigation”.
