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In trials, GM Mustard's yield
against peers under scanner

he potential yield of the
l genetically modified
(GM) Mustard hybrid,
DMH-11 against the next best
variety in some of the govern-
ment-sanctioned trial sites has
not been very clearly estab-
lished, according to peaple in
the know. Its weight has also
been discovered to be lower in
the first special trial conducted
in ICAR (Indian Agricultural
Research Institute) facilities,
sources said.

The DMH-11does givea per
hectare yield of 2.6 tonnes as
claimed by the developers,
sources at the six field trials
done last season confirmed,
but how it fares compared to
other varieties at the testing
sites isn't very clear yet.

Sources said that according
to ICAR’s protocols under All
India Coordinaled Research
Project on Rapeseed and
Mustard, mustard hybrids that
are being tested should give at
lcast § per cent more yicld
than its competing best per-
forming hybrid variety plant-
ed along the test variety.

It should also give 10 per
cent more yield than the
competing check variety
planted alongside the variety
being tested.

Incase of DMH-11, the vari-
ety was planted alongside six
other competing varieties to
test its yield and other poten-
tials in different locations
across India, which would
have opened the doot for com-
mercial releas

But sources said both in

Some said the sub-par yield
compared to competing vari-
eties could be attributed to the
delayed sowing but the delay
was faced by all varieties that
were planted, sources said.

‘The Supreme Court is slal-
ed to hear the case of DMH-
11 on October 10 where it
could take a call on whether
it wants to go ahcad with fur-
ther trials or not.

The spike inthe per hectare
mustard yields from an aver-
age 1-1.3 tonnes is one of
Dbiggest positives that pro-GM
groups cite for adoption of new
DMH-11, apart from reduction
in use of pesticide and other
harmful chemicals.

On the questions of how
better or inferior it is com-
pared to the next best compet-
ingvarieties, those pro-GM say
that Lhe DMH-11is just a step-
ping stone Lowards achieving
even higher yields as the tech-
nology could be further used
to cnhance yiclds.

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Andhra Pradesh shelves plan to
framelaw onlegalising MSP

In an apparent reversal of its
move, the Andhra Pradesh
government has decided to
shelve its plan of legislation
to guarantee minimum sup-
port price (MSP) for tarmers,
which reportedly had clauscs
thatincluded heavy penaltics
and jail terms for violators.
The state Is expected to
come up with a reworked Bill
inthis regard, top sources said.
The government has
decided to shelve the current
draft Bill on

development.

Though the officials did
not give any reason for shelv-
ing the plan, sources said Lop
political authorities in the
state were not comfortable
with the draft's content and
wanted a sccond look at it.

The Bill was expected to
beintroduced in the next ses-
sion of the Assembly.

Earlier this  month,
reports  quoting  state
Agriculture Minister Kakani
Govardhana Reddy had indi-
cated that a judicial review
committee was looking at the
dralt Bill.

According to reports, the
Bill was titled “the Andhra
Pradesh Farmers’ Produce
Support Price Act, 2023, It
defined MSP 10 be a price set
by the state but which would
not be lower than the Centre-
determined MSP. It also said
the MSP notified under the
Act was enforccable for any
transactions in the statc with
regard to farmers' produce,
irrespective of whether this
transaction happened within
mandls, cooperative soci-
eties, or any other collectives.

According to reports, it
also provided for a penalty
of 250,000 for entering into

‘within

or any other collectives

any transaction below the
MSP for the first time. It will
g0 up to ¥ lakh and there
will be imprisonment for up
Lo six months for subsequent
violations.

This Bill and similar
moves have been a con-
tentious issuc with stakchold-
crs, and cxperts have pointed
towards the market-distort-
ing nature of such proposals.

A few years aga, in one of
its price reports, the
Commission for Agriculture
Costs and Prices (CACP), the
body which sets the MSP for
23 kharif and rabi crops, had
suggested bringing in legis-

lation titled “Right to Sell at
MSP”, which would give legal
backing to the exercise and
ensure that no one pur-
chased crops below the fixed
mandaled price. The recom-
mendation was never pur-
sued thereafter.

In August 2018, thc
Maharashtra govcernment
under then chicl minister
Devendra Fadnavis decided
to amend the state
Agricultural Produce Market
Committee Act, making it
illegal for a private trader to
purchase agricultural pro-
duce below the government-
fixed MSP.

The amendment said any
trader who failed to purchase
farm goods at MSP could be
sent to jail for a year or be
compelled  pay a f[ine
0[%50,000.

“I'he problem with legal-
ising MSP is ensuring that
private players follow the
guidclines. It can be done
wherever government pur-
chases take place. Also such
moves are against market-
forces,” S Mahendra Dev, for-
mer director and vice-chan-
cellor of the Indira Gandhi
Institute of Development
Research, Mumbai, told
Bustness Standard.
