HC quashes order
in favour of

ADivision Bench of the
Madras High Court on
Friday set aside the single
Bench order that had quashed
the July 11 election of Edappadi
Palaniswamy as the interim
General Secretary of the
ATADMK.

Justices M Duraiswamy
and Sundar Mohan set aside
the single Bench verdict that
had quashed the decisions of
the General Council Meeting of
the party held on July 11 while
disposing of a petition filed by
Palaniswamy who had chal-
lenged the earlier verdict. The
justices said that there was ‘no
possibility for the petitioner
Palaniswamy and the respon-
dent O Panneerselvam to act

jointly”

The justices pointed out
that with the direction by the
single Bench judge that there
should be no Executive Council
Meeting or General Council
Meeting without the consent of
the Co-Ordinator and the
Joint-Coordinator, a situation
has arisen where the partyasa
whole will undergo irreparable
hardship, since there was no
possibility of the appellant and
the  first  respondent
(Panneerselvam) acting joint-
ly to convene a meeting , much
less a General Council Meeting

to discuss single leadership.
The single Bench's direction
only furthers the functional
deadlock that was already in
existence in the party, said the
judges.

The court also held that
when majority of the General
Council members, who were
elected by the primary mem-
bers, were in favour of con-
vening a general council meet-
ing on July 11 and had also sup-

orted the resolution for single
leadership made on June 23,
the balance of convenience
was in favour of the appellant
(Palaniswamy).

The justices in their verdict
running into 127 pages quot-
ed precedents of similar cases
in the past, rulings by the
Supreme Court and said that
the July 11 general council
meeting was in order and was
held legally. They also pointed
out that the Supreme Court did
not accept the demand by
Panneerselvam to declare the
July 11 General Council meet-
ing as null and void.

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Banerjee who was reportedly
asked “very uncomfortable
questions” by the ED said.
Banerjee was twice questioned
by the CBI and ED earlier. His
sister-in-law, too, has been
summoned by the central
agency on Monday.

Banerjee’s attack on Shah
also came hours after the
Supreme Court provided him
a temporary relief extending on
Friday the interim stay on his
arrest for another couple of
days. The Apex Court direct-
ed the ED not to take any
strong step against the TMC
leader till Monday.

Going all guns blazing
against the Home Minister,
Banerjee who is also the
nephew of Bengal Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee said
Shah was the “biggest Pappu”
he had seen. “The jallads
(killers) of Delhi have been
defeated in 2021 elections ... so

they are trying to victimise the
our leaders knowing well that
the TMC is the only thorn in
their path ... But they cannot
make me bow before them ...
I will never surrender before
them ... If they can prove that
I have embezzled even five
paisa then I am ready to hang,’

Banerjee who is also a
party MP from Diamond
Harbour said adding failing to
defeat the Bengal ruling outfit
politically “they are trying to
arrest BJP me so that they can
get an empty goalpost ... But
that is not going to happen”

BSF makes tear gas
shell dropping drone
for crowd control

he Border Security Force

(BSF) has developed a tear
gas shell-dropping drone sys-
tem that can be used by police
for controlling protesters and
rioters.

The "drone tear smoke
launcher” can be used for
launching these shells from an
unmanned aerial vehicle
(UAV) or drone and it will be
a potential force multiplier for
the security forces working in
the law-and-order manage-
ment domain, officials said.

The new system was test-
ed recently at its famed Tear
Smoke Unit (TSU) in
Tekanpur, Madhya Pradesh
and this was informed at the
annual governing body meet-
ing of the special unit held in
Delhi under the chairmanship
of BSF Director General (DG)
Pankaj Kumar Singh, a BSF
spokesperson said.

The TSU was established
under the BSF in 1976 and it
develops and manufactures
anti-riot tear smoke munitions
for supply to both Central and
State police forces. The BSF is
primarily deployed to guard the
Indian borders with Pakistan
and Bangladesh, besides play-

ing a variety of roles in the
country's internal security
domains including in the Naxal
theatre. A video clip shared by
the Force showed at least six
tear smoke shells placed tight-
ly in a metal cage fixed under
a hexacopter drone. The drone
system drops the tear shells
from the air at designated
spots.

During the meeting, the
BSF DG praised the TSU for
bringing out a variety of non-
lethal munitions for police and
security forces as he said
"indigenous production of
these items has reduced the
country's dependence on for-
eign munitions”.

The TSU also produces a
variety of other lachrymatory
munitions, flash-bang shells,
impact munitions and cus-
tomised products for special
operations, the spokesperson

added.

eyes turn to India’s example

AVideo has gone viral in the
UK where a woman is
seen lamenting the fact that
children from many low-
income families are not eligible
for free meals because they are
not “poor enough” though they
have no money to buy food.

The woman works at a
school cafeteria and was speak-
ing at a rally in Manchester. She
is heard saying that she dread-
ed going back to work in
October because she will have
to deny poor children food if
they don’t have money.

Back in India, authorities
are quick to draw a comparison
between the social welfare in
many developed countries and
India. While India did away
with serving subsidised food to
its MPs to focus on have-nots,
in Britain MPs and Lord wast-
ed “2.6 million dinners as ordi-
nary people struggle to feed
their families.”

Reports said that mounds
of heavily-subsidised food went
uneaten in a waste scandal
that has enraged food poverty
groups. Stomach-churning fig-
ures show that over six years
the dumped food would fill 153
eight-ton skips.

It weighed 1.23million
kilos - or 1,230 tons, the report
said.. And it was binned while
MPs were able to tuck into cut-
price nosh as they enjoy salaries
of £82,000 — an 11 per cent pay
hike this year - and free heat-
ing on their second homes, the
report said. In contrast, more
than two million hard-up
adults admit often going with-

out food for an entire day, it
added. On the contrary, India
has a robust well-functioning
scheme to look after every
poor person, be it a student or
an adult.

While nearly 80 crore peo-
ple are given food subsidies,
lakhs of students are provided
mid-day meals. At the same
time of the vast network of
Anganwadi services look after
the needs of children below the
age of six.

Anganwadi  Services
(under Saksham Anganwadi
and Poshan 2.0) is one of the
world’s largest and most unique
programmes for early child-
hood care and development.
Under the scheme, services
are provided to the beneficia-
ries, children in the age group
of 0-6 years, pregnant women
and lactating mothers, and
adolescent girls.

Through a network of 7075
fully operational Projects and
13.91 lakh AWCs, 13.14 lakhs
Anganwadi Workers and 11.67
Anganwadi helpers are pro-
viding services to the benefi-
ciaries.

Presently, the Scheme cov-
ers a total number of 949.94
lakh beneficiaries across the
country Under Anganwadi
Services six services are pro-
vided to the beneficiaries, sup-
plementary nutrition (SNP),
pre-school non-formal educa-
tion, nutrition & health edu-
cation, immunization, health
check-up SNP is one of the
important services given to
bridge the gap between the
Recommended  Dietary
Allowance (RDA) and the

Average Daily Intake (ADI), for
300 days. Similarly, the
Centrally-sponsored Pradhan
Mantri Poshan Shakti Nirman
(PM POSHAN) Scheme earli-
er known as Mid-Day Meal
Scheme, covers all school chil-
dren studying in Classes Bal
Vatika & I-VIII of government
and government-aided Schools.

The scheme covers about
12 crore children in the age
group of 5-11 years, compris-
ing 22.6 lakh children from Bal
Vatika, 7.2 crore children from
primary, and 4.6 crore children
from upper primary, studying
in 11.20 lakh schools across the
country.

Every year Central govt
spent more than Rs 20,000
crore ($ 2.5 billion) under the
Scheme including a food sub-
sidy of about Rs 9,500 crore.
Nearly 31 lakh MT foodgrains
have been allocated under the
Scheme for 2022-23.

Under PM POSHAN, hot
cooked meals are provided to
all eligible children on all
school days, containing 450
calories and 12 gms protein for
primary and 700 calories and
20 gms protein for upper pri-
mary class children.

Food Security Allowance
was provided to all enrolled
children during the closure of
schools on account of the lock-
down due to COVID
Pandemic. ‘School Nutrition
Gardens’ have been developed
in more than 4 lakh schools
across the country. These are
very helpful in the inclusion. of
nutritious green leafy vegeta-
bles and fruits in the diet of the

school children. \
