THE MINISTRY OF new and 
renewable energy has desig- 
nated REC as the nodalagency 
for the implementation of 
Pradhan Mantri Suryodaya 
Yojana, aimed at installing 
rooftop solar at 10 million 
households, the company’s 
chairman and managing 
director Vivek Kumar Dewan- 
gansaid on Tuesday.

TELECOM EQUIPMENT 
MAKER Ericsson on Tuesday 
reported a 40% quarter-on- 

quarter (q-0-q) fall in revenue 
from India operations to 
34,560 crore in the October- 

December quarter, according 
to the company’s earnings. 

Ericsson,which tillthe July- 
September quarter was wit- 
nessingrecord sales from India 
operations, said its sales from 
theregion during the reported 
quarter declined sequentially 
as the market has started see- 
ing normalised investment 
levels from telecom operators 
following an unprecedented 
5G network rollout pace. 

On a year-on-year basis, the 
company’s sales from Indiarose 
14% in October-December, 

owingto highersalesoftelecom 
equipment as Airtel and Jio 
deployed 5G. During the same 
period in 2022, 5G was only 
introduced in India and pace of 
network rollout was slow. 

“The mobile network 
industry remains challenging,” 
said Borje Ekholm, president 
and CEO, Ericsson, in the earn- 

ings statement.“We expect the 
current market uncertainties 

to prevailinto 2024 witha fur- 
ther decline of the RAN (radio 
access network) market out- 

side China as our customers 
remain cautious and the 
investment pace is normaliz- 

ing in India,” Ekholm added. 
According to the company, 

areduction in capital expen- 
diture, largely from telecom 
operators in India, was 

expected in the beginning of 
2024 but that occurred earlier 
than anticipated. Even as 
India continues to remain the 
second biggest market for 
Ericsson, the country’s share 
inEricsson’s total sales during 
the quarter fell to 8% from 
15% inthe preceding quarter. 
Compared to the same period 
last year, India’s share rose by 
2%. 

From January to December 
2023, India’s contribution to 

Ericsson’s global sales rose to 
12% from 4% in 2022.

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Colgate’s volume woes 
need to be brushed off 
Q3 domestic sales were led by double-digit growth in toothpaste vertical

he stock of Colgate-Palmolive, 
I India’s largest oral care company, 

slipped 3.8 per cent on Tuesday 
amid the lack of traction on the volume 
front and downgrades over valuation 
concems after the recent rally. 

Colgate-Palmolive (India) has been 
one of the top gainers in the consumer 
space since June 2023, enriching inves- 
tors by 53 per cent in this period. 

While revenue growth for the com- 
pany in the quarter at8 per cent was led 
by pricing, the volume trend continues 
to be uninspiring. Overall, the volumes 
were down as compared to the expecta- 
tions of a 2 per cent growth. 

On the domestic front, sales growth 
of 88 per cent included aslight improve- 
ment in volumes as compared to the 
year-ago period. The domestic sales 
growth was led by a double-digit 
improvement in toothpaste, which was 
offset by the decline in toothbrushes in 
this period. 

Analysts led by Mehul Desai of JM 
Financial Research believe that there is 
no material acceleration in sales per- 
formance. Normalised sales growth over 
the last four years stood at 5.1 per cent 
during the December quarter and thisis 
in thesame 4-5 per cent ballpark as seen 
in recent quarters. 

Volume growth, too, has been slug- 
gish. Kotak Research sayswhile Colgate's 
revenue growth in Q3is likely among the 
best in the staples pack, we note that its 
volume growth continues to lag peers — 
Hindustan Unilever, Godrej Consumer

The Pension Fund Regulatoryand 
Development Authority (PFRDA) came 
outwitha master circularon January 12 
regardingthe new rules thatwill govern 
partial withdrawal fromthe National 
Pension System (NPS). These ruleswill 
come intoforceon February1.

Asubscriber canwithdraw apart of their 
NPS corpusbefore retirement. Upto25 
percentoftheamount accumulated can 
be withdrawn. Heretheamount 
accumulated referstotheemployee’s 
contribution. Withdrawal cannotbe 
‘made fromthe portionofthe corpus 
contributed by the employer. 

Subscribers canonly makea partial 
withdrawal after having completed three 
yearsinNPS. Altogether, they can make 
onlythree partial withdrawals 
throughouttheirentiretenurein NPS. 

Accordingto Amit KumarNag, 
partner, AQUILAW, “The permitted 
reasons for withdrawal include 
children’shighereducation, children’s 
‘marriage, purchase orconstructionofa 
residential house, and treatment of 
critical illnesses.”

Govt Asks Cos to Cut Cooking Oil Prices

Pune: The government has as- 
ked cooking oil companies to re- 
duce prices of their products in 
line with the fall in international 
rates, according to an associa- 
tion of solvent extractors, but 
manufacturers said an immedia- 
tereduction may not be possible. 
Industry executives said a re- 

duction in retail prices may not 
be possible till March, when 
mustard crop harvest begins. 
“The ministry of consumer affa- 

ir has expressed that the MRP on 
oils like soyabean, sunflower and 
palm oil have not been reduced to 
the extent of decrease in interna- 
tional prices,” said Ajay Jhunj- 
hunwala, president of Solvent Ex- 
tractors’ Association of India,ina 
letter addressed to association 

memberson Tuesday. 
However, industry executives sa- 

id there islittle scope for an imme- 
diate reduction in prices. “Coo- 
kingoil prices have been very stab- 
le. There was no steep increase or 
decrease in prices. Qur MRP is 
corrected every month in line 
with the prevailing price trends. 
We do not foresee immediate cor- 
rection in prices,” said Angshu 
Mallick, CEO of Adani Wilmar, 

which sells cooking oil under the 
‘Fortune’ brand. “However, we ke- 
ep on watching the international 
commodity prices and will take 
action based onthat.” 
Sandeep Bajoria, CEO of vege- 

table oil brokerage Sunvin Group, 
said, “Prices had declined by abo- 
ut10% in December and have aga- 
in increased by 8% inJanuary.”
