After honey, Marico takes

a bite of instant noodles

Takes on Nestlé, ITC;
firstbiglaunch
after Maggi crisis

Mumbai, 19 February

C onsumer goods major Marico on
Friday said it has entered the
%4,000-crore instant noodles cat-
egory in India, launching a new line of
products under its Saffola brand.

The entry is the first significant step
by a key fast-moving consumer goods
(FMCG) company in six years since the
Maggi controversy broke, which saw the
government briefly banning the product
in 2015 after a public outcry over excess
lead in samples.

The move is significant since it signals
the growing importance of foods in
Marico’s overall strategy, sector experts
said. It also comes six months after Marico
entered honey, a ¥1,500-crore category
dominated by players such as Dabur.

The instant noodles category in India
has Nestlé’s Maggi with an estimated
marKket share of 60 per cent, while ITC’s
Sunfeast Yippee noodles is reported to
have a share of 22 per cent. CG Foods’
Wai Wai noodles is estimated to have a
share of around 9 per cent, industry
experts said.

In a conversation with Business
Standard, Marico’s Manging Director
(MD) and Chief Executive Officer (CEO)
Saugata Gupta had said that people were
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opting for trusted brands, which was
aiding the growth of Saffola and its
extensions.

“Edible oil, part of the Saffola portfo-

lio, has a strong base of consumers. New
areas such as honey and chawanprash
are also taking off. In honey, our objective
was to introduce a product that was
superior in terms of purity. We are confi-
dent that we should be able to garner
more market share, even as the category
expands. Honey should get into a 100-
crore run rate by next year,” he had said.

Analysts say foods — led by Saffola,
which was less than 200 crore in terms
of top line in the financial year 2019-20
(FY20) — should more than double to
around ¥450-500 crore by FY22-23, driv-
en by some of these bold bets that Marico
is making.

Gupta admitted that the Covid-19
pandemic had aided the growth of pack-
aged foods in general, helping brands
such as Saffola log five quarters of dou-
ble-digit growth.

“Saffola has gained from the trend of
pantry loading and then in-home con-
sumption visible during the pandemic.
While the economy has unlocked, the
need for safety and hygiene remains.
Organised food players will benefit as a
result,” he said.

Apart from edible oils, honey and
noodles, Marico also has a presence in
the oats segment, covering nearly all
meal occasions including breakfast,
lunch and In-between snacking.

Instant noodles will be retailed on the
company’s direct-to-consumer platform
Saffola Stores, apart from online plat-
forms such as Amazon, BigBasket,
Grofers, and Flipkart. It could be pushed
into offline stores in the future.

India’s largest manufacturer of
industrial and medical gases,
INOX Air Products (INOXAP),
plans to invest 32,000 crore to
build eight new air separation
units across the country. This
is the country’s largest green-
field investment plan in the
industrial gases sector.

The move follows a mani-
fold increase in demand for
medical oxygen because of the
Covid-19 pandemic, though
the company says it is banking
on the government’s push for
the manufacturing and infras-
tructure sector.

With a combined capacity
to make more than 1,500
tonnes a day (TPD) of liquid
gases, the expansion will take
INOXAP’s liquid gases produc-
tion to 4,800 TPD by 2024. The
investment would be funded
by a mix of debt and internal
cash accruals.

“The debt portion is yet to
be worked out but it could be
40 per cent of the investment,”
Siddharth Jain, director at
INOXAP, told Business
Standard. The new plants of
INOXAP, a 50:50 JV between
Inox Group and US-based Air
Products and Chemicals Inc,

The company will set up eight medical oxygen plants

will be strategically located in
proximity of high demand
areas in Gujarat, Maharashtra,
Tamil Nadu, Madhya Pradesh,
Uttar Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh
and West Bengal.

The plants will produce lig-
uid oxygen, liquid nitrogen
and liquid argon and will be
commissioned during FY22-
24. The bulk availability of
industrial and medical gases
will ensure constant supplies
for the electronic manufactur-
ing, pharmaceutical sector,
besides helping iron, steel and
automobile industries to ramp
up production capacities.

The projects will generate

more than 1,000 direct and
indirect employment opportu-
nities in their respective
regions. “The eight plants
would be set up on a sequential
basis over the next 12 to 36
months,” said Jain.
Complementing the criti-
cal boost provided in the
Union Budget to the health
care sector, INOXAP’s expan-
sion would also augment its
liquid medical oxygen pro-
duction capacity by 50 per
cent, said the company.
During Covid-19, INOXAP has
been catering to more than 60
per cent of the medical oxygen
demand in the country.

World's largest soy sauce maker enters India through fully-owned subsidiary

New Delhi, 19 February

Fancy having jalebi with adash
of naturally brewed soy sauce
as a dessert? If that seems like
an unpalatable idea, just check
with Harry Hakuei Kosato, the
India director of Kikkoman, the
world’s largest soy sauce ma-
ker. Kosato says many chefs in
the country have lapped up
their experiment of combining
a salty sauce with an Indian
sweet — having already tried it
out with ice-cream.

Kikkoman has big plans for
India. The Japanese soya sauce
firm, with revenue of about
$4.4 billion, has made an agg-
ressive entry into the country
through a fully owned subsidi-
ary, determined to replicate the
US model. When the 350-year-
old Kikkoman entered the US
in 1957, soy sauce didn’t quite
feature in the country’s culi-
nary scheme of things. Sixty
years down the line, it had cha-
nged the consumer palate. To-
day, Kikkoman sells soy sauce
worth over $500 million ann-
ually in the US.

InIndia, the soy sauce mar-

ket isinitsinfancy, accounting
for merely %46 crore per an-
num. The sauce is mostly used
for Indian Chinese fare. But Ko-
sato isn’t daunted by this real-
ity. “We see India as a promi-
sing emerging market,” he says.
“Our target is that by 2030, we
will see a high growth phase in
soy sauce in India, too. Just like
in the US, we are building a
new market.” The strategy is
simple: Educating consumers
and chefs, and gradually cus-
tomising for the Indian palate.
For instance, Kikkoman plans
to launch soy sauce in a darker
colour because Indians prefer
their Chinese food that way. It’s
also looking to leverage India’s
love for chilies in its soy sauce
offerings. Also on the agenda
isaplan to educate chefs to dif-
ferentiate between Kikkoman
products and the many others
that have chemical add-ons.
Kosato says their products are
made with just four ingredi-
ents: Soy, wheat, salt and wat-
er. The firm is working with
brand ambassadors such as
chef Vicky Ratnani to whip up
Indian recipes with soya sauce.

For now, Kikkoman is con-

centrating on three markets —
Delhi and the NCR, Mumbai
and Bengaluru. The focus is
on institutional sales — hotels
and restaurants, targeting
over a thousand outlets.
Queries are also coming in
from cities like Pune, Kolkata,
Hyderabad and Nashik.
Kikkoman plans a foray into
the retail market as well, with
its flagship 500 ml offering.

Kosato promises affordable
prices “in line with most imp-
orted brands, with an entry
price of 235”, though he con-
cedes “it’s more expensive than
the Indian-made products”.

There are, however, no
immediate plans of setting set
up a manufacturing plant in
India. In the US, the company
did so after 16 years.

But the big question is: Will
Indians get hooked on soya
sauce the way Americans have?

Sceptics say Kellogg’s suc-
ceeded in Japan by converting
the population - over a period
of 20 years - to start consum-
ing cornflake for breakfast. But
it hasn’t been as lucky in India.
That’s a likely reason why the
US firmhas tweaked its India
recipe by launching tradi-
tional breakfast, such as ready-
to-eat upma and poha, which
is becoming quite popular.

Kosato admits that India,
with its diverse palates, is not
like the US. But then, the com-
pany's soy sauce, he adds, can
be used universally for any
kind of cuisine, and is as subtle
and refined as having a glass
of wine.
