INDIARATINGS AND Research
(Ind-Ra) on Friday said the re-
covery in energy demand
would continue despite Covid-
19-led temporary blip.

Ind-Ra has published the
May 2021 edition of its credit
news digest on India’s power
sector. The report highlights
the trends in the power sector,
with a focus on capacity addi-
tion, generation, transmission,
merchant power, deficit, regu-
latory changes and the recent
rating actions by Ind-Ra.

Ind-Ra estimates, as per a
statement, the all-India energy
demand would decline in May
2021 on a month-on-month
basis, despite the peak sum-
mer season,and to remain be-
low the pre-pandemic levels.

This is on account of the
continuation of Covid-led re-
strictions being imposed by
certain states till May 31.With
Covid cases peaking in May
and announcements by cer-
tain states to open up from
June, Ind-Ra expects energy
demand to start recovering
from June 2021.

In the first 25 days of May,
the all-India energy demand
was 88.8 billion units (May
2020: 102.6 billion units;
May 2019: 120.7 billion
units).

In April, the all-India en-
ergy demand was higher by
39.3% y-o-y at 118.4 billion
units (March 2021: up 22.8%)

due to the lower base effect
and the early onset of summer
contributing to the higher de-
mand.

The short-term power
price at Indian Energy Ex-
change remained high at
33.70/kWh in April 2021
(March 2021: %4.07/unit;
April 2020: %2.41/kWh) on
account of a high demand
from the short-term power
market.

The electricity generation
increased 42.5% y-o-y to
115.5 billion units in April
2021 (March 2021:up 23.5%),
supported by 55.4% y-o-y
growth in thermal generation
(up 29.2%Yy-0-y),although hy-
dro generation fell 18.4% y-o-
y (down 7.8% y-o0-y).

Electricity generation from
renewable sources increased
17.9% y-o-y to 11.7 billion
units in April 2021, with solar
generation increasing 41.5%
y-0-y.The improvementin en-
ergy demand and the reduced
generation from hydro-gener-
ation have helped the thermal
plant load factor (PLF) in-
crease to 66.7% in April 2021
(April 2020: 42.2 %; March
2021: 66.5%).

PRIME MINISTER NARENDRA
Modi on Friday reviewed the
post-cyclone situation and
damages caused by cyclone
‘Yaas’in the state at a meeting
here where Odisha govern-
ment demanded long-term
solutions to mitigate prob-
lems of repeated cyclones and
provision of disaster resilient
power systems.

The state government
sought no immediate funds
to manage the expenditure

to the worst cyclone-affected
areas of Balasore and Bdahrak
in Odisha, on his way to West
Bengal.

The Prime Minister was
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earlier received by governor
Ganeshi Lal, CM Naveen Pat-
naik, Union ministers Dhar-
mendra Pradhan and Pratap
Sarangi at the Biju Patnaik In-
ternational Airport here.

The CM sought both a dis-
aster-resilient power infra-
structure and a permanent
solution to protect the coastal
region from storm surges
which accompany cyclones,
the SRC said adding that
Odisha has along coastline of
about 480 km, of which above
200 km is vulnerable to tidal
surge.

UPnot to
raise power
tariff

IN VIEW OF the Covid situa-
tion, the Uttar Pradesh govern-
ment has decided not to in-
crease the prices of electricity
in the state.In a meeting with
key officials, chief minister
YogiAdityanath directed them
to ensure that there is no in-
crease in electricity prices this
year.

“The chief
minister has
given a gen-
eral direction
that the elec-
tricity rates
will not be in-
creased. The

matter is with the regulator at
present.Once the regulator de-
cides on it, the government
will take aview on it,”said a se-
nior official of the govern-
ment, who was present in the
meeting.

The direction comes at a
time when the Uttar Pradesh
Electricity Regulatory Com-
mission is in the midst of
preparing the tariff based on
the annual revenue require-
ment (ARR) filed by the Uttar
Pradesh Power Coporation.

However,a UPERC official
told FE that the chief minis-
ter’s direction “is a non-event
for the Commission, unless
and until it comes by way of a
written communication from
the government,accompanied
with subsidies as per Section
65 of the Electricity Act.

“If there is a deficit in ARR,
someone has to foot the gap, ei-
ther by the consumers orby the
government.If the government
does not want to pass on the
gaptothepublic,ithastogiveit
to us in writing that they are
ready to fill that gap through
subsidy,’ said the official.
