fuelled an energy crisisin the
world. In Europe, the oil and
gas supply has been dwindling.
India has also been affected
as the Russia-Ukraine war
led to a disruption in inter-
national energy supply, mak-
ing the energy import much
more expensive,” he said.

Rajnath stressed the need
to consider security asa truly
collective enterprise, which
could create aglobal order ben-
eficial to all. “National secu-
rity should not be consid-
ered a zero-sum game. We
should strive to create awin-
win situation for all,"" he
added.
