THE CENTRAL PROVIDENT
fund commissioner (CPFC)is set
to be given powers to decide on
early redemption options con-
cerning securities purchased by
the Employees’ Provident Fund
Organisation (EPFO). The Cen-
tral Board of Trustees (CBT) will
deliberate on the issue in its
meeting in Guwahati during
March11-12.

Former CPFC KK Jalan said,
“Such powers should begiven to
the CPFC.Thisisbecause one has
to take faster decisions on
investments in a volatile mar-
ket.There cannotbeanysetrule
for investing in or exiting from
any investments.

Indian steel mills
step in to fill supply
gap left by war

INDIA'S STEEL MILLS are
rushing tofill a supply gap cre-
ated by Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine, as consumers from
Europe to Africa turn to the
world’s second-largest pro-
ducer.

Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine has jeopardised steel
supplies from both the major
producing nations, straining
an already tight market in
Europe and sending prices
soaring. It’s also pushed com-
panies from Europe, the Mid-
dle Eastand Africatoreach out
to Indian producers even as
steel prices have jumped 20%
in the last one month,accord-
ing to Jindal Steel & Power.

“Thereisashortage of steel
in Europe and the Middle East
and Africa region and that
supply will be bridged partly
by India and partly by China,”
VR Sharma, managing direc-
tor of the Indian steelmaker
said in an interview. “We are
seeing good orders from these
places in the last week or so,
with some buyers asking for
immediate delivery for ship-
ment in March and April”
Almost a third of India’s steel
and iron ore exports were
headed for Europe last year,
trade data showed.That num-
ber is set to increase in the
short term as sanctions limit
Russia’s ability to supply
goods to Europe and anumber
of mills in Ukraine — includ-
ing ArcelorMittal SAand Met-
invest Holding — are forced to
idle their plants due to thewar.

THE RESERVE BANK on
Wednesday said it has not aut-
horised any external agency to
redress public complaints
against regulated entities.

Instances of misinforma-
tion being spread through cer-
tain sections of the social
mediaabout the Reserve Bank
— Integrated Ombudsman
Scheme 2021 (RB-IOS) — have
come to the notice of the RBI,
the central banks said in a
statement.

These messages are con-
veying to the publicat large to
lodge their complaints against
entities regulated by the RBI
through third parties for a
charge/fee or otherwise for
early redress of grievances, it
said.

“Itis clarified that RBI does
not have any such arrange-
ment with any entity for (the)
redress of grievances against
the Regulated Entities (REs).
RBI has laid down a cost-free
grievance redress mechanism
under RB-1I0S, which does not
involve payment of fees or
charges in any form or man-
ner,’ it said.

ciencyinservices,whichisnot
redressed satisfactorily orina
timely manner by the REs can
directly lodge their complaint

Rajan: India needs to
recalibrate response
to price pressure

New Delhi, March 9

INDIA NEEDS TO recalibrate
its response to the price situa-
tion following disruptions in
global supply chains on
account of Russia-Ukraine
war,as losing the battleagainst
inflation neither serves the
government nor the central
bank, former RBI governor
Raghuram Rajan has said.

Known for his frank views,
Rajan further said it is very
important for any central bank
to respect its mandate given to
itbythe government.

“India’s central bank has a
mandate, which has served it
well,in thesense ofallowingitto
react to some of the concerns
during the pandemic, without
raising rates, having moderate
inflation,”he said inan interview
to CNBC-TV18.

The RBI has a mandate to
keepinflation target of 4%with
a +/-2%tolerance band.

“And like every other central
bank, as we come out of it and
face new challenges, we have to
recalibrate and askwhether the
old playbook sort of still holds,”
Rajansaid,addingthathethinks
that’s extremely important.

The eminent economist
said, “Because otherwise, if you
lose the battle against inflation,
it serves neither the govern-
ment nor the RBI.” The retail
inflation rate breached the 6%
upper tolerance limit of the RBI
for the first time in seven
months in January, while the
wholesale-price index stayed in
double-digits for the 10th
monthinarow.

To a question on whether
current inflation isa temporary
blip, Rajan said this(inflation) is
coming on top of an already
high level of inflation in many
parts of theworld.

Former RBI governor
Raghuram Rajan said it is
very important for any
central bank to respect its
mandate given to it by
the government

tional effects of war, it gives
greater weight to inflation,” he
said.

According toRajan,inflation
was already becoming more
persistent certainly in the US
but also in Europe and with the
additional boost to inflation
from the war and from the
shortages of commodities etc.

The RBI on February 10,had |

lowered theinflation outlook to
4.59% for the next fiscal, from
5.3%in the currentyear,on the
assumption of a normal mon-
soon during theyear.

Asked whetherhe isworried
abouttheIndiagrowthstory,he
said India benefited from the
low crude prices from 2014
onwards and now it is payback
time.

“The reality is that our
growth performance has been
poor for quite some time. The
government keeps throwing
this that against it, but we
haven’t really had a strong
recovery, ever since the 2016
demonetization,” Rajan noted.

Asia’s third-largest economy
is projected to grow 8.9% in the
