NO ‘ONE NATION, ONE SCHOOL BOARD'

‘The Supreme Court on Friday junked
a PIL seeKing ‘one nation, one hoard’
for school education with common
syllabus, cwrriculum and standard
text books. The PIL had aiso sought the
merger of the ICSE into the CBSE to
constitute a National Education Coun-
cil or a National Education Commis-
sion.

Rejecting the P11, seeking untformity in
school education across the country,
Justice D.Y.Chandrachud. who was
heading the bench, as also Justices Ms
indu Malhoira and K.M. Joseph said,

firmatively of the view that it is not
within the domain of this court under
Articie 32 of the Constitution: to direct
titution of a Natlonal Educa-
incll or a Natlonal Education
Commission.”

Dealing with the plea for standard text
books with chapters on fundamental
rights, duties, directive principles and
the preamble of the Constitution and
making its study compulsory, the court
sald that Intreducing 2 “standard text-
booK with a chapter on ihe Constitution
15 a matter of policy” which the court
does not dictate.

The school syliabus, the court said, al-
ready contains subjects relating to the

Justice Chancrachud said, " We are af-

The court also dumped Dethi-based
lawyer Ashwini Upadhyay's plea
that in case his prayers were not ac-
ceptable to the court, then in alter-
native it may direct its registry to

send his PIL to the authorities to
treat it as a representation. Pointing
out that PIL lays no “foundation or
Jjustification” for the Court to send
the PIL to the authorities to treat it
as a representation, the court said
that it can't allow the top conrt to be
used for routing thie petition to au-
thorities, so that }t can be treated as
representation.
