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170 still missing...
After a comprehensive analysis is undertaken to find
out the reasons, “we will build an elaborate plan to
avert any potential tragedy going forward”, he said in
an interview to PTI. PM Narendra Modi assured a del-
egation of  Uttarakhand MPs of  his government’s
support to the people of  the state and said it is work-
ing to strengthen infrastructure there to deal with
any natural disaster in future.

The 197 reported missing include those working at
hydel power project sites and villagers whose homes
nearby were washed away with the force of  the rag-
ing waters, officials said. Two power projects –
NTPC’s 480 MW Tapovan-Vishnugad project and the
13.2 MW Rishiganga Hydel Project – were extensively
damaged with scores of  labourers caught in tunnels
as the waters came rushing in.

Thirteen villages are cut off.
Rescue efforts in the affected areas near Joshimath,

about 295 km from here, gained momentum with
teams of  the Army, Indo-Tibetan Border Police
(ITBP), National Disaster Response Force (NDRF)
and State Disaster Response Force (SDRF) coordinat-
ing to rescue 30-35 people feared trapped in a tunnel at
the Tapovan-Vishnugad project.

More teams have been sent to the site on Mi-17 heli-
copters that landed at the helipad in Joshimath,
NDRF chief  S N Pradhan said in a Twitter post. Some
teams from the Army, including from the Medical
Corps, also reached the disaster spot, an official su-
pervising the operation said.

Sniffer dogs and heavy mechanical equipment, in-
cluding bulldozers and JCBs, were deployed.  Offi-
cials said 27 people were rescued alive. Of  these, 12
were saved from the smaller of  the two tunnels at the
Tapovan-Vishnugad project site and 15 from the
Rishiganga site.

Uttarakhand Director General of  Police Ashok Ku-
mar added that efforts were focused on rescuing 30-35
labourers trapped in a 250-metre tunnel at Tapovan. 

The work was complicated as the tunnel is slightly
curved, making it difficult to clear the debris and silt
blocking it.

The entire landscape was coloured a sandy grey,
many structures swept away and buried under piles
of  silt. “Our teams worked overnight to rescue about
30 workers who are trapped in the tunnel. Specialised
equipment for such operations has been deployed. We
are hopeful we will able to rescue everyone,” ITBP
spokesperson Vivek Kumar Pandey told PTI in Delhi.

“There is a huge amount of  debris inside the tunnel.
About 80 metres inside the tunnel is cleared and ac-
cessible, and it looks like about 100 more metres of  de-
bris will have to be cleared,” he added. Pandey said
nearly 300 ITBP personnel are deployed at the site.  In
a video provided by the ITBP, a team of  senior offi-
cials was seen analysing the tunnel’s map to find the
best way of  approach.

The tunnel has only one entry, an official said.

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SCIENTISTS PONDER REASONS FOR UTTARAKHAND FLOODS

Climate change, Western disturbance, or both? 
SHAKOOR RATHER  

New Delhi

Global warming or maybe a
Western disturbance bring-
ing fresh snow that melted
could have triggered the in-
undation in Uttarakhand's
Chamoli district, experts said
on Monday as they scrambled
to understand the reasons for
the avalanche and floods that
wreaked havoc in the upper
reaches of  the Himalayas.

The Snow and Avalanche
Study Establishment (SASE)
of  the Defence Research and
Development Organisation
is investigating the exact rea-
son for the flooding but there
are no clear answers yet for a
glacier to have melted in the
winter. 

It is not clear whether the

flood is a typical Glacial Lake
Outburst Flood (GLOF) or
some temporary damming
due to a landslide and ava-
lanche that might have
blocked the mainstream to
form a temporary lake which
burst, said Ranjit Rath, direc-

tor general of  the Geological
Survey of  India (GSI). 

A GLOF is a type of  out-
burst flood that occurs when
the dam containing a glacial
lake fails.

"Once the water level re-
cedes a team of  experts will

assess the damage as well as
the triggering factor respon-
sible for the outburst," Rath
told reporters here. 

As the nightmare envisaged
by numerous environmental-
ists warning against untram-
meled development in the
mountains came true on Sun-
day, glaciologist Farooq Azam
said a glacial burst is very
rare. 

"We have been trying to un-
derstand the event since yes-
terday. Right now what we
can tell is a glacier slipped
from around 500-600 metres,
which started a landslide
with an icefall that triggered
this disaster," Azam, assis-
tant professor, Glaciology &
Hydrology, Indian Institute
of  Technology (IIT), Indore,
told PTI.

tice Manish Kumar accepted
the plea of  petitioners’ coun-
sel and dismissed the writ
petition disallowing further
arguments.

Rama Rani Punjabi (59) and
Rani Kapoor Punjabi alias
Rani Kapoorf  Baluja (51) had
challenged the allotment of  5
acres of land in Ayodhya for
construction mosque claim-
ing it to be part of  28 acres
land owned by their father in
village Dhannipur.

Parents will have to pay 100% school
fees during pandemic period: SC

JAIPUR: Giving a major setback to
parents, the Supreme Court on Monday
ruled that parents will have to pay 100%
of  the school fees for the academic ses-
sion 2020-21 during the pandemic peri-
od which will be equal to the fees paid
in the academic session 2019-20.

The Supreme Court gave this interim
order on Monday while holding a joint
hearing on the SLP filed by the Vidya
Bhavan Society, the Managing Commit-
tee of  Sawai Mansingh Vidyalaya,

Gandhi Seva Sadan and the Society of
Catholic Education Institutions which
challenged the Fee-Regulation Act 2016.

Under the orders, parents will have to
pay the fee from March 5-2021, which
can be collected in 6 instalments. Also,
the court clarified that no child’s name
will be omitted from the school due to
non-payment of  fees. Also, children of
10th and 12th will also not be denied to
sit in the examination if  fees are not de-
posited.

Earlier, the Rajasthan government
had issued an order on October 28 ask-
ing Rajasthan Board of  Secondary Ed-
ucation (RBSE) to charge 60% to the
state board affiliated schools and 70%
to the Central Board of  Secondary Edu-
cation (CBSE) accredited schools.

Apart from this, the state government
has also been asked by the Apex Court
to give the outstanding amount under
Right to Education (RTE) admission
within a month.

Low fatalities for past 10 days,
17 states free from any death

India is recording steady de-
cline of  deaths due to Covid-
19, with the the fatalities be-
low 150 for the past 10 days
and less than 100 in the last
three days and 84 in the last
24 hours on Monday while
17 states/Union Territories,
including Rajasthan, Mad-
hya Pradesh and J&K, re-
ported no deaths and anoth-
er 17 reported less than five
deaths. Maharashtra had
the highest 25 fatalities, fol-
lowed by 16 in Kerala.

The active cases of  Covid-
19 dropped further to
1,48,609, which is 1.37% of
total infections of  1.08 crore.
Five states account for 81%
of  total active caseload in
the country, which are Ker-
ala (45.70%), Maharashtra
(25.5%). Karnataka 4.02%,

West Bengal (3.23) and
Tamil Nadu (2.95%). As
many as 33 states and UTs
have less thn 5,000 active
cases.

Maharashtra showed the
maximum decline of  the ac-
tive cases in the last one
months, followed by Uttar
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh,
Rajasthan, Gujarat and
Chhattisgarh.The total re-
covered cases in the coun-
try are more than 1.05 crore
while the gap between the
active cases and the recov-
ered cases is continuously
stands and stands at
10,385,896. The recovery
rate is 97.20%. India's death
toll has gone up to 1,55,080,
which is 1.43% of  the total
infections. There were
11,837 new cases of  the
dreaded disease in the past
24 hours as against the re-
covery of  11,904 patients.

They had lost hope of  survival when one of
them found his mobile phone network
working, helping them contact the authori-
ties who rescued them from an under-
ground tunnel at Tapovan in Uttarakahnd’s
Chamoli where flash floods wreaked havoc
following a glacier burst.

“We heard people screaming at us to come
out of  the tunnel but before we could react,
a sudden gush of  water and heavy silt
swamped upon us,” rescued Tapovan pow-
er project worker Lal Bahadur said.

He, along with 11 of  his other colleagues,
was rescued by the Indo-Tibetan Border Po-
lice (ITBP) from an underground tunnel in
Uttarakhand’s Chamoli district on Monday
evening. According to officials, they re-
mained stuck there for about seven hours,
from around 10 am to 5 pm, till the last man
was evacuated by rescuers.

The ITBP provided their recorded video
accounts to the media.

They are now being treated at an ITBP
hospital in Joshimath, about 25 km from
the incident spot. This is also the base of
the ITBP’s Battalion No. 1, tasked with

guarding the Line of  Actual
“We were 300 metres deep in the tunnel

when the water gushed in. We got trapped.
The ITBP rescued us,” Nepal resident Bas-
ant said. Another unidentified worker who
hails from Dhak village in Chamoli and
worked at the Tapovan project said as the
water gushed in, the only thing they could
do was to lunge onto the crown of  the tun-
nel. “We lost hope...but then we saw some
light and felt some air to breathe...suddenly
one of  us found he had network on his mo-
bile and then he called up our general man-
ager informing him about our situation,”
the man said from the hospital bed. Offi-
cials said the project GM subsequently in-
formed the local authorities who requisi-
tioned ITBP rescuers to save them.

The ITBP teams, armed with ropes, pul-
leys and carabiners, rappelled down a steep
slope and brought out these men from the
narrow snout of  the tunnel on Sunday
evening.

Vinod Singh Pawar, a resident of  Joshi-
math, said they climbed up half-way inside
the tunnel through the rods but got stuck as
a gush of  water came in.

“We are thankful to the ITBP rescuers for
saving us,” he said in the video.
