APEX EXPORTERS' body FIEO
has approached the govern-
menttoroll outafreight subsidy
scheme for micro, small and
medium enterprises (MSMEs),
atleast temporarily,toblunt the
impact of a spike in shipping
costs in the wake of the Russia-
UKkraine crisis.

In its representation to
finance minister Nirmala
Sitharaman, the Federation of
Indian Export Organisations
(FIEO) has said that the high
freight rates already affected
exportersin 2021 and hurt their
profitability. “We were looking
to the softening of freight
charges in 2022. However, the
recent global developments
have pushed the freight rates
againandwe don’texpect them
to come down in near future,”it
said. “Our MSMEs require little
support in the form of a freight
subsidy scheme, which may be
given for a limited period,” it
added.Of course,exporters con-
cede that shipping costs have
spiralled across the globe and
Indiaisn’tan outlier.

Schools take lead for 12-14 age vaccine push

SUKRITABARUAH
NEW DELHI, MARCH 16

WITH COVID vaccination for chil-
dren aged 12-14 starting on
Wednesday, schools are reaching
out to students in different ways
to get them to register.

Delhi has received more than
6.3 lakh doses of Corbevax. The
Delhi government has designated
140 centres across Delhi, mostly
government schools, for admin-
istering vaccines to this age cate-
gory.

One of these schools is the
Kautilya Sarvodaya Vidyalaya in
Greater Kailash. Principal C S
Verma said the school’s focus is
currently making parents aware
of this and getting their consent.

Some hiccups on day 1, turnout low

“When we started reaching
out to parents and telling them
their children will now be eligible
forvaccination, around 90% were
notaware of this. Our teachers are
reaching out to them over call to
make sure as many as possible
know about this and we are col-
lecting no-objection certificates
from them. Since schools are
open, and we are having 85-90%
attendance, it isn’t too much of a
challenge. It'sa good thing for our
students that we have the centre
right here in our school,” he said.

Awadhesh Jha, principal
Sarvodaya Vidyalaya Rohini
Sector 5, said that though his
school is not one of the centres,
he has decided to take the lead in
vaccinating eligible students.
“After Holi, we will get in touch

with the nearest dispensary and
arrange to take one section of stu-
dents ata time to get them vacci-
nated, so that should be 40-45
students at a time. We have de-
cided to take them from our own
side and do it in bulk instead of
asking parents to individually
make their way to centres. Since
the older children have already
been vaccinated, we don’t antic-
ipate much hesitation from the
side of parents,” he said.
However, most schools are
waiting for guidelines from the
Directorate of Education on what
their role should be. “I haven’t
even been informed which are
the centres. Until we get more
clarity,lam encouraging students
toat least register for the vaccine,”
said the head of a government

school in Outer Delhi.

Private schools are expressing
interest in setting up centres or
camps in their schools. “So far,
we've sent out a message to the
parents. We will also be conduct-
ing orientation sessions for the
upcoming academic session soon
and will be conveying the infor-
mation to them as well. 'm sure
the number of centres will in-
crease soon and that will make it
more convenient for them to get
itdone; we don’t mind our school
becoming a

just around the corner.
“There were five immunisa-
tion centres running in our
district, but no one came. We
will be running 10 sites for
the younger children tomor-
row onwards, and the slots
will become available online
soon. But it is unlikely to pick
up until after Holi,” said an
official from the Southeast
district. Another official from
the Northwest district said
that children came to only
three of their 11 sites for vac-
cination for this age group.
Both the district officials
