Too good to be true: On

accommodating the Rohingya

The announcement on
social media by Urban
Development  Minister
Hardeep Puri, of the Modi
government’s decision to
house about 1,100 Rohingya
migrants now living in
makeshift slums, in flats with
amenities instead, proved “too
good to be true”. Within
hours, Mr. Puri was countered
by the Home Minister’s Office,
which denied any such
intention, instead terming
them “illegal foreigners”. It
said the plan was to keep them
sequestered in their present
homes, which would be
designated as detention
centres while the Government
continued efforts to deport
them to Myanmar. The
announcement itself was
puzzling. Mr. Puri is a senior
Minister and an experienced
diplomat, and his statement
was unequivocal. Not only did
he say that the plan was to
move the migrants from
squalor to apartments built for
the Economically Weaker
Sections on the outskirts of
Delhi, but that they would also
be provided facilities and
protection by the Delhi police
— proof of how India had
always welcomed refugees.
The details Mr. Puri shared, as
well as documents from 2021,
showed that the Government
had indeed been considering
moving the Rohingya, who live
on land donated by an Islamic
charity, after their previous
homes were burnt down.
There has been some
suggestion that the ruling
party faced backlash from its
supporters, including a stern
press statement from the
Vishva Hindu Parishad, and it
would be unfortunate if that
was the principle behind what
appears to be a reversal of
policy.
In broader terms, the

Rohingya housing issue seems
to be an example of the clash
between the Modi
government’s foreign policy
commitments and its domestic
politics. Although, as Mr. Puri
tweeted, India has “respected
and followed” the 1951 UN
convention of refugees — it is
not a signatory — Mr. Modi’s
colleagues such as Home
Minister Amit Shah have
frequently disregarded the
conventions: referring to
migrants as “termites”, stating
in Parliament that India would
“never accept” the Rohingya,
and even violating the UN
principle of non-refoulment by
deporting a Rohingya woman
to Myanmar this year. The
treatment of the Rohingya,
who fled to India in 2012 and
2017 after state-sponsored
ethnic cleansing, has also
been far from the
Government’s much-touted
slogan of “ vasudhaiva
kutumbakam”. The Rohingya
have been driven out of homes
in Rajasthan and Haryana,
stigmatised by local
authorities and intelligence
agencies who accuse them of
criminal and even terrorist
intent. New Delhi has also
failed thus far to play its role
as a “Regional leader” in
convincing Myanmar to
provide its citizen’s homes
and assurances of safety, or
in brokering dialogue between
Dhaka and Naypyidaw to
ensure their return; about a
million Rohingya live in
Bangladesh, and an estimated
40,000 in India (Pakistan and
Saudi Arabia house about
7,00,000 between them). In
the absence of long-term
measures to resolve the issue,
the Government could at least,
as Mr. Puri suggested, provide
the hapless community with
better living conditions, until
their future is secured.

A forced union: On
AIADMK factional feud

The Madras High Court
has restored ‘dual leadership”
in the All India Anna Dravida
Munnetra Kazhagam
(AIADMK) in an order that
amounts to forcing the party’s
recently elected ‘interim
general secretary’, Edappadi
K. Palaniswami, to work jointly
with O. Panneerselvam, who
was ‘expelled’ at a general
council meeting on July 11. On
the face of it, the order of
Justice G. Jayachandran,
declaring the July 11 meeting
void, because it was not
convened by one authorised to
do so, seems to be an
impractical measure. The
court has ordered restoration
of status quo ante as on June
23, the day an earlier general
council meeting was held
without any decision on the
leadership question. This
pushes the party into a
deadlock. The order says
categorically that there shall
be no general council or
executive committee meeting
without the joint consent of
the Coordinator (Mr.
Panneerselvam) and the Joint
Coordinator (Mr.
Palaniswami). It also says
there will be no impediment
in their convening a general
council meeting jointly and
deciding on its affairs,
including the issue of restoring
‘single leadership’. Such a
scenario does not look likely
as Mr. Panneerselvam may not
allow the issue to be taken up.
The outcome is a setback to
Mr. Palaniswami, who may
have thought he has taken full
control with the support of an
overwhelming majority
among general council
members. It is a major boost
for Mr. Panneerselvam as he
gets back his shared
leadership after he was
unseated and expelled.

The court’s order is
based on three grounds: that
the July 11 meeting could not
have been called by the acting

presidium chairman, when the
party rules say only the two
coordinators can do so; that
it was done without giving 15
days’ advance notice, and the
claim that the post of
coordinators had lapsed after
June 23 was without any
basis. However, a moot
question is whether a party
can be run with two leaders
who have fallen out and hold
a de facto veto power over
each other’s decisions. At one
point, the court seems to
question the general council’s
power to make decisions
based on majority when it
asks how a party with 1.50
crore members can suddenly
seek a change in dispensation
with just 2,500 general council
members; and says whether
these 2,500 people truly
reflect the views of all primary
members is something to be
examined. The implications of
this observation are not wholly
clear, but it may be used to
stall or reject any decision
made in this forum. As the
litigation deepens the
AIADMK’s internal crisis, Mr.
Palaniswami has filed an
appeal in the High Court. A
question that arises is whether
warring factions, especially
when one of them is clearly
dominant, can be yoked
together by judicial diktat. The

The West must not test Putin’s resolve

In the history of the
world, the 1962 Cuban Missile
Crisis was the closest mankind
came to Armageddon. Today,
the unpredictability of the
Ukraine war may take the
world closer than ever to
doomsday. It may still appear
to be an unlikely scenario, but
the world could be edging
towards it.

They de-escalated the
crisis in 13 days with both
sides showing restraint. To
avoid  risking  direct
confrontation, the Soviets
even diverted their ships when
the US quarantined the zone
and later shipped home their
offensive weapons from

Cuba. In return, the US
promised not to invade the
island nation and quietly
withdrew the nuclear-armed
missiles that it had installed in
Turkey. Today, the danger is
that Russia, a nuclear
superpower, is at war and the
US has pulled all stops in a
much-| publlmsed attempt to
“inflict pain” as its president,
Joe Biden, said in his first State
of the Union Address. The
West has also employed a
repertoire of crippling
economic sanctions that the
Vladimir Putin said was akin
to “an act of war”. Putin's
warning that if any nation tries
to “hinder” Russia or threaten

it, Moscow's “response will be
immediate”, leading to
consequences “never faced”
by the intervener, has been
largely ignored. Putting his
nuclear forces on “special
combat readiness” also had
little effect. Recognising the
effectiveness of the Western
arms supply, Russia’s Foreign
Minister Sergei Lavrov
declared that any cargo
carrying weapons to Ukraine
could become its “legitimate
targets”.
Biden and the British
Prime Minister Boris Johnson
have become dangerously
confrontational. The former's
public call for a regime change

in Moscow was at best aniill-
advised provocatlon Calling
Putin a “criminal” has earned
the US nothing except
exposing many US presidents
to being similarly described.
Further, it has strengthened
the Kremlin and pushed the
Russian people to rally around
their embattled president. As
French President Emmanuel
Macron remarked, “personal
insults” can only inflame the
situation.

It appears that the US is
intent on delivering Russia the
same blow it landed on its
predecessor, the USSR, after
its intervention in Afghanistan
in 1979. This policy is
dangerous. It may lead to the
situation spinning out of
control. The US, Canada,
Australia, France, Netherlands
and a host of other nations are
shipping large quantities of
sophisticated and heavy
weapons capable of seriously
degrading Russia’s less
sophisticated large artillery
guns, their mainstay in the
war. The guns supplied could
become more lethal as the US
is directing their fire. In
addition, they are providing
real-time intelligence and
engaging in several secret
ways to wreak maximum
destruction of Russian forces.
London on its part is provoking
Ukraine to strike inside
Russia. If the Russian military

suffers heavy damage,
Moscow could have a closer
look at the US policy
undergirding the “National
Security Strategy of the United
States of America 2002". It
reasons that it would be an
act of “self-defence,” to “act
against” “emerging threats
before they are fully formed.”
George W Bush justified
the invasion of Iraq in 2003
asserting that it has the right
of pre-emptive military action
and declared, “We must take
the battle to the enemy,
disrupt his plans and confront
the worst threats before they
emerge. In the world we have
entered, the only path to
safety is the path of action. And
this nation will act.” If Moscow
adopts this doctrine, then it
could claim the right to take
out weapons arriving from
neighbouring NATO countries
using its hypersonic missiles.
It could even use tactical
nuclear weapons in Ukraine.
The Western alliance is
taking a grave risk in assuming
that Russia will not use such
weapons and will continue to
suffer and eventually
withdraw. To anyone who
knows the Russian psyche,
that is a fanciful hope. Moscow
had dropped its no-first-use
policy in 1993 to counter
groupings deploying large
conventional forces against it.
Moscow could be pushed to

use the same logic that the US
did in dropping nuclear bombs
on Hiroshima and Nagasaki
and that it seriously
contemplated using at least on
two occasions when it was
staring at defeat — during the
Korean War and in Vietnam.

Tactical nuclear
weapons with a yield of 0.1 to
1 kiloton were first developed
by the US and NATO deployed
it in the 1950s. Deceptively
named rockets like Honest
John carried these weapons
that had varying yield up to 20
kilotons (the bomb dropped in
Hiroshima had a 16-kiloton
yield).

Scholars like Henry
Kissinger, former US secretary
of state, and Robert Osgood,
professor and adviser to US
president Ronald Reagan,
argued that the West could
take on the Soviet Union using
these weapons in “limited
nuclear wars” without
resorting to the “threats of
massive retaliation”.

The effectiveness of this
doctrine has, however, not
been tested. It would be
unwise on the part of Biden
and the Western alliance to
escalate the Ukrainian crisis
by waging a proxy war with a
nuclear superpower that
suffers conventional arms
asymmetry. It would not be
prudent to test the limits of
Putin’s resolve.

Weird, cool and edgy? These phones

When Sony Ericsson
launched the Xperia Pureness
in 2009, it was marketed as
the world’s first phone with a
transparent display. Although
it wasn't a commercial
success, its see-through
display was enough to pique
interest in the phone, which
many considered flawed
otherwise. That era gave us
many experimental phones
with brands such as LG and
Nokia taking the lead. Today,

things are a little different.
The commodification of
smartphones means brands
are less willing to take risks
and refuse to get outside their
comfort zone. While they are
able to grow the business at
scale, what's missing is a little
more imagination to create
phones that are bold and
different. After years of lying
low, it appears that some
brands are coming out of the
