In the first quarter (the company fol-
lowsan October to September financial
year), its paid users went up by 2% to
38.3 million from 37.6 million at the end
ofthe September quarter.

However, core Disney+ subscribers
dropped by 1% to 46.1 million. The Dis-
ney+ Hotstar service has seen a steady
decline in its subscriber base in recent
months. It had 61.3 million subscribers
at the end of September 2022 but wit-
nessed a dip since Disney Star lost the
digital rights to stream IPL last year to
rival Viacoml8. Disney had said in its
quarterly earnings report last August
that it had lost more than 12 million
streaming subscribersin India in three
months due to the result of customer
cancellations after losing IPL rights.

However, the company continuesto
hold other sportsrightsin the country.

$7.5 billion in cost savings as we con-
tinue to look for further efficiency
opportunities across the company,”
chiefexecutive officer Bob Iger said dur-
ing an earnings call.

InQl, Disney+Hotstar Arpu (average
monthly revenue per user) increased
from $0.70 to $1.28 due to higheradver-
tising revenue and increases in retail
pricing, partially offset by a higher mix
of subscribers from lower-priced mar-
kets, the company said.

Amediaindustry expert pointed out
that onereason forsports-related losses
was the phasing of cost for eight-year
ICCrightswhere almost 40% of the total
rights value was placed on the last event
of the cycle in 2023, which fell in this
quarter. “The other reason for this
expanded loss is the high allocation of
rights fee, over 80%, to the linear busi-
ness,” the person added.

Walt Disney that has collaborated
with Fox Corp and Warner Bros Discov-
ery to create anew sports streaming ser-
vice, has also invested $1.5 billion to
acquire an equity stake in Epic Games.
Thetransaction is subject to customary
closing conditions, including regulatory
approvals.

“benign” this year, and
the government’s infrastruc-
ture spending to boostjobsand
incomes, bolstering consump-
tion of essential items, said a
top executive at the packaged
foods company.

“I'thinkin overall terms, this
year looks to be more benign as
far as food inflation is con-
cerned. And therefore one is
expecting that with an infusion
ofinvestment, of incomesinto
the economy, there will be
signsofan uptick,” Suresh Nar-
ayanan, chairman and manag-
ing director, Nestlé India, told
reporters at the company’s
head office in Gurugram.

“Since thereiseconomicsta-
bility and a lot of programmes
are being put around infra-
structure investment—311 tril-
lion hasbeen commiitted in the
last vote-on-account budget
that we've had—all this will def-
initely add to employment and
to incomes. A lot of it will be
flowing into consumption of
essentials,” he added.

Overall household con-
sumption is seeing a duality—
with more affluent Indians lap-

pingup premium goods while
middle-income householdsare
showing some “signs of stress”,
headded.

“Overall, if you look at
demand, there are some stress
pointsthere. It’s fair to say that
thelast festival season wasn’t as
buoyant as expected. People
were expecting a lot more
buoyancy in consumption.
During the Diwali period,
maybe people bought more
carsand more luxury items, but
the (demand for) common
man’s products was relatively
muted...I think there is a phe-
nomenon that oneisnoticing—
there are polaritiesnow devel-
oping, that is, boom in premi-
umization and tepidnessin the
mainstream,” he said.

Nestlé Indiareported its full-

year and fourth-quarter earn-
ings on Wednesday. Its full-
year revenue from operations
jumped 13% year-on-year to
touchX19,126.30 crore.

The company reported a
full-year volume growth of
5%-6%. For the three months
ended 31 December, the com-
pany reported an 8% jump in
revenues to 34,600 crore. Net
profit for the quarter rose 4.3%.

Meanwhile,commenting on
commodity inflation, the com-
pany said coffee prices con-
tinue to be volatile and are his-
torically high due to limited
availability. Healthy milk flush
in winter is expected to keep
prices stable. Commodities
such as wheat and rice are sta-
ble as of now. Rain deficit is
expected toimpact the produc-
tion of maize, sugar, oil seeds
and spices that may impact
pricing, the maker of Maggi
noodles and sauces said.

Narayanan said that while
the headline inflation is cer-
tainly down, food inflation con-
tinuestobe choppy. “Ido hope
overallinflation levels are cer-
tainly down as compared with
2023 and as compared with
2022.0ne hopesthatifthereis
stability in some of the com-
modity prices then you might
start seeing the uptick in con-
sumption,” he added.
