As bird flu continuesto grow, a high—

"Sugar, onions and basmati rice, we
are in need of all. Our domestic rice pro-
duction meets just 65 per cent of our
requirement, while demand for basmati
riceis rising and India can allocate some
quantitics for Malaysia cven if there is
an overall ban," Ghani told reporters.

The minister, who also met Union
Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh
Chouhan, expressed his country's desire
tosh pertise, seeds and
to make India’s National Mission on
Edible Oils-0il Palm (NMEO-OP) a suc-
cess.

Under NMEO-OP, the Centre has tar-
geted Lo domestically produce around
2.8-3.0 million tonnes of palm oil by
2032-33. This will help in bringing down
import reliance by that much amount.

This is because while one gets
0.5 tonnes of vil from one hectare of soy-
beans, and 0.8-0.9 tonnes of oil from one
hectare of rapeseed or sunflower seed,
one can get as much as 3.3 tonnes of oil
from one hectare of oil palm,” Ghani
said.
