WITH PASSENGER VEHICLE,
two-wheeler and tractor seg-
ments underperforming, the
overallautomobileretails regis-
tered a decline in July in com-
parison to the same month last
year. Although sales were
expected to relatively improve
going forwardwith thearrival of
the festive season, erratic mon-
soon and tensions between
China and Taiwan have raised
fresh concerns.

Cumulative retail sales,
including those of passenger
