New Delhi: With the Election
Commission announcing the
dates for Gujarat assembly
polls, BJP is gearing up to not
only register a record seventh
straight victory but also im-
prove its tally as the issues it
faced in the 2017 state polls
seem to have faded and also its
traditional challenger, Con-
gress, looks subdued and adrift
compared to the momentum it
had generated last time.

The saffron party has been
undefeated for the past 27
vears, having won all state polls
since 1995. The party faced a
tough challenge in 2017 but it
pulled oft a surprise win with
nearly 50% of the votes al-
though with a reduced margin.

However, issues it faced in
2017 including the state-wide
outburst of anger among the
Patidar community, restless-

The partv feels that it faces
no real risk, and is banking on
the performance of its govern-
ments at the Centre and in
state, the charisma of Naren-
dra Modiand the welfare initia-
tives of the Centre, to continue
its uninterrupted run in the
PM’s home state.

The fishermen who had up-
ped the ante against the Bhadb-
hutdam over Narmada have al-
