Be prepared for any challenge that may
come your way: Rajnath to armed forces

NEW DELHI

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh on
Saturday said efforts are being made
to resolve the differences on the Line
of Actual Control (LAC) in eastern
Ladakh through dialogue with China
and that the process of disengage-
ment has been completed at some
places. In an address to the armed
forces on the eve of the 75th Inde-
pendence Day, Singh said the dimen-
sions of secunty are constantly
changing in the evolving environ-
ment and called upon the three serv-
ices to be prepared for any challenge
that may come their way.

"I call upon you to be prepared for
any challenge that may come your
‘way. [ assure you that the government
is ready and will continue to always
meet your and your loved ones'
needs,” he said, in comments that
came in the backdrop of the deterio-
rating security scenario in
Afghanistan.

Singh said the Indian civilisation
has always been peaceful since an-
cient times, but peace is not possible
without power.

"If non-violence is our ultimate
duty, protecting the integrity of the
nation is equally important. There-

fore, we are ready to sacr].ﬁce any-
thing for unity and integrity of the
nation," he said.

"In order to maintain peace and
prosperity in the country, it is neces-
sary that you should be alert and
aware in protecting the nation wher-
ever you are in water, land or sky," he
said.

The defence minister also said that
the situation along the Line of Con-

trol in Jammu and Kashmir re-

mained in check over the last year
due to vigilance and indomitable val-
our of the Indian armed forces.
"Ceasefire violations have also come
down since February 2021. The infil-
tration from across the border has
stopped due to vigilance of the armed
forces and para-military forces," he
said in the address aired on All India
Radio.

sentatives from Thackeray-
led Shiv Sena were ob-
structing these works, the
senior BJP leader said.

THREE GMC EMPLOYEES KILLED AS HYDRAULIC CRANE BREAKS

Three employees of Gwalior Munic-
ipal Corporation were Killed on Sat-
urday morning when a hydraulic
crane broke, the officials of the civic
body said.

Sitting in the trolley bucket of hy-
draulic crane, four employees were
hoisting the national flag at a gov-

ernment building on the premises
of Maharaj Bada to celebrate Inde-
pendence Day on Sunday. Those who
lost their lives were Pradeep Ra-
Jjouria, Kuldeep Dandotia and Vinod
Sharma. Three other employees, in-
cluding the operator of the engine,
were critically injured. The crane
broke at three places-jack, boom ex-
tension and trolley bucket.

Chief Minister Shivraj Singh
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Chouhan announced Rs 4 lakh ex
gratia to the next kin of the deceased
and government job to a family
member. He also announced that Rs
50,000 would be given to the injured.
"The incident occurred when the
employees of the corporation were
hoisting the national flag. Three peo-
ple died and the condition of anoth-
er employee was stated to be critical,
SP Amit Sanghi said.

They now control about 23 of Afghanistan's 34
provinces, leaving the Western-backed government with
a smattering of provinces in the center and east, as well
as the capital, Kabul.

On Saturday, the Taliban captured all of Logar
province, just south of Kabul, and detained local offi-
cials, said Hoda Ahmadi, a lawmaker from the province.
She said the Taliban have reached the Char Asyab dis-
trict, just 11 kilometers (7 miles) south of the capital.

Later, the insurgents took over Mihterlam, the capital
of Laghman province, northeast of Kabul, without a
fight, according to Zefon Safi, a lawmaker from the
province. Afghan President Ashraf Ghani had flown to
Mazar-e-Sharif on Wednesday to rally the city's defens-
es, meeting with several militia commanders, including
Dostum and Noor.

On Saturday, Ghani delivered a televised speech, his
first public appearance since the recent Taliban gains.
He vowed not to give up the “achievements” of the 20
years since the U.S. toppled the Taliban after the 9/11 at-
tacks.

The US has continued holding peace talks between the
government and the Taliban in Qatar this week, and the
international community has warned that a Taliban
government brought about by force would be shunned.
But the insurgents appear to have little interest in mak-
ing concessions as they rack up victories on the battle-
field.

“We have started consultations, inside the government
with elders and political leaders, representatives of dif-
ferent levels of the community as well as our interna-
tional allies,” Ghani said. “Soon the results will be
shared with you,” he added, without elaborating further.

Hours later; his forces suffered one of the biggest set-
backs since the Taliban offensive began. Mazar-e-Sharif,
home to a famous blue-tiled Muslim shrine, was a
stronghold of the Northern Alliance, ethnic militias
‘who helped the U.S. topple the Taliban in 2001

In 1997, as many as 2,000 Taliban fighters were cap-
tured and killed by forces loyal to Mohammed Mohagqiq,
a Shiite Hazara leader, and his ethnic Uzbek allies. The
following year, the Taliban returned and killed thou-
sands of Hazaras in Mazar-e-Sharif in a revenge attack.

Twitter unlocks accounts...

In a statement, a Twitter spokesperson said, “As part of
the appeal process, Rahul Gandhi has submitted a copy
of the formal consent letter to use the referenced image
via our India Grievance Channel.” The US based com-
pany spokesperson said, “we have followed the neces-
sary due diligence process to review the appeal in order
to protect the safety and privacy of the affected individ-
uals.” “We have updated our enforcement action based
on the consent provided by the people depicted in the
image. The Tweet is now withheld in India and the
account access has been restored,” the spokesperson
said. “As explained in our Country Withheld Policy, it
‘may be necessary to withhold access to certain content
in accordance with valid legal provisions under the
Indian law(s). The withholding actions are limited to
the specific jurisdiction or country where the content is
determined to be unlawful and remains available else-
‘where. Details of the withheld content is published on
Lumen notice,” the spokesperson said.

Bombay HC stays...

The Rules went beyond the scope of the main IT Act
and also the ‘reasonable restrictions' on freedom of
speech and expression allowed by Article 19 (2) of the
Constitution, the petitioners said. The HC, however, re-
fused to stay clause 14 that pertains to the setting up of
an inter-ministerial committee with powers to regulate
online content and deal with grievances and breach of
rules, and clause 16 which is about blocking of online
content in case of an emergency.

As such a committee was yet to be formed, it did not
see any reason to stay clauses 14 and 16 at present, the
court said. The HC also did not stay sub-clause (2) of
clause 9 which provides for action in case of the con-
travention of any law in force for the time being.

The petitioners had sought an interim stay on the im-
plementation of the new IT Rules till the court gives its
final decision in the matter.

trustees and stakeholders)
will not let this happen.”
Bhatt, 88, told FP, “We have

maintained as is.” She says
the Trust is in constant
touch with the authorities
and “we have been assured
that the place would be pro-
tected.” Besides, Elaben
says, “One thing we have
conveyed right away is that
we don’t want any arms-
wielding security personnel
onthe campus, which would
be ironic at the Gandhi
Ashram.”

In a statement earlier in
the week, all the members
of the Sabarmati Ashram
Preservation and Memori-
al Trust had stated what
Bhatt insisted. Among oth-
er things, the press state-
ment reads: “The Ashram
should always remain a
‘message to the world which
reminds all of us of Gand-
hiji’s call for attention to
the last person, his ideas of
simplicity, economy and
frugality in all matters and
in his respect for nature
and for each one of our fel-
low human beings.”
