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NCLT seeks Zee reply to
Invesco’s plea by Oct 7

T
he Mumbai Bench of the
National Company Law
Tribunal (NCLT) has given
time till October 7 to Zee

EntertainmentEnterprises (ZEEL) to
file its reply to the Invesco
Developing Markets Fund applica-
tion against the company.

This comes after Zee argued that
it should be given enough time to
reply to the application. This is
because it was under the impression
that the arguments put forth by
Invesco were for an ad-interim relief
and not final disposal of the matter.

The tribunal has now adjourned
thematter to October 7.

ZEEL, represented by Navroz
Seervai, argued that the application
moved by Invesco and OFI Global
ChinaFundLLCshouldbedismissed
on the grounds that they are seeking
a final relief in thematter in the garb
of an ad-interim relief. This, ZEEL
said, can’t begrantedwithout the full
hearing or at the interim stage. Also,
he argued that the tribunal cannot
grantamandatoryad-interim injunc-
tion in the present case because that
may result in an alteration of the
status quo.

This comes after Invesco on
Monday asked the tribunal to pass a
“mandatory order” directing Zee to
call anextraordinarygeneralmeeting
(EGM). Invesco also sought the
appointment of a retired high court
judgeunderwhosechairmanship the
EGMcould be held.

The tribunal said all the respon-
dents in the case — ZEEL, Puneet
Goenka, and the board of directors
— are aware of the arguments put
forthby theapplicants—Invescoand
OFI Global China Fund. Hence, only

a simple counter is expected to be
filed by the respondents.

Zee has opposed the application
of Invesco asking NCLT to direct
ZEEL tohold anEGMon jurisdiction
issues. It has alsomoved theBombay
High Court seeking relief on the
grounds that the requisition notice
of Invesco and OFI Global China
Fund LLC is invalid, unlawful, and
cannot be legally carried and imple-
mented.

Further, it said in its petition

before the high court, that the NCLT
cannot decide on the validity of the
requisition notice and it is the high
court only that can decide on the
matter.

Post-Tuesday’s hearing, a Zee
Spokesperson said, “As per the deci-
sion taken by the board of the com-
pany, which was communicated on
October 1, and as per their guidance,
thecompanyhasalreadymovedhigh
court to declare that the requisition
notice sentby InvescoandOFIGlobal
as invalid. The company will con-
tinue to take all the necessary steps
that are in the best interest of all its
shareholders.”

Janak Dwarkadas, appearing for
OFI Global China Fund LLC, argued
that ZEEL is indulging in forum
shopping as the company is fighting
abattle in twocourts and the tribunal
should deal with this approach
firmly.

He said Zee not deciding to hold
an EGM under Section 98 of the
CompaniesAct of 2013automatically
gets triggered as it is impracticable
for the two funds to hold an EGM on
their own. Hence, the NCLT should
direct them to call the EGM, he
argued.

Dwarkadas further said that Zee
held a board meeting on October 1,
and on the same day, it moved the
high court with an annexure of 420
pages. Also, the company sought
legal opinion on the matter from
eminent lawyers and retired judges
before the board meeting was held.
This implies that it had pre-decided
to reject the requisition request of the
two global funds.

Opposing the argument that the
requisition request is invalid or ille-
gal, Dwarkadas said validity of the
requisition notice can be judged on
numerical and procedural grounds.

Abu Dhabi Investment Authority
(ADIA)-backed Lake Shore India
Advisory is in talks with US-based
private equity fund manager
ApolloGlobalManagement to raise
$100-million (~740crore) debt. The
proceeds will be used to fund the
acquisition of Viviana Mall in
Thane onMumbai’s outskirts, said
a source in the know.

Lake Shore is buying Viviana
Mall from Singapore’s GIC and
Ashwin Sheth group for ~2,000
crore, said the source.

“Lake Shore is planning to fund
themall acquisition throughequity
and debt. Talks with Apollo Global
Management are at an advanced
stage,” said the source.

When contacted, Ashwin Puri,
director of Lakeshore said, “As a
policy,wedonot commentonmar-
ket speculation.”

Apollo GlobalManagement did
not offer any comment on the
matter.AshwinSethgroup spokes-
person also did not comment. A
mail sent to GIC did not elicit any
response.

Lake Shore has a operational
mall in Gurugram and malls in
Vasai, Pune, Hyderabad and
Ahmedabad under various stages
ofdevelopmentwithabout 3.2mil-
lion sq ft of retail space. LakeShore
floated a fund to buildmallswhere
ADIA is themain investor.

Viviana Mall is spread on a 13-
acre landparcel inThane’sPokhran

Road and has a total lease area of
1.7million sq ft.

Last year, Apollo lent $500mil-
lion to Piramal Capital & Housing
Finance in one of the biggest such
deals in thehousing finance space.
Apollo came as a senior lender in
some of the developer loans of
Piramal and got first right on proj-
ects cash flows.

Apollo had also invested over
~300crore inapremiumresidential
development project of realty
developer Transcon Developers
earlier this year, said reports.

Apollo manages $472 billion of
funds globally of which credit
forms the largest chunkwitha$329
billion book.

Maps will
need to consider a three-dimen-
sional view of the world as aerial
mobility models such as drones
becomemoremainstream.

Maps also need to incorporate

near real-time satellite imagery to
provide a better understanding of
roadquality aswell as improvements
such as avoiding poorly lit streets at
night.Also, autonomousdrivingwill
needHDand 3Dmaps thatwill offer
better visualisation, dynamic real-
timeupdatesbasedonroad, and traf-
fic andweather conditions.

Enhanced geo-spatial services
can improveurbanplanning, includ-
ing road networks and better public
transportation, and pre-empt con-
gestion spots.

“We have the data and expertise
tobuild thisutilisingourdeepunder-
standingof consumermovements as
well as our network of 2, 3 and 4Ws
(wheelers),” said Aggarwal.
