Mumbai, August 24
(UNI) : A recent survey
by The Association of
Physicians of India (API)
and Ipsos, among adults
aged 50 years and older in
16 cities, their caregivers
and doctors has revealed
that although 71 per cent
of adults aged above 50
years are aware of adult
vaccination, only 16 per
cent have taken any adult
vaccines. A majority of
doctors surveyed (90 per
cent stated that a lack of
formal guidelines results
in a lack of interest and
adoption of vaccination
by patients, a press release
said here on Thursday.

In Mumbai, 73 per cent
of adults aged 50 or older
are aware of adult
vaccination, but only 11
per cent of them have
taken any adult vaccines.
If  advised to get
vaccinated, a significant
number of adults aged 50
or older (50 per cent) and
their caregivers (20 per
cent) would trust their
doctor ’s word, the
findings showed. Doctors
in Mumbai have
recommended adult
vaccines to only nine per
cent of ageing adults and
only to those who ask for
them.

More than half (53 per
cent) of adults above the
age of 50 say they will
check with family or friends
before taking an adult
vaccine despite doctor's
recommendation. Doctors
from the West zone have
expressed concerns about
the lack of patient
receptivity towards adult
vaccination, affordability
of adult vaccines and lack
of the information about
adult vaccination
available, the release

added. Dr Agam Vora,
secretary, API, said,
“Measures need to be
taken to increase the

confidence of doctors in
recommending vaccination
for adults aged 50 years or
older."

Mumbai, August 24 (UNI) : Veteran Bollywood and
Marathi film actress Seema R. Deo passed away here
following a prolonged illness, family sources said on
Thursday.

Seema Deo (81) was suffering from Alzheimer's
disease and other disorders and breathed her last at a
private hospital this morning. Survived by her husband,
well-known actor Ramesh Deo, and their sons, actor
Ajinkya and director Abhinay.

She was born in Mumbai as Nalini Saraf and has acted
in nearly 90 Hindi and Marathi movies in a career spanning
over six decades from the black-and-white to the colour
era of the Indian film industry.

She is hugely remembered for her major role in the
musical blockbuster "Anand" (1971), along with her
husband Ramesh and Amitabh Bachchan, among other
actors.

EOW summons
MMRDA official in

Mumbai, August 24 (UNI) : The Economic Offences
Wing (EOW) of Mumbai police investigating, the financial
irregularities in jumbo Covid centers in city suburb, has
summoned Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development
Authority (MMRDA) officials for questioning.

The EOW’s special investigation team (SIT), which
scrutinised the BMC contracts to vendors, suppliers and
manpower management services for jumbo centres, has
detected several irregularities in payments at inflated costs
to select favoured contractors. It has now asked MMRDA
to provide details of the contracts awarded for makeshift
Covid hospitals at BKC and Malad in suburbs. It may be
recalled that earlier Shiv Sena (UBT) Leader Sujit Patka and
two others were 2 arrested in the same scam.

District administrations
providing free food to relief
camp inmates: Himachal CM

Shimla, August 24 (UNI) : Himachal Pradesh Chief Minister Thakur Sukhvinder
Singh Sukhu on Thursday said the state government was providing all possible
help to the people stranded in relief camps following road blockades in rain and
landslide hit Kullu and Mandi districts. He said the state government was making
earnest efforts to restore the roads and bring normalcy. Until then the district
administrations concerned have been directed to make adequate arrangements
for the food and shelter of the stranded people free of cost.

The Chief Minister said the National Highway between Mandi and Kullu
has been severely impacted due to heavy landslip near Pandoh and it would
take some time to restore it. The district administration has set up two relief
camps along the stretch of Pandoh and Aut in Mandi district.

On Wednesday food packets were distributed to over 800 people in these
relief camps whereas additional 150 individuals were being provided food at
Bajaura relief camp in Kullu.

Sukhu said various voluntary organisations, including the Red Cross Society,
and local people were also coming forward to distribute food and other essentials,
for which necessary arrangements have been put in place at all the relief camps.
