records of patients as well as
doctors. Security researchers
had been trying to pin down
the group of hackers operating
under the shadow of Belltrox
for years. The earliest
identified victim goes back to
2017. Before the Delhi-based
firm was identified, security
researchers even had code
words to describe what
seemed to be eerily similar
hacking attempts: Dark Basin
hackers, mercenary armada.

Cyber hacking has stolen
millions from people
worldwide, and not just
money. People’s personal
information has been leaked.
Hacking violates Article 21,
which deals with the right to
life and personal liberty, which
includes the right to live in

dignity, according to
constitutional norms.
Furthermore, hacking

infringes on an individual's
right to privacy, which is now
a basic right. What we need
is to educate employees on the
emerging cyber attacks with
security awareness training
and keep all software and
systems updated from time to
time with the latest security
patches.

the second project is to build
68 km four or six lane from
Bhavnagar to Bharuch. A
bridge of approximately 30
kilometers long will also be
built in the sea.

Both projects will create a
new expressway (corridor)
with a total length of 316 km,
although the details of
whether the existing route
from Jamnagar to Rajkot and
Rajkot to Bhavnagar will be
renovated and included in the
project or the route will be
changed are not yet available.

The Union Ministry of
Roads and Transport issued
tenders for DPR (Detailed
Project Reports) of both the
projects in Gujarat, the bid
was announced on June 26
and the bid deadline was
November 4.

A total of 15 consultant
companies have bid for both
projects in Gujarat. 12
companies have bid for
Jamnagar-Rajkot-Bhavnagar
Expressway and 3 companies
have bid for Bhavnagar-
Bharuch Expressway.

Currently, technical evaluation
of all these bids is going on.
Later, among the qualified
bidders, the lowest bidder will
be assigned the task of
surveying. The company has
to prepare the DPR within 540

days.
This project will reduce
the distance between

Saurashtra and Surat and
Mumbai. At present, if you
want to go to Surat from
Saurashtra, you have to go via
Bagodara or Vadodara. The
distance from Jamung to Surat
on this route is approximately
527 kilometers. Now if the
new Jamnagar-Bhavnagar-
Bharuch expressway is built,
the distance between
Jamnagar and Surat will be
reduced to 392 km. Similarly,
the distance between Rajkot
and Surat, which is currently
approximately 436 km, will be
reduced by 117 km to 319 km.
While the current distance
from Somnath to Surat via
Vadodara is 627 km, it will be
reduced by 215 km to just
412 km.
