Rural students do not have 
a  c o m p u t e r ,  l a p t o p ,  o r  
smartphone required for online 
education. Internet facilities, 
wifi and broadband are not 
available in all areas. These 
facilities are very rare, especially 
in villages."The statement 
added, "A 2017-18 report found 
that only 4.4 per cent of rural 
households and 23.4 per cent of 
u r b a n  h o u s e h o l d s  h a v e  
computers and only 14.9 per cent 
of rural areas and 42 per cent of 
urban areas have internet 
access."

New Delhi Awave of grief swept across the 
country as the mortal remains of the soldiers 
who laid down their lives fighting the 
Chinese Army in Galwan Valley in Ladakh 
were taken to their native places on 
Wednesday.For many of the bereaved 
families the agonising wait started on 
Tuesday evening when they were informed 
by senior Army officials about the death of 20 
soldiers in the violent clashes with the 
Chinese army along the Line of Actual 
Control (LAC) in Ladakh a day earlier.

Twenty Indian Army personnel, including a 
commanding officer (CO), were killed in a 
fierce clash with Chinese troops in the 
Galwan Valley in eastern Ladakh on Monday 
night, the biggest military confrontation in 
over five decades that has significantly 
escalated the already volatile border standoff 
in the region.

In heart-wrenching scenes reminiscent of the 
aftermath of the 2019 Pulwama terror attack 
in which 40 CRPF personnel were killed, 
coffins of soldiers arrived in several states for 
t he  l a s t  r i t e s  w i th  fu l l  mi l i t a ry  
honours.Among those killed, five soldiers 
were from Bihar, four from Punjab, two each 
from Odisha, Jharkhand and West Bengal 
and one each from Chhattisgarh, Himachal 
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and 
Telangana.

Mumbai In the absence of a large migrant 
workforce owing to the Covid-19 crisis, 
MMRDA( Mumbai Metropolitan Regional 
Development Authority) has advertised 
vacancies for around 16 thousand workers in 
various capacities.In an advertisement put 
out on June 15, the agency has expressed the 
need for both skilled and unskilled labour 
force.The advertisement says that there is a 
need for 16,726 workers for the various 
projects undertaken by MMRDA. These 
include the need for 274 masons, 2,678 
carpenters, 366 steel fitters, 3,359 bar 
bending and fixing fitters, 423 welders, 2,167 
e l ec t r i c i ans  and  7 ,459  unsk i l l ed  
labourers.The advertisement says, “Owing 
to Covid-19 lockdown, many skilled and 
unskilled workforce left for their native 
places which has resulted in shortage at the 
hands of the contractors and the work is 
undertaken is getting effected at various 
places like Mumbai, Thane, Palghar and 
Raigarh districts.”

The advertisement also says that the Chief 
Minister of Maharashtra Uddhav Thackeray 
has ordered that the work generated owing to 
the current crisis be provided to the skilled 
and unskilled workforce of Maharashtra.

The advertisement says that the workforce 
working under various contractors will be 
taken care of and shelter would be provided 
to them.“Water, electricity will be provided 
for free... Free transport will be provided to 
the place of work as well...Additional funds 
would be provided to the small contractors to 
arrange for food for the workforce...The 
responsibility of safety, medical and 
insurance will rest with the main contractor.” 
it said.Further, 1 month of free skill training 
to those who don’t have the required skills for 
the job but are willing to provide services. 
MMRDA official, however, expressed doubt 
whether that would be possible.Another 
MMRDA official on the condition of 
anonymity said, “Many migrants labourers 
are now wanting to come back from their 
native places and the contractors are also 
willing to send buses to pick them up as the 
work is being impacted.”

New Delhi Coronavirus cases in India 
continued to rise sharply on Thursday as the 
country reported its highest single-day jump 
with over 12,000 cases.According to the 
health ministry’s website, a total number of 
12,881 cases were reported in the last 24 
hours, taking the total number of cases 
registered so far in the country have gone up 
to 3,66,946.India’s death toll from 
coronavirus also went up after 334 fresh 
deaths were reported in the last 24 hours. The 
country now has 12,237 deaths due to the 
deadly virus.

However, there is some good news as well. 
India’s recovery rate seems to be improving 
in comparison to the mortality rate. A total of 
1,94,324 people have recovered after 
contracting the virus and there are currently 
1,60,384 active cases in the country.

Maharashtra continues to be the worst-
affected state in terms of rising cases. The 
state has so far recorded 1,16, 752 
coronavirus cases, of which 51,935 are 
active cases. The state has registered over 
5,600 deaths.Meanwhile, cases in Delhi are 
also rising sharply and the national capital 
now has nearly 28,000 active cases. It has 
recorded over 1,900 deaths.

On Wednesday, Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi urged to state authorities to save more 
lives by rapidly expanding testing capacity. 
He also appealed to the nation to fight the 
stigma associated with the virus and not 
panic.
