TATA GROUP AIRLINE Air
India Express on Tuesday
announced the introduction
of cabin baggage-only fare
category “Xpress Lite”. This
marks a fresh attempt after
years by a domestic carrier to
unbundle the check-in bag-
gage service forlower fare cat-
egories, a prevalent practice
among low-cost carriers
(LCCs) in various aviation
markets, including Europe
and Southeast Asia.

“Xpress Lite fares enable
guests who prefer travelling
without check-in baggage to
make the most of fares which
arelower thanregularfares,”Air
India Express said in a state-
ment.“Xpress Check-In enables
flyers to avoid queues at coun-
ters and baggage belts and
comes with a complimentary
+3 kg cabin baggage allowance
inaddition to significantly dis-
counted pre-booked prices for
+15 kg and +20 kg check-in
baggage allowances to ensure
the maximum flexibility and
convenience for guests book-
ing on Xpress Lite fares,” the
statement said, adding that
this fare category will only be
available on the airline’s web-
siteand mobile application.

The PC shipments to retail
outlets or carriers fell last
year, owing to weakness in
demand from both con-
sumers as well as the enter-
prise segments, high channel
inventory and pessimism in
the market,largelyin the first
half of 2023, analysts said.

The consumer segment
declined by 3.1% year-on-
year (y-o-y) and the commer-
cial segment declined by
9.7% y-o0-y due to reduced
demand from enterprises.
