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4. Based on our review conducted as above, except for the possible effects of the matter 
described in the paragraph 5 below "Basis for qualified conclusion" and read with our 
comments in paragraph 7 below "Emphasis of Matter", nothing has come to our 
attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement of unaudited 
financial results prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement 
principles laid down in the applicable Ind AS as prescribed under Section 133 of the 
Companies Act,2013 read with relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting 
principles generally accepted in India, has not disclosed the information required to be 
disclosed in terms of Regulation 33of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure 
Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended, including the manner in which it is to be 
disclosed, or that it contains any naterial nisstatement. 

5. Basis for qualified conclusion 

a) We draw your attention to Note 11 to the accompanying financial results regarding non -
provision of interest expense ofRs. 648.34 lakl1s on tle borrowings from Srei Equipment Finance 
Linited for tlhe quarter ended 30tlh September,2023 (Cumulative non- provision for the year Rs. 
1289.64 lakl1s for six montl1s ended 30th Septenber, 2023) wlhich is not in nccordance witlh tle 
reguirements of Ind AS 23: Borrowing Costs read witlh Ind AS 109: Financial Instruments. 
This las resulted understatement of finance cost to tlhe extent with consequential impact on otlher 
reported financials along witlh non- provision of Cumulative TDS liability in this regard of Rs. 
128.96 lakl1s. 

Had the aforesaid interest expense been recognized, the finance cost for the quarter ended 
30September, 2023 vould have been Rs. 1450.26 lak1s instead of Rs. 801.92 lakl1s. Tlhe total 
expenses for tlhe quarter ended 30% September, 2023 would have been Rs. 3432.67 lakl1s instead of 
Rs. 2784.33 laklts. Tle Net loss after tax for the quarter ended 30September, 2023 would have 
been Rs. 1934.33 lakl1s instead of loss of Rs. 1285.99 lakl1s. Total conmprelenstve Loss for the 
quarter ended 30Septentber, 2023 tvould have been Rs. 1934.60aki1s instead of reported anount 
of Loss of Rs. 1286.26laki1s. Other Equity as on 30%September, 2023 would have been Rs. 
(8742.74) Lakhsinstead of reported amount of Rs.(7453.10) Lakis and Other current fnancial 
liability as on 30%September, 2023 would have been Rs.10097.09 Lakts instend of reported 
amount of Rs.8807.45 Lakhs. Other Current Liability as on 30September, 2023 would lave 
been Rs. 20988.29lak1s instead of Rs. 20859.33 laklhs. 

b) In the matter of Sarga Udaipur Hotels & Resorts Private Limited, a subsidiary of the company, 
as stated in Note 7 to tlhe financial result, that the Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal 
("NCLT"), Kolkata Benc, admitted the Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process ("CIRP") 

under the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (IBC) against Sarga Udaipur Hotels & 
Resorts Private Limited and CIRP is initiated vide order dated 29th April, 2022. 
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In view of tlhe admission of tlhe above subsidiary in NCLT and CIRP process, we are unable to 
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omment on the extent of realisability of its value of investment of Rs. 195.00 lakh and interest 

free loan of Rs. 1,865.79 lakhs receivable from above subsidiary. 

Siilarly, we are also unable to comment on tle extent of realisability of investment of Rs. 

300.00 lakh and loan of Rs. 720.79 laklh (including interest) receivable from Shristi Urban 

Infrastructure Development Limited, being subsidiary of the contpany (which is the holding 

company of Sarga Udaipur Hotels & Resorts Private Limited, a company under CIRP as 

mentioned above), The consequential effect of tlhe above, on the standalone financial results for 

tlhe quarter and halfyear ended 30Septeniber, 2023 is not ascertainable. 

c) As stated in Note 8to the financial result regarding corporate guarantee of Rs. 72,522.05 

lakh1given by the Conpany for loan granted by the lenders to its Subsidiary, Sarga Hotel Private 

Linited and corporate guarantee of Rs. 25,355.63 laki1sgiven toits erstwlhile associate, Suasth 
Health Care Foundation. In view of the admission of the both the above companies in 

Hon.bleNCLT, the consequential effect due to probable invocation of the above guarantees on the 
standalone financial results for the quarterand half year ended 30tSeptember, 2023 is not 
ascertainable. 

d) In respect of Asian Healthcare Services Limited, las not commenced any business operation since 
its incorporation in the year 2004 and has reported accunulated losses, there is an apparent 
indication of impairnent in value of outstanding balance of loan of Rs. 140.34 lak1s as on 
30.09.2023. Hovever, investnent in equity shares of aforesaid company has been sold last year 
(2022-23). Provision for impairment of aforesaid outstanding amnount of loan of Rs. 140.34 lakhs 
has not been made. This miglht have consequential inmpact on the reported financials. 

6. Material Uncertainty Related to Going Concern 

We draw your atention to Note No. 16 to the financial results regarding preparation of the 
financial statements on going concern basis, for the reason mentioned therein. The company has 
incurred losses during consecutive three years including loss for the quarter and lalf year ended 
30th September, 2023 and net worth as on 30HSeptember, 2023 has been fuly eroded. This 
indicates the existence of a material uncertainty that may cast significant doubt on the company's 
ability to continue as going concern. The appropriateness of assumption of going conern is 
critically dependent upon the management view and projected fiuture csh flows of the company. 
Our opinion is not nodified in respect of this natter. 

7. Emphasis of Matter 

a) Refer Note 9 of the financial result regarding an arbitration w.r.t dispute between Rishima SA 
Investnents LLC, Mauritius ("Clainmant") and the Company in respect of which the Arbitration 
Tribunal has issued an Final award in favour of tie Clainant for paynent of an amount of 
Rs.76,100 lakh with interest calculated till 30.04.2019 amounting to Rs.1,390 lakl1 and in cuse 
the sane cannot be enforced in any Court or Tribunal a stm of Rs. 16,020 lakl1s wit r 
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calculated till 30th April, 2019 amounting to Rs. 2,621 laklhs tovards the value of their 
invest1ment in Sarga Hotel Put. Ltd, a subsidiary of tlhe Conpany togetlher with aggregate costs, 
damages, etc. of Rs. 1,808 lakhs. Pending outcome of tlhe enforcement proceedings before Hon'ble 

Higlh Court of Dell1i and based on the legal opinion obtained by tle Company, the management 
does not consider necessary any provision in this respect. 

b) With reference to Note 11 to the financial result, the company has defaulted in payment of 
principal and interest on Tern Loan amOunting to Rs. 4707.94 Lakhs to Banks and Financial 
Institution till 30%September, 2023. Further, working capital lenders have classified the account 
as Non-Performing Asset amounting to Rs. 4358.51 laklhs on which interest overdue is Rs. 
407.23 lakh as on 30September, 2023. Furtier non - provisioning of interest of Rs. 1289.64 
lakhs for hlfyear ended 30h September, 2023 as per note 11 lso in defuult. 

c) As referred in Note 15 to the financial result, certain balances of Trade Receivables, Trade 
payables etc. are subject to confirnmation/reconciliation. The reported standalone financials might 
have consequential impact vhich remains unascertained. 

d) Pursuant to One Time Settlement (OTS) with DBS Bank India Limited as mentioned in Note 14 
to the financial result, adjustment in this regard will be made on repayment of full amount as per 
terms and interest expense is recognised in books as per sanction terns.

amounts and disclosures in the respect of aforesaid subsidiaries are based solely on 

such unaudited financial result as certified by the management.
