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3rd wave may not be severe 
but prepare for worst: Arora 
Says booster dose will 
depend on local context

New Delhi, 25 August 

but it has to prepare for the worst, 

Narendra Kumar Arora, co-chairman 
of the Indian Sars-Cov-2 Genomics 
Consortium — (INSACOG), told Business 

Standard. Amid concerns around booster 
shots and fears of a third wave, Arora said 
decision on such a dose would be taken 
depending on the local context. 

“That the US and Israel are giving these 
shots is noted but our decision will be 
based on our data. We have suffered Delta 
already. And Delta has attacked them 
now,” Arora said. 

He said the booster dose was depend- 

ent on epidemiology of the circulating 
virus and the intensity of infection. It’s 
also dependent on the durability of pro- 

tection in the context in which the vac- 
cine is given. 

INSACOG is setting up a national vac- 
cine tracker which will make available data 
on breakthrough infections. “It will be 
launched soon,” Arora said. 

The Delta variant, which hit India in 
the second wave, has been responsible for 

alot of breakthrough infections. Whether 
we are seeing an increase in breakthrough 
infections in a particular population is also 

an important factor in booster dose con- 

sideration, according to Arora. 
While stressing that decisions related 

to vaccine would be taken on a scientific 
basis, Arora said published studies of 

breakthrough infections among health 
personnel (who were the first to be vacci- 

nated) indicated that such infections were 

not of concern. 
Astudy on vaccine efficacy conducted 

by PGI Chandigarh showed that two doses 
of Covid vaccine gave 98 per cent protec- 

tion against the disease. One dose gave 92 
per cent protection, according to the study 
done on Punjab police personnel. 

Another study by Christian Medical 
College, Vellore, found that the risk of 
infection among the fully vaccinated 
health care workers was significantly lower 
than those unvaccinated.

India needs to focus on vaccinating as 
many individuals as possible, especially 
those in the high risk category instead of 
giving booster doses, Randeep Guleria, 
director at All India Institute of Medical 
Science, said. 

He said that there was not 
enough evidence thata 
booster dose would be 
beneficial. “We have not 
had enough doses to 
vaccinate everyone and we 
are thinking of a booster 
dose...Let us stick to what we know right 
now," Guleria said. He said, ‘we willbe 

able to save many lives if we focus on 
vaccinating more people’’. Guleria was 
speaking at a conference organised by the 
Integrated Health & Wellbeing Council.   

Over 600 mn Covid vaccine doses 
administered in India, says govt 
The cumulative number of Covid-19 
vaccine doses administered in the country 
surpassed the 600-million markon 
Wednesday, Union Health Minister 

Mansukh Mandaviya said. "Under PM 
@NarendraModiji’s #SabkoVaccine 
MuftVaccine initiative, India crossed the 

60 crore vaccination mark. 
Congratulations everyone!" he tweeted. 

India took 85 days to touch the figure 
of 100 million. Itthen took 45 days to cross 
the 200-million mark and 29 more days to 
reach 300 million, the minister informed. 

The country took 24 days to reach 400 
million from 300 million and then 20 more 
days to cross 500 million vaccinations on 
August 6. Ittook19 more days to go past 
the 60-crore mark, Mandaviya said.

Amid widening gap between the vac- 
cination coverage in wealthy and poorer 
countries, the World Health Organisation 
had said boosters should be on hold until 
end of September to ensure at least 10 per 

cent of the population of every country 
was vaccinated. 

India has so far fully vaccinated around 
10 per cent of the total adult population. 

Less than 24 per cent have received a sin- 

gle dose so far, according to Our World in 
Data. 

INSACOG is keeping a close watch on 
the gap of 12 to 16 weeks between the two 
doses of Covishield. “There is adequate 

evidence that increase in the gap between 
the two Covishield doses gives sufficient 

protection. These things are constantly 
under watch,” Arora said. 

There are twotypes of immunity which 
the vaccines are providing — visible anti- 
bodies and invisible based on memory cell 
response, Arora pointed out. He said peo- 

ple should not rely on antibody tests to 
find if they have got protection from the 
vaccine. The B cell and T cell response — 

which refers to long term immunity 
through the memory cells in the body — 
is measured only in three labs in the coun- 
try. This test is only available for scientific 
research purposes. 

Arora said it had been found that the 
Covid vaccines in use produced such long 
term immunity in people.

was the taxation structure in 
large auto markets? Was the 
taxation structure any lesser? 
I think it might have been a lit- 
tle higher. We can't decrease 
taxes without knowing 
whether that will actually lead 
to acorresponding increase in 
auto sales,” he said. 

He pointed out that the 

sales of sport utility vehicles 
(SUVs) are rising when sales in 

other segments are not. “I am 
keen to understand the reason 
behind the fall in numbers 
after 2017-18 for a sector that 
promised high growth a few 
years back,” said Bajaj, adding 

that if taxes are reduced, it will 
force the government to bor- 
row more. This can havea neg- 
ative impact on the macro- 

economy. “A 360-degree view 
must be taken before making 
a decision,” said Bajaj. 

Bhargava retorted saying 
the growth of SUV as a metric 
is not the correct way since 
most buyers prefer entry-level 
models whose prices have 

gone up by %45,000-50,000 
due to the new safety and 
emission norms, rising insur- 
ance, and road tax. 

This is the second time that 
a_ difference in opinion 

between the industry and the 
government has arisen. Last 
year, Shekar Viswanathan, for- 
mer vice-chairman of Toyota 
Kirloskar Motor, had said the 
government keeps taxes on 
cars and motorbikes so high 
that his company finds it dif- 
ficult to expand. 

But the finance ministry 
countered saying auto compa- 
nies should reduce royalty 
payments to parents abroad 

instead of seeking tax cuts.
