Brief proceedings of the 33' Annual General Meeting:  

The 33rd Annual General Meeting (AGM) of the Members of Can Fin Homes Limited (the 
Company) was held on Wednesday, August 26, 2020 at 11:00 A.M. 2020 through two-way 
Video Conference (VC) or Other Audio Visual Means (OAVM).
