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‘BFSI players are increasing
focus on discretionary spending’

POSITIVE VIEW. Seen slight optimism in the sector in the last couple of quarters

Dennis Gada, EVP and
Global Head of Banking and
Financial Services, Infosys,
said that BFSI, the
company’s largest vertical,
continues to be a major
investor in technology and
operations.

Healso discussed the
sector’s improving
environment and the
possibility of increased
discretionary spending by
customers.

Edited excerpts:

In the December
quarter, Infosys saw
growth in the BFSI
vertical despite being a
seasonally-weak
quarter. What factors
drove this growth?

Since the beginning of this
financial year, the BFSI sec-
tor in the US has grown
strong.

Despite Q3 being a sea-
sonally-weak quarter, we saw
a good revival in the
European business. The op-
timism in the economy, com-
bined with the focus on large
deals, and small-to-mid-
sized deals, have helped.

North America is our
largest market and we do
about 60 per cent of our busi-
ness there. About 29 per cent
comes from Europe and the
remaining from the rest of
the world.

We are also seeing growth
in other emerging markets.
In the last year, we saw West
Asia as a big focus area, with
significant expansion and
growth.

We have seen growth in
Nordics on the back of tech-
nology innovation using AL
We have been working
closely with some of our cli-
ents and continue to see
growth in India and South-
East Asia.

Apart from the traditional
North  American  and
European clients, we are see-
ing growth in West Asia and
Nordic markets.

Within certain sectors, we
focused more on commercial
banking, payments, and asset

Because Al started as a
consumer technology,
there is faster adoption
in consumer and

retail banking

and wealth management.
These are subsectors within
the larger industry where we
can drive more end-to-end
transformation using a com-
bination of AI, cloud and
data, and offerings around
that. Our focus on Nordics
also helped us grow.

Following the discussion
on language models, we were
one of the first to launch a
small language model (SLM)
for banking during the last
quarter.

That is a bit ahead of the
rest of the industry and helps
us  position  ourselves
strongly.

Our Finacle business is
also strong. We are seeing
growth not just in India and
West Asia, but in various
other Western markets such
as Australia, Europe and the
US, which is also helping
with business growth.

Are BFSI clients finally
focusing on
discretionary spending?
We are seeing discretionary
spending going up. With AI
and automation, some of the
‘run the bank’ spends are get-
ting more optimised, creat-
ing a funding pool to invest
more in the change of discre-
tionary work.

This benefits us because
we play on both sides — we
are helping clients reduce
the run costs, while also in-
vesting in the transforma-
tion side of the business.

It is still the beginning of
the year, so it will evolve as
we move forward. But we
saw some discretionary
spending come back in the
US.

On the back of the deals
we have done and our market
position, while the economy
in Europe is still struggling,
our BFSI practice has done

better there compared to the
rest of the industry.

The industry is also one of
the largest spenders in terms
of investments in technology
and operations. Most banks
are now aligned with the fact
that they need to continue to
invest for growth and cost ef-
ficiency.

How has the BFSI
environment improved
after the recent
slowdown? Has Al
played any part in this
growth?

We have seen slight optim-
ism in how the sector will do
in the last couple of quarters,
especially since the begin-
ning of this year.

In the US, with the new
administration, there is ex-
pected to be less regulation
for financial services, and
more M&As and IPOs. The
overall sentiment amongst
our large financial services
clients is generally positive.

Al is, in some ways, the tip
of the iceberg. To get its be-
nefits, a lot more ground-
work is required to modern-
ise the data, core systems
and platforms.

We are seeing invest-
ments go up in AL, butit’s not
just directly in AI, instead, a
lot of the foundational work
tobe done for AL

In the last three quarters
of this financial year, we have
seen significant growth in
our business due to a com-
bination of specific deals and
our overall positioning of
bringing technology and op-
erations as an integrated
play.

Al is not just a technology
solution but significantly im-
pacts business and the oper-
ations of a financial services
institution. Our integrated
technology plus operations

play is helping us gain a lar-
ger market share.

How does a technology
like AI and GenAI
benefit BFSI players?
Banks have a huge exposure
in terms of large client base,
data sets and sets of transac-
tions processing, which also
make them more vulnerable
in areas like fraud and cyber
threats. It is a balance
between leveraging new
technology to solve chal-
lenges, while not being im-
pacted.

A few areas where we see
huge applicability of Al are
the contact centre and cus-
tomer care front.

In general, banks feel the
experience can be improved
and the cost efficiency can be
gained by having Al-based
virtual assistance and differ-
ent aspects of the whole con-
tact centre can be automated
to more self-service capabil-
ities using AL

Another one is fraud de-
tection and prevention. In
this industry, especially pay-
ments with the volumes go-
ing up significantly and a lot
of small-value payments,
cross-border payments cre-
ate several avenues for po-
tential fraud.

With more digital banking
activities, there is a potential
for a higher degree of fraud-
related issues in online bank-
ing and payments.

AI provides tools to do
real-time pattern analysis
and early detection, identify-
ing some suspicious beha-
viours and solving them.
Most card companies, pay-
ment companies and bank-
ing institutions are signific-
antly leveraging Al
technology to prevent fraud
detection on a real-time
basis and to improve the cus-
tomer experience.

Financial institutions are
using GenAlI to ensure docu-
ment processing can be auto-
mated, credit decisions can
be improved or accelerated,
with the human in the loop
to make some critical final
decisions.

A lot of the preparation
work for loan approval or a
credit review can be acceler-
ated and automated using AI
and GenAL

Godrej Properties’ Q3 net
profit and revenue saw a
sharp rise, delivering pro-
jects of 2.6 million sq ft
(msf) across two cities. The
quarter saw bookings worth
5,446 crore from the sale of
over 4 msf, the sixth consec-
utive quarter where book-
ings have crossed the ¥5,000-
crore mark. It added four
new projects with an estim-
ated saleable area of 5.9 msf
and expected booking value
of 10,800 crore, achieving
71 per cent of its annual
booking value guidance.

The company reported net
profit of 163 crore in Q4 of
FY25, up 161 per cent on
year, and revenue of 31,222
crore, up 133 per cent.
EBITDA rose 85 per cent to
280 crore.

“We are on-track to sur-
pass our bookings guidance
of ¥27,000 core in FY25,)”
said Executive Chairperson,
Pirojsha Godre;j.

saw a 26 per cent rise in total
income, reaching 314,697
crore, with secondary sales
growing 28 per cent, driven
by higher gold prices, wed-
ding-related purchases and
strong same-store sales
growth. The watches & wear-
ables segment grew 15 per
cent, posting 31,128 crore in
total income, though the
wearables sub-segment de-
clined 20 per cent.

EYECARE GROWS 16%

The EyeCare segment recor-
ded a 16 per cent growth.
The emerging businesses,

which include Taneira (In-
dian dress wear), fragrances
and fashion accessories
(F&FA), posted a 5 per cent
growth, with total income
reaching X118 crore.

While Taneira’s sales re-
mained flat, the fragrances
segment grew 27 per cent,
led by 23 per cent growth in
SKINN.

POSCO Group’s
intra-group restructuring

The Competition Commis-
sion of India (CCI) has given
its approval for global steel
giant POSCO Group’s intra-
group restructuring by ac-
quiring the entire sharehold-
ing of LX International Cor-
poration in POSCO-India
Pune Processing Center
Private Ltd (IPPC). The ac-
quisition will be executed by
POSCO-India  Processing
Center Private Ltd (PIPC), a
subsidiary of POSCO Hold-
ings Inc.

The deal aims to consolid-
ate the group’s control over
its steel processing and dis-
tribution network in India.
Both PIPC and IPPC are in-
volved in processing and dis-
tributing value-added steel
products, including hot-
rolled coils, cold-rolled coils,
galvanised steel and spe-
cialty steel products.

MARKET IMPACT
According to the CCI filing,
now approved, the transac-
tion represents an intra-
group realignment with no
anticipated impact on mar-
ket concentration or com-
petitive dynamics.

While the parties have
identified several overlap-
ping markets for steel pro-
cessing and distribution, the
transaction is not expected
to result in any appreciable
adverse effects on competi-
tion. The exiting seller, LX
International Corporation,
is an unrelated entity, ensur-
ing a clean transfer within
the group.

The proposed deal under-
scores POSCO Group’s com-
mitment to enhancing oper-
ational efficiency and market

competitiveness in India, a
key market for the steel in-
dustry. By consolidating its
operations, the group aims
to solidify its position in the
country’s expanding infra-
structure and manufacturing
sectors.

The acquisition comes ata
time when India’s steel de-
mand is expected to grow
significantly, driven by gov-
ernment initiatives such as
Make in India and expanding
infrastructure development.

POSCO Group’s restruc-
turing aims to better posi-
tion the company to meet
this rising demand and
strengthen its leadership in
the  value-added  steel
segment.

Market experts believe
that POSCO’s move aligns
with broader industry trends
of consolidation and special-
isation, as companies seek to
optimise their supply chains
and adapt to evolving market
conditions.

“Such realignments en-
able companies to leverage
synergies within the group
and enhance operational ef-
ficiency,” said a leading steel
industry analyst.

Ola Founder invests
32,000 crin Al
venture, Krutrim

Ola Founder Bhavish Aggar-
wal has announced an invest-
ment of 32,000 crore in his
artificial intelligence (AI)
venture Krutrim, with a
commitment of 10,000
crore by next year.

He hasalso launched an AI
lab with large language mod-
els (LLMs ) Krutrim-2 and
Krutrim 1, multilingual vis-
ion language model
Chitrarth-1; speech LLM
Dhwani-1; Krutrim Trans-
late for text-to-text transla-
tion; and BharatBench, a
platform that evaluates and
sets benchmarks.

“While we’ve been work-
ing on AI for a year, today
we’re releasing our work to
the open-source community
and also publishing a bunch
of technical reports. Our fo-
cus is on developing AI for
India - to make Al better on
Indian  languages, data
scarcity, cultural context
etc,” Aggarwal said in an X
post.

MAJOR LEAP

The company said that it was
trained on multilingual im-
age-text data and works
across 10 Indian languages
— Hindi, Bengali, Telugu,
Tamil, Marathi, Gujarati,
Kannada, Malayalam, Odia
and Assamese, and English
as well.

This comes at a time when
India is ramping up its Al ef-
forts. India is set to take a
major leap in Al by develop-
ing its own LLM, similar to
Deepseek.

GB200 in partnership with
Nvidia, which is expected to
go live by March. Krutrim
launched AI cloud services,
called Krutrim Cloud, to help
developers and enterprises
access advanced GPU re-
sources to accelerate their
projects and improve pro-
ductivity. The company also
open-sourced the speech-to-
text translation capabilities
of its model.

Launched in 2023,
Krutrim has raised $50 mil-
