North Korea reported a new
"epidemic" of an intestinal
disease on Thursday, an un-
usual announcement from
the secretive country that is
already contending with a
Covid outbreak and severe
economic turmoil.

It's unclear how many peo-
ple are infected in what the
official Korean Central
News Agency said was "an
acute enteric epidemic" in
southwestern Haeju city.

The agency didn't name
the disease, but enteric
refers to intestinal illnesses,
such as typhoid, dysentery
and cholera, which are
caused by germs in contam-
inated food or water or con-
tact with the feces of infect-
ed people. Such diseases
routinely occur in North
Korea, where there is a
shortage of water treatment
facilities and the public
health system has been
largely broken for decades.

Covid deaths rise, reversing

After five weeks of declin-
ing coronavirus deaths, the
number of fatalities report-
ed globally increased by 4%
last week, according to the
World Health Organisation.

In its weekly assessment
of the pandemic issued on
Thursday, the UN health
agency said there were 8,700
Covid deaths last week,
with a 21% jump in the
Americas and a 17% in-
crease in the Western Pacif-
ic.

WHO said coronavirus
cases continued to fall, with
about 3.2 million new cases
reported last week, extend-
ing a decline in Covid infec-
tions since the peak in Jan-
uary.

Still, there were signifi-
cant spikes of infection in
some regions, with the Mid-
dle East and Southeast Asia
reporting increases of 58%
and 33% respectively.

US announces $122 mn fund for
India to fight infectious diseases

The US has announced a
funding of $122 mn to top
three Indian medical re-
search institutions to pre-
vent avoidable epidemics,
early detection of disease
threats, and rapid and effec-
tive response.

The total funding of USD
122,475,000 will, over a period
of five years, be distributed

to the three top Indian health
research institutions - Indi-
an Council of Medical Re-
search (ICMR), National In-
stitute of Virology (NIV)and
National Institute of Epi-
demiology (NIE).
Announced by Centres for
Disease Control and Preven-
tion (CDC) on Wednesday,
the fund will accelerate the
progress towards an India
which is safe and secure

from infectious disease
threats through ICMR insti-
tutions' focus on emerging
and re-emerging pathogens.

Prominent among these in-
clude detecting and control-
ling zoonotic disease out-
breaks; evaluating vaccine
safety monitoring systems;
capacitating the public
health workforce in field epi-
demiology and outbreak re-
sponse.
