Govt to tighten MGNREGA
scheme to plug ‘leakages’

THE GOVERNMENT IS work-
ing to tighten the Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employ-
ment Guarantee Act (MGN-
REGA) scheme as ‘tremendous
leakages’ have been noticed in
the flagship rural jobs pro-
gramme for the past two years,
atop official said.

The Centre has allocated
373,000 crore for 2022-23,
which is 25% lower than the
398,000 crore provided in the
revised estimate (RE) for the
current fiscal.

The allocation for the next
fiscalis sameaswasbudget esti-
mate (BE) for the current fiscal,
which will end in March 2022.
The official said in the last two
years, the RE has been higher
than the BE significantlyand it
has been noticed that tremen-
dous leakages are going on and
middlemen are taking money
for enrolling names of benefi-
ciaries underthe scheme.

"Direct Benefit Transferhas
succeeded in reaching money
directly to the person, but still
there are human systems....
There are middlemen who are
telling the people that Iwill put
your name in the MGNREGA
masterroll,butyouwill have to
withdraw cash and give me
after you get the DBT transfer.
It is happening in a big way,”
the official told PTL.

"It isarecent phenomenon
in the last two years. So much
money has flown that there is

now a temptation to grab the
money deceitfully. The min-
istry of rural development will
tighten it,"he added.

Explaining the modus
operandi, the official further
said that the arrangement
between the beneficiary and
the middlemen is that since
the beneficiary is giving some
share to the middleman he
would not even go forworkand
hence nowork s taking place.

"The government has been
very liberal in allocating
MNREGA fundsin the last two
years. We put in ¥1.11 lakh
crorein 2020-21.It used to be
335,000 crore in 2014-15,
the official said.

During the first Covid19
lockdown in 2020, when the
scheme was ramped up and
given its highest-ever budget
of ¥1.11 lakh crore, higher
than the Budget estimate of
%61,500 crore. For the next
financial year, the budget allo-
cation is ¥73,000 crore, while
the revised estimates for the
current fiscal pegs the expen-
diture at 398,000 crore.
