SUGAR PRODUCTION INM the
current sugar season (October
2019-September 2020) has
beenrevised upwardsto 27 mil-
lion tonne (MT) cornpared with
26.5 million tonne projected at
the beginning of the seasen,
Indian Sugar Mills” Association
(Isma) said on Tuesday.
Ismahadat thebeginning of
this season estimated a produc-
tion of 26.5 MT for the current
season. However, the gur and
khandsari manufacturers in
Uttar Pradesh shut their opera-
tions earlier than expected bec-
ause of the lockdown, which in
turn saw a substantial quantity
of sugarcane getting divertedto
sugar mills. The same has resu-

by the mills in the state and an
additional 5-6 lakh tonne pro-
duction is expected in the cur-
rentseason,mainly from UPand
from a special season in Tamil
NaduandKarnataka Therefore,
the current season’s sugar pro-
ductionisexpected tobearound
27 MT.

with the sales up to Aprit 2019.
