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Almost 30% city roads are
reeling under darkness for
the last 10 days as the dis-
com has severed electricity
supply due to non payment
of power dues. Bhopal Mu-
nicipal Corporation has to
pay outstanding bills of Rs
14 crore to the discom.
Mayor Malti Rai, during
the BMC Council meeting
recently had assured to set-
tle the issue.

Mayor-in Council (MiC)
member Rajesh Hingorani
said talks are underway
with the discom authorities
regarding restoration of
power supply to the street
lights in the city, however, so
far the matter has not been
settled. Due to poor financial
condition, the discom bills
were not settled, earlier all
dues were paid well on time
every month, he said.

The discom began sever-
ing electricity supply to
street lights on major
roads from October 29 in-
cluding VIP Road, Bhoj
Setu, Kamala Park, Poly-
technic Square and adjoin-
ing areas. Similarly, the
stretch between Kolar Rest
House to Chuna Bhatti,
Link Road No-2, Bittan
Market Square -Kolar Rest
House and to MANIT have
plunged in darkness as

none of the street lights
are working.

Similarly, Shivaji Nagar,
Seven No Stop,
Mansarovar, Arera Colony,
Ten No. Stop, Arera Hills,
South TT Nagar, Green
Park, E-4 area are reeling
under darkness. Many lo-
calities on Raisen Road, Be-
rasia Road, Anand Nagar
are also without street light

The roads without street
lights pose a danger to
commuters more so
women, especially those
who do not use motorised
forms of transport.

Congress corporators say
that the BJP-led Bhopal
Municipal Corporation
has attributed the electric-
ity disconnection to the
poor financial condition of
the civic body, however,
lakhs of rupees were spent

on the hi-tea during meet-
ings but the power dues
were not settled.

The collection of taxes
and cess from the citizens
is underway despite this
financial constraint being
cited for the non-payment
of power dues, they added.

Meanwhile no decision
could be taken in connection
with the electricity bill pay-
ment on Monday as well.

Discom authorities say
that the corporation failed
to pay the power bills for
the last two months fol-
lowing which the electric-
ity supply to the street
lights of major areas were
discontinued. If the mu-
nicipal body further de-
lays the electricity pay-
ment, power supply to oth-
er areas will be disrupted
in the coming days.

STREETLIGHTS OF
VILLAGES TO BE

POWERED BY 
SOLAR ENERGY 
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To make villages of Madhya
Pradesh self dependent in
terms of electricity supply
through solar energy, “Surya
Shakti Abhiyan” has been
started. Madhya Pradesh has
become the first state in the
country to start such a unique
campaign, as per officials.

This is also one major
step to realize the dream of
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi to make the country
self dependent in the solar
energy sector. Solar energy
can be used in street lights,
“Nal Jal” supply, offices
and other works of villages.

Under Jal Jeevan Mission,
there is a target of provid-
ing one crore domestic wa-
ter connections in rural ar-
eas. This target was merely
15 lakh two years back. With
this, the expenditure on
electricity in Gram Pan-
chayats, which was around
Rs 450 crore, is likely to in-
crease till Rs 2000 crore.

Through solar energy, the
future expenditure of
around Rs 2000 crore on
electricity bill in Gram
Panchayats can be reduced
and this sum can be used in
other development works of
Gram Panchayats. Along
with this, Gram Panchayats
will also get the benefit of
carbon credit.

This campaign will prove
helpful in increasing the in-
come of Gram Panchayats.
In the first phase, 714 Gram
Panchayats, having more
than 5000 population, all
villages having weekly
markets and all district and
janpad offices are being in-
cluded under “Surya Shak-
ti” Campaign. Apart from
these panchayats, other
panchayats can be also con-
nected with the campaign.

The Detail Project Report
(DPR) of the campaign was
prepared after initial study
of one each development
block of Khargone and
Khandwa respectively.
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Madhya Pradesh Pollution
Control Board (MPPCB)
has carried out analysis of
water samples collected be-
fore, during and after im-
mersion of Durga idols
this year.

The analytical report re-
leased on Tuesday suggests
that oxygen level of most
water bodies of city was
good. Only water samples
of few water bodies showed
negative trend.

According to MPPCB
data, during time of Durga
idol immersion, the oxygen

level at Hathaikheda ghat
was 7 mg per litre. The min-
imum benchmark of dis-
solved oxygen level in wa-
ter bodies is 3 mg per litre.
Below this level, dissolved
oxygen level of any water
body poses threat to aquat-

ic animals. This means that
dissolved oxygen level of
Hathaikheda immersion
site was satisfactory.

The report further said
that dissolved oxygen level
of lower lake’s Khatlapura
immersion site was 4.1 mg
per litre, which was good
enough.

The dissolved oxygen lev-
el at Malikhedi immersion
site was 2.9 mg per litre and
was below the average of 3
mg per litre.

Prempura immersion site
recorded dissolved oxygen
level of 7.6 mg per litre and
was satisfactory. The high-

est figure of dissolved oxy-
gen level of 12. 1 mg per
liter was at Rani Kamlapati
immersion site (Kamla
Park ghat).

After Durga idols’ immer-
sion, the dissolved oxygen
level of Hathaikheda im-
mersion site was 6.6 mg per
litre followed by Khatlapu-
ra immersions site of low-
er lake (3.8 mg per litre),
Malikhedi immersion site
(4.2 mg per litre), Prempu-
ra ghat (8.8 mg per litre),
Rani Kamlapati immersion
site (8.5 mg per litre), Sant
Hirdaram immersion site
(3.1 mg per litre) etc.
