New Delhi: Amidst heavy
police and paramilitary
presence, the protesting
wrestlers and supporters
from all walks of life mar-
ched from Jantar Mantar to
Kartavya Path at India Ga-
te, holding candles in their
hands. The wrestlers have
completed a month of their
protestat Jantar Mantar de-
manding the arrest of
Wrestling Federation of In-
dia president Brij Bhushan
Sharan Singh for sexual ha-
rassment.

During the march on Tu-
esday the wrestlers did not
stick to their original plan of
reaching India Gate on buses,
but walked there instead.
While police initially persua-
ded them to drive there on bu-
ses because of the possibility
of a march affecting the mo-
vement of peak-hour traffic,
they later allowed them to
walk to Kartavya Path.

Around 5pm on Tuesday;
approximately 400 people
started the march from Jan-
tar Mantarto Kartavya Path.
The protestors walked along
Ashoka Road, then procee-
ded along Man Singh Road to
Kartavya path. Bhim Army
chief Chandrashekhar Azad
was also present along with
his supporters at the candle
march. The protestors were
notallowed tomarchto India
Gate, s0 squatied at Karta-
vya Path and lighted their
candles. Those who did not
have candles were asked to

tion on their mobile phones,

Comparing the candle-
light march to the protests
at the rape of Nirbhaya in
2012, Mandeep, the media-
in charge of the wrestlers,
told the marchers, “It was
in 2012 that people gathered
here in huge numbers to de-

mand justice for their
daughter. Now we have gat-
her in a similar manner to
seek justice for the daugh-
tersof this nation.”
Among those who were
present at the march were
mothers who had brought
along their daughters to te-
ach them what it meant to

fight for justice. Senior citi-
Zens too had congregated in
large numbers. Shashi Cho-
udhary, 78, accompanied by
her friend, Rajni, 65, had co-
me from Gurgaon to join the
protest. The duo said they
had taken almost all means
of public transport to reach
the protest site. “Wecame he-
re 2-3 days ago too to support
the wrestlers,” said Choud-
hary. “The man accused by
the wrestlers is a member of
Parliament and his position
is still intact. The girls who
bought laurels for our nation
have alleged harassment at
his hand, but the accused is
roaming free. He must be ar-
rested and thoroughly inves-
tigated. When the #Metoo
movement began action was
taken quickly, but in this ca-
se nothing is being done.
What is the reason for this?”

Many voung wrestlers
from Harvana joined the
protest to support the inter-
national wrestlers. Ashish
and Saurabh, both 17 vears
old and who are currently
competing at the district le-
vel, had arrived from Soni-
pat in Haryana. “We, as
wrestlers, want to support
our champions and stand up
for them,” said Ashish, who
aspires to be like one of the
protesting stars.

Owing to the crowd, in-
ternational medallists Baj-
rang Punia, Vinesh Phogat,
Salcshee Malikkh and Sang-
eeta Phogat climbed on the
police barricade to address
the crowd.

Manish Sisodia
‘manhandled’ by
cop, claims AAP

IT'T-Kgp student’s
remains exhumed

Dibrugarh: The mortal rema-
ins of 23-yvear-old HT-Kharag-
pur student Falzan Ahmed we-
re exhumed Tuesday in upper
Assam’s Dibrugarh town follo-
wing a Calecutta high court or-
der for a second autopsy to find
out whether his death in the
premier institute on October 14
last vear was a case of suicide
or murder

The exhumation at Amola-
patty burial ground was overse-
en by a four-member Bengal po-
lice team, a magistrate, and fo-
rensic experts from Dibru-
garh’s Assam Medical College
and Hospital (AMCH) and the
Directorate of Forensic Sclen-
ce in Guwahati, while local po-
lice stood guard and provided
help. Faizan's family members
were also present.

The remains were put in a
coffin and taken to the morgue
of AMCH. The Bengal police te-

am will fly with the coffin to
Kolkata, where a second autop-
sy will be done at the Medical
College and Hospital in accor-
dance with the HC order.

The decomposed body of
Faizan, a third-vear mechani-
cal engineering student from
Assam, wasfound ina hostel ro-
om that was not his. While ITT-
Kharagpur said he died by sui-
cide, his parents Salim and Re-
hana from Assam’s Tinsukia fi-
led a petition in the Caleutta HC
on October 31 last yvear, alleging
that their son was murdered.

Guestions about the preva-
lenceof ragging inthe institute
surfaced in the wake of his de-
ath. Faizan's parents had cited
a Facebook post—ostensibly
uploaded by IIT students—that
suggested he had protested aga-
inst some of his seniors forrag-
ging. On April 25 this year, the
HC passed an order calling for
the exhumation of his body,
saying it is necessary to ascer-
tain the cause of death.
