Step In Kota to curb suicides

KOTA/JAIPUR: 'Half-day
study, half-day fun' on one
weekday, identification of
students with suicidal ten-
dencies and psychological
counselling are among the
decisions taken on Monday
in a meeting on the rising
suicide cases in Kota.

Representatives of coach-
ing institutes and hostel
association also attended
the meeting chaired by
Bhawani Singh Detha,
principal secretary (higher
and technical education),
through video conference,
officials said.

Detha is also the chair-
man of a committee
formed on the direction of
Chief Minister Ashok
Gehlot to look into the is-
sue. The committee will
visit Kota on September 2
to take stock of the situa-
tion.

Among the other deci-
sions taken in the meeting,
coaching institutes have
been asked to form a com-
mittee of subject experts
in an attempt to reduce
burden of courses on stu-
dents.

The institutes have also
been asked to hold online
motivational sessions by
experts and upload the

same on social media for
benefit of all students.

It was decided in the
meeting that the coaching
institutes will hold ‘'half-
day study, half-day fun' on
every Wednesday and they
will not conduct any rou-
tine tests for the next two
days, the officials said.

A form will be developed
for coaching students to fill
in everyday so that their
mental status can be as-
sessed.

Besides, absentees from
the routine tests and poor
performers will be identi-
fied and they will be pro-
vided psychological coun-
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selling, the officials said.

The meeting was held a
day after two NEET aspi-
rants committed suicide
on Sunday.

The other officials who
attended the meeting in-
cluded Kota Collector O P
Bunkar, SP Sharad Chaud-
hary, Additional Collector
(Administration) Rajku-
mar Singh, and Additional
SP Bhagwat Singh Hingad.

"It is an alarming situa-
tion as so many students
are committing suicides,"
Kota district collector
Bunkar told reporters here
after the meeting on Mon-
day afternoon.

Two students, preparing for competitive exams in Kota,
ended their lives on Sunday, in a span of four hours.
According to authorities, 22 students have ended their
lives so far in 2023 -- the highest for any year. Last year,
the figure was 15. "The pressure of studies is there. Apart
from this, several students have the burden of their
parents having borrowed money for their studies. So, if
they fail, what will happen to their parents," Public
Health and Engineering Department (PHED) Minister
Mahesh Joshi told reporters in Jaipur.

COACHING CENTRES ASKED
TO HALT ROUTINE TESTS

KOTA (RAJASTHAN): Authorities in Rajasthan's Kota
district have asked coaching institutes to stop conducting
routine tests of students preparing for NEET and other
competitive exams for the next two months in the wake
of suicides by a number of aspirants. Over two lakh
students move to Kota annually to prepare for
competitive exams such as the Joint Entrance Exam (JEE)
for engineering and the National Eligibility-cum-Entrance
Test (NEET) for admission to medical colleges.

Mumbai hotel stay proves last
for soon-to-wed NRI couple

NRIs Kishan Halai and his
25-year-old fianceé Rupal
Vekaria, who were among
the three persons who died
in the fire in a Mumbai-
based hotel on Sunday, were
supposed to get married in
Nairobi after flying out of
the Maharashtra capital but
the destiny wished other-
wise.

Kishan, Rupal, her mother
and sister were accommo-
dated in the ground-plus-
four-storey Galaxy Hotel in
suburban Santacruz by the
airlines concerned after
their flight was resched-
uled, said Suresh Kara,
sarpanch of Rampar village
in Mandvi taluka of Gu-
jarat's Kutch district.

Halai and the Vekarias hail
from Rampar village. The
blaze broke out on the third
floor of the hotel on Sunday
afternoon, Kkilling Kishan
Halai (28), Rupal Vekaria
(25), and another person
Kantilal Vara (50). Rupal's
mother Manjulaben (49), sis-
ter Alpa (19), and one Aslam
Sheikh (48) were injured in
the incident, officials said.

"Kishan Halai and his fi-
ancée Rupal Vekaria were
settled in Nairobi for sever-
al years," said Kara.

The deceased Kantilal
Vara was not related to
Vekarias and Kishan.

According to Kara, the
families of Kishan and Ru-
pal remained connected to
their roots despite settling
abroad many years ago.
Their ancestral houses are

"Kishan and Rupal were
engaged and were planning
to get married soon after
reaching Nairobi, where
they were residing for many
years with their parents and
siblings. Kishan, Rupal and
their families came to India
nearly a month back to at-
tend the wedding of Kis-
han's younger brother in the
village. The newly-married
couple along with Kishan's
parents had left for Kenya a
week back," said Kara.

He said Kishan's grand-
parents still live in Rampar
village. While Kishan was
born and brought up in the
village till he became a
teenager, Rupal was born in
Nairobi. Kishan moved to
Nairobi with his parents
when he was around 13,

CBI court

acquits 35

RANCHI: A Special CBI
court here on Monday con-
victed 89 people in a case of
the fodder scam and sen-
tenced 53 of them to impris-
onment of various terms,
with the maximum being
three years.

Thirty-five others were
acquitted in the case by
Special CBI judge Vishal
Srivastav.

Altogether 124 people
were accused in the case
which is related to the
fraudulent withdrawal of
Rs 36.59 crore from Doran-
da treasury of undivided
Bihar. The amount was
withdrawn between 1990
and 1995.

Special Public Prosecutor
of the CBI Ravi Shankar
said that in the Doranda
treasury case of the fodder
scam, the court has acquit-
ted 35 people while 89 oth-
ers have been convicted.

Of the 89 convicts, 53 were
sentenced to imprisonment
of varied terms.

Hearing on the quantum
of sentence for the remain-
ing 36 would be held on Sep-
tember 1, the public prose-
cutor said.

He said that the state-
ments of 600 witnesses
were recorded in this case
of the fodder scam while
documentary evidence in
50,000 pages was also sub-
mitted.

The fodder scam in which
crores of rupees were
fraudulently  withdrawn
from treasuries such as Do-
randa, Deoghar, Dumka
and Chaibasa was exposed
in the 1990s when Jhark-
hand was part of Bihar.

RJD president and former
Bihar chief minister Lalu
Prasad is one of the high-
profile politicians who was
convicted in the case. He is
currently out on bail on the
grounds of ill health.

CBI books ED
assistant director in
convicts 89, Rs 5cr bribery case

NEW DELHI

The CBI has registered an
FIR against ED Assistant
Director Pawan Khatri in
connection with an alleged
bribery of Rs 5 crore by
liquor businessman Aman-
deep Dhall to evade action
in the excise policy scam
case, officials said.

Besides the two, the
agency has also named As-
sistant General Manager of
Air India Deepak Sangwan,
CEO of Claridges Hotels
and Resorts Vikramaditya,
chartered accountant
Praveen Kumar Vats and
two others - Nitesh Kohar, a
clerk in the ED, and Dhall's
father Birender Pal Singh,
they said.

The CBI has conducted

the premises of the accused
after the registration of the
FIR, the officials said.

According to sources, nei-
ther of the accused ED offi-
cers were part of the excise
scam case probe but during
the searches, materials re-
lated to the case were recov-
ered from them.

The central probe agency
took over the case on a com-
plaint from the Enforce-
ment Directorate, which al-
leged that Singh had paid Rs
5 crore bribe to Vats in
tranches of Rs 50 lakh from
December 2022 onwards to
help Dhall in the excise pol-
icy case.

The CBI has registered the
case under IPC sections 120-
B (criminal conspiracy) and
