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PROVISION IN DIGITAL INDIA BILL LIKELY

Centre may ask tech
giants for access to
anonymised data

New Delhi, November 14

THE CENTRE IS considering
issuing a directive to bigtech
companies like Facebook,
Google and Amazon to share
anonymised personaldatain
their possession with a gov-
ernment-backed database,
The Indian Express has
learnt.

The move, if finalised,
could see these companies
claim intellectual property
rights oversuch data,and ini-
tiate discussions around the
ownership of such data. The
government has long been
interested in this issue since
such datasets form the
bedrock of artificial intelli-
gence (AI) models.

Under the upcoming Dig-
ital India Bill, the successorto
the Information Technology
Act, 2000, the IT Ministry is
understood to have added a
provision which will man-
date big tech companies to
deposit all the non-personal
data they hold to the India
datasets platform, a senior
government official said
requesting anonymity since
the draft is not publicyet.

In its most basic form,
anonymised personal data,or
non-personal data, is any
data set that does not contain
personally identifiable infor-
mation. It could include
aggregated information,
such as the overall health
data ofa particular demogra-
phy, weather and climate
data of an area, and traffic
data,among others.

will mandatorily have to be
deposited to the India
datasets platform,” the offi-
cial said. The Centre’s idea is
thatbigtech companies have
reaped dividends bybuilding
algorithms on the basis of
Indians’ non-personal data,
and that they can not claim
exclusive ownership over it.
The Digital India Bill is a
key part of a comprehensive
legal framework which
encompasses various legisla-
tive measures such as the
recently-notified Digital Per-
sonal Data Protection Act,
2023, the draft Indian
Telecommunication  Bill,
2022, and a policy address-
ing the governance of non-
personal data. The Bill, how-
ever,is unlikely to be released
this year. As per a report
released in October by a
working group constituted
by the IT Ministry, the India
datasets program is a “uni-
fied national data sharing
and exchange platform to
enable various data sharing
and exchange use cases of all
stakeholders including but

not limited to
Central/State/UT Govern-
ments, public sector under-
taking,privatesector compa-
nies,industrybodies, MSMEs
(micro, small and medium
enterprises) and startups,
academia and researchers,
civil society and media
organisations, opentechnol-
ogy communities, etc.”

Non-personal data held
by the Indian datasets plat-
form could also be mone-
tised, thereportsuggests.The
platform, as per the report,
will play a crucial role in
boosting theartificial intelli-
gence ecosystem in India by
providing a “robust founda-
tion” for data-driveninnova-
tion and development.

In May 2022, the IT Min-
istry had released the draft
National Data Governance
Framework Policy under
whichit merely“encouraged”
private companies to share
non-personal data with star-
tups and Indian researchers.

During a press briefing
earlier in October this year,
Minister of State for IT,
Rajeev Chandrasekhar, had
signalled achangein the gov-
ernment’s stance on non-
personal data ownership.
