Zomato's loss widens to ¥360 cr
In March quarter, revenues rise

Bengaluru, May 23

FOOD TECH PLAYER Zomato
on Monday reported a bigger
consolidatedloss of X360 crore
for the March quarter com-
pared with 131 crore in
Q4FY21.Revenues, however,
jumped astrong 75%year-on-
yearto 1,212 crore.

The net cash used for oper-
ating activities was lower at
3693 crore than the 1,018
crore reported in the corre-
sponding period last year.

Founder and CEO Deepin-
der Goyal said conserving cash
is a priority right now and the
company is being aggressive
about it. Zomato currently has
unrestricted cash of around
12,200 crore.

The company’s CFO Akshant
Goyal said the reduction in
losseswill bedrivenbyimprove-
mentin contribution margin of
the food delivery business and
also operating leverage playing
out “as our revenue is growing
faster than our fixed costs”.

growing from 15.3 million in
the December quarter. Like-
wise, the average monthly
active restaurant partnersand
delivery partners were at all-
time highs aswell,itadded.
The company’s gross order
value forthe food deliverybusi-
ness grew 6% sequentiallyand

77% y-0-y to X5,850 crore in
Q4FY22. This was driven by
healthy growth in order vol-
umes while the average order
value remained stable, the
company said.

CEO Goyal conceded that
there was some stress on avail-
ability of delivery partners in
the current quarter in select
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large cities since the last week
of April.“We think this is short-
term in nature as the post-
Covid economic recovery has
brought jobs backin cities and
we lost some delivery partners
tosuchjobs,”hesaid.The work-
forcewhich migrated to home-
towns (or villages) during the
first Covid wave hasn’t yet

come back to the cities, thus
hampering the acquisition of
delivery partners,he added.

Deepinder Goyal also said
the company currently has no
plans for any more minority
equity investments.

CFO Akshant Goyal said
there was also no plan to raise
any further capital at this
stage.“We are well-funded to
fuel all our growth plans in all
our businesses.”

On the Blinkit M&A deal,
apart fromashort-termloan of
up to $150 million to fund the
short-term capital require-
ments,the companysaid there
islittle to share at this point.

For quick commerce, the
company had given an upper
bound of $§400-million invest-
ment for the next two years
(CY22 and CY23) in the last
quarterly letter. “As of now, we
are on plan tostick to this outer
limit. We are not planning to
make any new minorityinvest-
ments as part of this $§400-
million outer limit,” Akshant
Goyal said.
