Russian President hails Jinping’s plan for settlement of the acute crisis in Ukraine

Russian President Vladimir
Putin welcomed Chinese
leader Xi Jinping to the
Kremlin on Monday, in a vis-
it that sent a powerful mes-
sage to Western leaders al-
lied with Ukraine that their
efforts to isolate Moscow
have fallen short.

As he greeted Xi, Putin
also said he welcomed his
plan for “settlement of the
acute crisis in Ukraine.”
Xi’s visit showed off Bei-
jing’s new diplomatic swag-
ger and gave a political lift to
Putin after an international
arrest warrant was issued
for the Kremlin leader on
war crimes charges related
to Ukraine.

The two major powers
have described Xi’s three-
day trip as an opportunity to
deepen their ‘“no-limits
friendship.”

Putin also
specifically said the meet-
ing sent a message to Wash-
ington that the two coun-
tries aren’t prepared to ac-
cept attempts to weaken
them.

“The US policy of simul-
taneously deterring Russia
and China, as well as all
those who do not bend to
the American diktat, is get-
ting ever fiercer and more
aggressive,” he wrote.

Xi’s trip came after the
International Criminal
Court in The Hague an-
nounced Friday it wants to
put Putin on trial for the ab-
ductions of thousands of
children from Ukraine.

China portrays Xi’s visit
as part of normal diplomat-
ic exchanges and has offered
little detail about what the
trip aims to accomplish,
though the nearly 13 months
of war in Ukraine cast a

long shadow on the talks.

At a daily briefing in Bei-
jing on Monday, Foreign
Ministry spokesperson
Wang Wenbin said Xi’s trip
was a “journey of friend-
ship, cooperation and
peace.”

On the war, Wang said:
“China will uphold its ob-
jective and fair position on
the Ukrainian crisis and
play a constructive role in
promoting peace talks.” Bei-
jing’s leap into Ukraine is-
sues follows its recent suc-
cess in brokering talks be-
tween Iran and its chief
Middle Eastern rival, Saudi
Arabia, which agreed to re-
store their diplomatic ties
after years of tensions. Fol-
lowing that success, Xi
called for China to play a
bigger role in managing
global affairs.

“President Xi will have an
in-depth exchange of views
with President Putin on bi-
lateral relations and major
international and regional
issues of common concern,”
Wang said.
